Heart Attack Fatal 
For ^^UncleEd”  Bynum

Heart attack at about C:20 a. m. 
Monday was fatal for “ Uncle Ed’’ 
Bynum, 77. His nephew, L. C. (Kay) 
Ferguson, with whom he had made 
his home since 1929, heard his voice 
and went to Mr. Bynum’s room. 
“ When I got to the door,’’ Ferguson 
related, “ Uncle Ed said, 'well I’m 
dying,’ and he lived only a few min­
utes after that statement.’’ Bynum 
was just rising and had his shirt on 
and his trousers partly on when the 
attack came. After he told his ne­
phew he was dying, “ Uncle Ed’’ said 
several other words.

J-TRST BALE OF STAPLE COTTON 
IN LUBBOCK COUNTY 
GROWN BY WEST

The first bale ginned at Monroe 
was the first bale of staple cotton for 
the 1939 season in Lubbock county. 
The bale, of strict middling 31-32nds 
inch staple was grown by J. R. West 
who lives 4 miles east of Monroe and 
was ginned September 1st at one of 
the Automatic gin plants of the For­
tenberry gins at Monroe.

Tliis was the earliest bale of sta­
ple cotton ever ginned in Lubbock 
County according to available records.

The Paymaster seed planted by West 
was grown by Lockview Farms of 
Plainview.

Wiest planted Paymaster Kemgas 
delinted seed May 10th using com 
plates in the planter boxes of his 
John Deere tractors, and states that 
.the Kemgas delinted seed came up 
quick and grew off faster than plants 
from fuzzy seed. There was several 
bales of open cotton September 1st., 
113 days after planting, and Mr. West 
could have picked a bale the last week 
of August by picking more acres of 
cotton to get the bale. First blooms 
were noticed July 7.
