We entered through 
the big revolving doors 
and wondered how a 
disabled person could 
negotiate those doors in 
a wheel chair or one of 
those little motorized 
scooters. 

Once inside it looked 
like we were in a great 
shopping mall but with 
very few signs or open 
sections. This new 
building had none of 
the more austere, utili-
tarian look we were ac-
customed to in any vet-
erans facility I had 
ever been in. 

One thing was the 
same as always. We

waited, and waited. 
While we waited a man 
told me of seeing coy-
otes in Arizona take his 
neighbors two poodles. 
Said he hates poodles 
anyhow. 

About the time I was 
ready to throw a caf-
feine fit I sent my driv-
er-guide for a cup of 
coffee. Wouldn't you 
know he came back 
with it just in time to 
see me passed in to see 
a practitioner. By the 
time three spots on my 
head were frozen to re-
move skin cancers, my 
coffee was now COLD. 

Joe had a time locat-
ing the pharmacy 
where he dropped the 
prescriptions in the 
mail out box. Far too 
many were waiting. I 
was having a worse 
time trying to locate the 
travel office and worse 
waiting too. 

I had though that with 
the new space they 
might have peopled it 
with enough staff to re-
duce the waiting. 
Wrong thought. There 
were three places for 
cashiers but only one 
was manned and he 
would serve one or two 
then take off for a bit, 
serve one or two more 
and gone again. I don't 
know whether his prob-
lem was physical or 
mental. Anyhow I don't  

get stuck for co-pay-
.nent on drugs or sup- 

..:qe my ID 
card ha. 	.• -,stirple tri- 
angle inu.. ng ser-
vice connected disabil-
ity. Yes, purple like 
royalty but if the trian-
gle were blue, things 
would cost me and if the 
beds were full and I 
needed to be hospital-
ized they would have to 
make room for me 
while a blue card would 
have to wait. 

I have been told that 
service is so well coor-
dinated at Big Springs 
any wait over fifteen 
minutes is quite unusu-
al. But when we went 
with another veteran to 
Temple once, I vowed 
never to seek treatment 
there. Not only was the 
waiting the longest 
ever, but the doctors 
were mostly foreign. 
They seemed incapable 
of really understand-
ing English and we 
certainly couldn't un-
derstand them. WHAT 
A MESS! 

The clinic on 
Rosedale in Fort Worth 
gives as good service as 
any, nor is the waiting 
excessive. 

News clippings from 
my blind friend in San 
Antonio says money 
for veterans is being 
cut and that is confus-
ing too. How can they 
maintain those major 
centers properly on re-
duced appropriations 
yet consider opening 
clinics out here? 

Did you know that  

doctors at some mili-
tary bases do not even 
qualify nor have li-
censes to practice 
medicine? So I have 
read through in some 
states they have to qual-
ify just as civilian doc-
tors but the require-
ments are not uniform 
nor am I certain every 
"doctor" the military 
might transfer in is 
closely checked by the 
states. 

I once read a wom-
an's complaint that in-
terns practiced on our 
veterans. She thought it 
was awful but they have 
to learn somewhere 
and I have had interns 
do some very minor 
surgery on me. But on 
my eye and heart I was 
assured that interns as-
sisted but an expert was 
right there. Being un-
conscious I can't say 
who did what, but I sur-
vived four by-pass and 
the Dallas VA hospi-
tal's record on heart 
surgery is one of the 
best in the US. 

That new building is 
excessively spacious 
and was probable fan-
tastically expensive but 
it is only the people at 
any medical establish-
ment, not the beauty of 
the building, that 
counts. 

There are signs in 
Dallas AVAMC saying 
that if you don't like the 
doctor assigned to your 
case you can ask to see 
the chief of service. I 
never have yet, but if 
ever faced with a crew
