Increase In Grain Acres
Sought For 1967 Planting

The Grain Sorghum Pro-
ducers Association has called
on Secretary of Agriculture,
Orville Freeman, to release at
least 10 million acres of feed
grains from the Government
program for the production of
corn and grain sorghum for the
1967 crop. The Association,
through its Executive Vice Pre-
sident, Bill Nelson, made the
appeal in Washington this week
and presented the following
reasons for the appeal:

(1) Severe depletion of re-
serve stocks,

(2) Prospects for a short
feed grain harvest this fall
because of reduced acres and
deteriorating crop conditions,

(3) Increased feed grain use
at home and abroad,

(4) And the need for re=-
building adequate stocks.

In reviewing the feed grain
stocks situation, the Assocla-
tion executive pointed out that
as of July 1, 1966, Commo-
dity Credit Corporation inven-
tory of corn was only 91 mil-
lion bushels compared to 477
million just a year ago. In
reference to grain sorghum,
Nelson said that July stocks in
all positions were 534 million
bushels, down 19% from the
659 million bushels figure just
a year ago. Of the current
stocks of grain sorghum, CCC
owns only 355 million bushels
as compared to 560 million in
July, 1965, Nelson said that on
casual observation it may ap-
pear that since grain sorghum
stocks are equal to almost one
full year’s production that
stocks would be adequate but
he indicated that many people
are overlooking the fact that

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE

Section 1, Article VI of the
Constitution of the State of
Texas is amended by adding
a new Section thereto, Section
2a, to read:

“Section 2a. (a) Notwith-
standing any other provision
of this Constitution, the Leg-

set forth in Section 2 of this
Article, to vote for (1) elee-
tors for President and Vice
President of the United States

and (2) all offices, questions

or propositions to be voted on
by all electors throughout
this State.

“(b) Notwithstanding any
other provision of this Con-
stitution, the Legislature may
enact laws and provide for a
method of registration, includ-
ing the time for such regis-
tration, permitting any person

in this State except for the
residence  requirements of
Section 2 of this Article, and
(2) who shall have resided
anywhere within this State at
least thirty (30) days next
preceding a General Election
in a presidential election year,
and (3) who shall have been
a qualified elector in another
state immediately prior to
his removal to this State or
would have been eligible to
vote in such other state had
he remained there until such
election, to vote for electors
for President and Vice Presi-
dent of the United States in
that election. .

“(e¢) Notwithstanding any
other provision of this Con-
stitution, the Legislature may
enact laws and provide for a
method of registration, includ-
ing the time for such regis-
tration, permitting absentee
voting for electors for Presi-
dent and Vice President of the
United States in this State by
former residents of this State
(1) who have removed to an-
other state, and (2) who meet
all qualifications, except resi-
ce requirements, for votin
for electors for President a
Vice President in this State
at the time of the election,
but the privileges of suffrage
so granted shall be only for

(1) who is qualified to vote |

Sec. 8. The Governor of
