INCREASE IN 
INTERNATIONAL 
POSTAGE RATES

An increase in international 
surface and airm ail rates went 
into effect Monday, May I ,  
Postmaster Herman Lamoert 
announced.

The new international rates, 
he said, w ill not apply to m a­
ilings for members 01 the Ar­
med Forces overseas. Domes­
tic postage rates are applicable 
to m ail addressed through A PO's 
and FPO's.

The rate increases for both 
surface and a irm ail--a verag ­
ing 1 3 % - -were first proposed 
on January 14 and publicly co­
nfirmed on March I.  The De­
partment explained at that 
time that they were needed to 
h e ^  offset a deficit of about 
116  m illion in international 
m ail operations.

Specific information on the 
new international rates can be 
obtained from the service w i­
ndow at the post office. Post­
master Lambert said.

This was the first general 
increase in international rates 
since July, 1961.

The increases are:
1. A irm ail letters to Cen­

tral America and Caribbean 
area from 13* a half ounce to
15*.

2. A irm ail to the rest of 
the Western Hemisphere rema­
ins 15* a half ounce, except 
for Canada and Mexico.

3. A irm ail to Europe and 
Mediterranean Africa from 15# 
a half ounce to 2oe.

4. A irm ail letter rates to 
the world remain unchanged at 
25a a half ounce.

5. Aerogrammes and air 
post cards increased 2« each 
from l U  to 13a,

6. Itemssentby a ir, other 
than letters and parcels, such 
as small packages, books, pe­
riodicals and omer printed ma­
tter increased loa per piece to 
a ll countries except Canada.

7. Most letters going by 
surface transportation to a ll 
nations (excluding Canada and 
Mexico)increased from i le to 
I3e, Post cards raised from 7« 
to 8e.

8. Most printed matter, 
including publications, incre­
ased one cent a piece. For 2nd 
class publications to Canada 
only, the one cent increase 
w ill be deferred for six months 
to become effective Novem­
ber 1 ,1967. Also, the present 
bundling rate which permits 
postage to be computea on the 
bulk weight of packages of 
publications addressed to C a ­
nadian post offices w ill remain 
in effect until November I, 
1968, atwhich time it  w ill be 
discontinued.

9. Surface parcel post rates 
to a ll nations increased 2oe a 
parcel, an average of 7 ^

"Postage rates for surfave 
first class letters and air letters 
and surface 3rd class type pri­
nted matter to Canada and Me­
xico correspond to U .S . Do­
mestic rates, which are set by 
the Congreu, and are not be­
ing changed at this tim e," 
Postmaster Lambert said.

and Water Conservation Dist­
rict. Other farmers have exp­
ressed an interest in planting 
grass. This would help them 
to diversify their farming op­
erations.

M. T .  Stanton who farms 
near Shallowater has been su­
ccessful in establishing irriga­
ted grass on his farm. Grice 
Herrington who farms near Id - 
alou has also established grass 
on his farm. These cooperators 
have found that a clean firm 
seedbed is important to get the 
grass started. They learned 
too, that healthy rootstocks 
and good seed is needed. These 
along with proper fertilization 
irrigation and control of weeds, 
w ill get the job done. The 
weeds should be controlled by 
shreding and not allowed to 
get too Tar ahead of the grau. 
No grazing should be planned 
the first year. This w ill allow 
the plants to become winter 
hardy. It w ill also make a 
more vigorous and healthy 
plant. The grass should be Ir­
rigated often unitl It is "set". 
After the grass it planted no 
other tillage operation should 
be performed. It is time to 
plant all kinds of warm season 
grasses now.

Federal cost-share funds are 
available through the Great 
Plaint Conservation Program.

Technicians of the Soil C o - 
naervation Service w ill be glad 
to assist you in establishing 
your grass.
