J“dﬁc Abernethy said the
research study is expected to
provide much needed informa
tion on protection of the pop-
ulation from disease -carrying
mosquitoes,

The announcement from
Judge Abernethy noted that
the aerial spraying is done by
the 4500th Special Aerial
Flight Group, Tactical Air
Command, with headquarters
at Langely Air Force Base in
Virginma,

"This is the same group th
at provide the effective mos-
quito control last summer du-
ring the epidemic of St, Lou-
is encephalitis in Dallas",
Judge Abernethy said, "They
have aerial spraying as their
primary mission and during
10 years of operation have not
had a major mishap”,

The Air Force plane now
in Abernathy and Plainview
Js equipped to spray concen-
trated malathion insecticide
at a rate of only 3 ounces per
acre, In order to get ideal
coverage with the insecticide
the plane flies at an altitude
of approximately 150 feet,
Spraying is done in the early
morning hours to take advan-
tage of minimum wind con-
ditions,

Malathion is one of the
safest of all known insecti -
cides, Judge Abernethy noted,
adding that the dosage, as
applied, is harmless to huma-
ns, as well as fish and wild-
life,

One of the fringe benefits
to citizens resulting from this
research project will be bet-
ter control of all kinds of mo-
squitoes as well as flies and
other annoying insects,

Participants in this research
study include Hale Countyand
two selected cities, the Texas
State Department of Health,
the U,S, Air Force, and the
National Communicable Di-
sease Center of the U,S, Pu-
blic Health Service,
