SNOW STORM
STRIKES AREA

A snow storm struck this area
Saturdaynight and Sunday, The
storm began Saturday night with
a thunderstorm, which glazed
over streets and highways with
ice and sleet followed by a six
and one-half inch snowfall,
Traffic was held to a snail's
pace by the dangerous driving
conditions, Schools here and at
many places over the South
Plainswere closed Monday due

to the iced-over streets and
TUJdS.
Mrs, Vera Hawkins, who

operated the local weather re-
porting service in the absence
of M, O, Hood, local weather
observer,said Abernathy rece-
ived 6 1/2 inches of snow,
which produced , 22 of an inch
of moisture, Although small,

the . 22 of an inch of moisture
was most welcome, This area
was the driest it had been in

many years, No moisture had
been received since early last
fall,

A number of Abernathians
who left Saturday on trips were
stranded, The Joe Blair family
was stranded in Borger, where
they were visiting,

under blizzard conditions with
deep snowfall and winds gusting
to 50 and 60 miles an hour,
Traffic in that area and down
asfarasa point north of Plain-
view was paralyzed by the storm,
In fact, highways in that area
were closed to additional traffie,
The Highway Department, De -
Q;mmcnl of Public Safety and
National Guard were busy res-
cuing motorists stranded along
the highways in the Panhandle
and down to near Plainview,

Proposed CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT

NUMBER THREE ON THE BALLOT (SJR 5)
Special Election May 18, 1971

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section That Article III,

Section 51-a, of the Texas

Constitution, be amended to

ead as follows
“Section 51-a. The Legisla-
ire shall have the power, by

General Laws, to ;vrmit!:-‘ sub-

et to limitations herein con-
tained, and such other limita-
tions, restrictions and regula-
tions as may by the Legisla-
ture be deemed expedient, for

¢

assistance grants to and/or
medical care for, and for re-
habilitation and any other

services included in the federal
laws as they now read or as
they may hereafter be amend-
ed, providing matching funds
to help such families and indi-
viduals attain or retain capa-
bility for independence or self-
care, and for the payment of
assistance grants to and/or
medical care for, and for re-
habilitation and other services
to or on behalf of:

“(1) Needy aged persons
who are citizens of the United
States or noncitizens who shall
have resided within the bound-
aries of the United States for

at least twenty-five (25)
years;
“(2) Needy individuals who

are totally and permanently
disabled by reason of a mental
or physical handicap or a
combination of physical and
mental handicaps;

“(3) Needy blind persons;

“(4) Needy dependent chil-

dren and the caretakers of
such children.
“The Legislature may pre-

scribe such other eligibility re-
quirements for participation

in these programs as it deems
appropriate

“The Legislature shall have
wuthority to enact appropriate
egislation which will enable
the State of Texas to co

operate with the Govermment
of the United States in pro
viding assistance to and/or

medical care on behalf of
needy persons, in providing re
habilitation and any other
services included in the fed
eral laws making matching
funds available to help such
families and individuals attain
or retain capability for inde-
pendence or self-care, to accept
and expend funds from the
Government of the United
States for such purposes in
accordance with the laws of
the United States as they now
are or as they may hereafter
be amended, and to make ap-
propriations out of State funds
for such purposes; provided
that the maximum amount
paid out of State funds to or

on behalf of any needy persor
shall not exceed the amount
that is matchable out of fed

eral funds; provided that the
total amount of State fund
paid for assistance grants for
n:-m{_\' dn[mndo'n' children and
the caretakers of the childrer
shall not exceed Fifty-Five
Million Dollars ($55,000,000)
during any fiscal vear
“Provided further, that if
the limitations and restrictions
herein contained are found to
be in conflict with the pro
visions of appropriate federal
statutes, as they now are or
as they may be amended to
the extent that federal match

ing money is not available to
the State for these purposes
then and in that event the

Legislature is specifically au-
thorized and empowered to
prescribe such limitations and
restrictions and enact such
laws as may be necessary in
order that such federal ~atch-
ing money will be available
for assistance and/or medical
care for or on behalf of needy
persons,

“Nothing in this section
shall be construed to amend,
modify or repeal Section 31
of Article XVI of this Con-
stitution; provided further,
however, that such medical
care, services or assistance
shall also include the employ-
ment of objective or subjec-
tive means, without the use
of drugs, for the purpose of
ascertaining and measuring
the powers of vision of the
human eye, and fitting lenses
or prisms to correct or remedy
any defect or abnormal con-
dition of vision, Nothing here-
in shall be construed to permit
optometrists to treat the eyes
for any defect whatsoever in
any manner nor to administer
nor to prescribe any drug or
physical treatment whatsoever,
unless such optometrist is a
regularly licensed physician
or surgeon under the laws of
this State.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing con-
stitutional] amendment sﬁall be
submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this State
at an election to be held on
May 18, 1971, at which elec-
tion the ballots shall be
printed to provide for voting
for or against the proposition:

Abernathy officers reported
the woman fled afoot from the
pool hall after the incident. Her
direction of travel was unknown,
they added.
