31 iihas as a part of its parks system 
a conservatory where they dls-

iful n-play vast arrays of beautif 
owers. The yards surrounding the 
homes are ususally flower gar­
dens When they speak of their 
garden they don't inean vegeta­
ble garden, they have in mild 
their beautiful 'yards. They se­
en to vie with their neighbors to 
see if they can outdo one anoth­
er. It is a pleasure just to drive 
around the streets and view the 
lovely colors. Of course many 
of the plants were completely 
strange to us. Minnie tried to 
learn about many of the more 
beautiful ones but it was just too 
overwhelming for me.

From Brisbane we took an all
day tout to the area called the 
Gold Coast southeast of Brisbane 
along the ocean. The ocean fro­
nt it an expanse of many miles 
of beautiful seedy beaches. The 
most famous town or resort in th­
is area is called Surfers Paradise, 
but there are many more of the 

resorts. There is practically no 
differentiation between one to­

wn and the next. Of course the 
bad part of this beautiful area 

is  the commercialization that 
goes with the ceming of hordes 
of people for recreation. The
beaches are covered withti peop­
le and the shops are crowoed .
It was not our idea of "seeing 
the country" to go to places su­
ch as this and we resolved to a- 
void all such places in the futu­
re.

We had to make a major tra­
vel decision while we were in 
Brisbane. We had thought about 
going to the Great Barrier Reef 
ithat parallels the coast of Austr­
alia beginning several hundred 
miles north of Brisbane.
