I f  the no t ice  ii- returned unde l ivered  by the 
United S tates Post O f f i c e ,  u f f i c i e l  action to abate sa id  nuisance 
sh a l l  be continued to  a date not less than 10 days from the date of  
such return.

(b) A public  hearing, p r io r  to  the removal o f  the v e h ic l e  or 
part thereo f  as a pu b l ic  nuisance, is  to be he ld b e fo re  the 

c i t y  manager o f  the c i t y ,  when such a hearing i s  requested by 
the owner or occupant o f  the premises itn which sa id  v e h i c l e  i s  
located , w ith in  10 days a f t a r  s e rv ice  of no t ic e  to  abate the nuisance.

PROVIDING FOP A PENALTY; PROVIDING FOB EFFECTIVE DATE AND PUBLICATION.

WHEREAS, the C i ty  Council o f the C i ty  of  Abernathy has a f f i rm a ­
