29 Rural Accidents 
In Hole County

The Texas Highway Patrol in­
vestigated 29 accidents on rural 
Highways in Hale County during 
the month of October, according 
to Sergeant Thurman Keffer, 
Highway Patrol Supervisor of this 
area.

These crashes resulted in one 
person killed and ten persons 
injured.

The rural traffic accident 
summary for this county during 
the first ten months of 1971 shows 
atotalof 190 accidents resulting 
in four persons killed and 128 
persons injured.

The rural traffic accident 
summary for the 60 counties of 
the Lubbock Department of Public 
Safety Region for October, 1971 
shows a texal of 595 accidents 
resulting in 19 persons killed and 
294 persons Injured. This was 96 
more accidents, 14 less fatalities, 
and 26 more Injured than durii^ 
September.
