Abernathy showed they
came toplay early, They took
the opening kick and after
three quick pass plays, Dane
Vickers scored on a 25 yard
run, The extra point failed,

Abernathy kicked to Hale
Center and their ground game
seemed to start working, but
the hustling Abernathy defense
soon put the stop to that and
took over on downs,

Abernathystarted theirsec-
ond drive, Bobby Cuevas was
the big gun carrying the ball
five times, After a Riley-to-
McClendon pass putting the
ball in good field position,
Bobby Cuevas scored Aberna=
thy's second touchdown with a
six-yard run,

Again the defense showed
oise and good hustle causing
ale Center to punt after only

four downs,

Abernathy's third touch-
down drive came with 9:36 left
in the first half, After moving
the ball 7o yardsinsevenplays,
Riley hit David McClendon for
a 10-yard touchdown pass,

The defense, led by Albert
Dominquez, Bobby Cuevas and
Darrell Blevins, again held the
Owls, Abernathy started its
fourth touchdown drive,

After a couple of good pass
plays from Riley to tarry Lu~-
trick and Kent Snodgrass, Vick=
ers once againscored from the
seven yard line, ending the half
with the Antelopes leading
24-0,

To the surprise of everyone
the Hale Center Owls started
the second half with a Bang!
Their ground game behind full -
back Jimmy Compton started
moving afterreceiving a hold-
ing penalty which moved the
ball tothe Abernathy five yard
line, The Owls scored with the
clock reading 6:57 inthe third
quarter,

Once again the potent of-
fense of the Antelopes started
to move, Behind the excellent
blocking of the offensive line,
Dane Vickers started running
again and, after three qmci
pﬁ;ys, scored ona 30yard run,
A flag wasthrownand the play
was called back, This didn‘t
slow the Ante opes down, and
after a Riley-to-Bobby Cuevas
passto the nine yard line, Vick-
ers scored again, Extra point
was no good, Abernathy led
30-6 with 4,01 leftinthe third

the rest of the game,
