BENEFITS PAYED

Social security benefits
were being paid to residents of
Hale County atarate of $577,-
000 a month at the close of
1972, Mancie King, social
security manager in Plain-
view, said today,

Of the socialsecurity bene-
ficiaries living in Hale Coun-
ty, 2,929 are retired workers
and their dependents, Another
1,142 are receiving benefits
as the survivors of workers who
have died, and 501 are getting
benefits as disabled workers
or their dependents,

King pointed out that al-
though most social security
beneficiaries are older peo-
ple, about one out of ever
four is under age 60, In Hale
County, 1,076 people under
age 60 are collecting social
security payments each
month, Six hundred and five
are under age 18 and receive

ayments because a working
Fat er or mother hasdied or is
etting social security disa-
ility or retirement benefits,
Most of the 113 beneficiaries
in Hale County between 18
and 22 years of age, are get-
ting student's benefits under a
rovision in the socialsecurity
aw permitting the continua-
tion of a child's benefits be-
yond his 18th birthday, and up
to age 22, if the child is at-
tending school full time,

Also in this 18-22 age
group, King said, are some
other types of beneficiaries,
illustrating the broad family
protection that the social se-
curity roHram provides work-
ers of all ages, Some are
children of retired, disabled,
or deceased workers who be-
came disabled before they
reached 22 and who will prob-
ably never be able to work
and become self-supporting.
The monthly benefits of these
young people, severely handi-
capped by physical or mental
disabilities, will continue in-
definitely, Benefits are also
payable to the mother if the
disabled son or daughter is in
the mother's care,

King said that anotherrela-
tively small but significant
group of youthful soc fal secu-

rity beneficiaries are those

who are receiving benefits as
disabled workers.
