I want to assure our cus­
tomers that employees of the 
Abernathy Post Office are 
moving Christmas m ail with 
d ispat^ and that we fully ex­
pect to complete every d eliv ­
ery by Christmas Eve. The 
energy crisis may impose some 
added unforeseen burdens. 
Nonetheless, with broad public 
cooperation, we expect to 
make this the best mailing 
Christmas in recent memory.

To help us meet this goal, 
we are urging our customers 
to m ail first class Christmas 
cards, letters and packages 
earlier than usual, by no later 
than December 8. A irm ail let­
ters and packages should be 
posted by December 15.

We ate concerned with oc­
casional fuel shortages for both 
inter and intracity m ail trans­
port. To date, trucks and 
trains, and most planes, are 
moving with our m ail. But 
periodically shortages do oc­
cur. We are also aware that 
airlines may not add their 
usual complement of extra 
Christmas flights, flights 
which traditionally help carry 
the extra volume of Christmas 
m ail.

I am bringi.ig these facts to 
your at’ention with the hope 
that your newspaper w ill join 
with us in helping to encourage 
customers to m ail their Christ­
mas cards, letters and pack­
ages earlier.

So, please help the Postal 
Service bring Christmas a l it ­
tle earlier than u sual--m ail 
earlier, by December 8, or 
December 15, if  by airm ail.

SCHOOL BOARD 
C O N S I D E R S  
ENERGY CR I S I S

A discussion concerning 
the energy crisis and its effect 
on the local schools high­
lighted the December 3rd 
meeting of the Abernathy In­
dependent School Board of 
Education. The board was 
made aware of the complete 
context of the governor’s rec­
ommendations to conserve 
energy in the state schools and 
of the presentation of more 
conservative measures to be 
conducted fora 90day period 
beginning January 1st. It was 
pointed out that no official 
directives have been received 
by the schools and would not 
be until the state board met

ng the w 
cember 3td. It is anticipated 
that schools w ill be asked to 
close earlier and reduce all 
extra -  curricular activities 
and also reduce the heating 
and lighting. When official 
directives are received, the 
local schools w ill abide by 
these directives.

The board also discussed 
recommendations concerning 
the use of the new junior high 
building as a community tor­
nado and storm shelter. Rules 
and regulations for this purpose 
w ill be printed at a later date.

Routine reports presented 
to the board were: tax co llec­
tion report, showing 9 1.0 3 %  
of the rollashaving been co l­
lected; it was noted that De­
cember was the last month to 
receive a discount ( 1%). Also 
presented wasa complete bud­
get progress report, a health 
report, a lunchiootn icport, 
and an enrollment report 
which showed an Increase of 
10 students during the month 
ofNovemberover the previous 
month.

Bids were accepted on the 
inoperable jeep and the high 
bidder was Royd Lebow, 
Kingsland, Texas, with a bid 
of $226. 75. B & M Vending 
Machine Company of Lubbock 
was awarded the concession 
bid which is to be placed in 
the student lounge area of the 
new academic center.

The next tegular meeting 
of the board w ill be January 
7ih. Part of this meeting w ill 
be devoted to the implemen­
tation of the Quarter System 
which must be in a ll Texas 
Schools by September, 1974.

at your gin with a fire that
hat broken in to the open, 
CALL A fir e  DEPART­
MENT. DO NOT drag the 
trailer any farther than
necessary to protect prop­
erty. DO NOT drag it
toward the jiarking area, 
DO NOT drag It any faster 
than you would drag one 
without a fire in it, pre­
ferably slower, as fire peels 
off of a trailer easier than 
unfired cotton and scatters 
worse. Try not to drag it 
toward the wind. Use any 
extinguishing agentavail- 
able to slow the fire until 
the Fire Department ar­
rives. The less you scatter 
the fire the easier It w ill be 
to control.

It is always easy to look 
back and see what could have 
been done or wh. t should have 
been done. If we look at some 
of the things that happened at 
disasterous gin fires, maybe 
we canplan somethings to do 
and some not to do that w ill at 
least cut down the loss.

In every disasterous gin 
yard fire one thing is common, 
they start on unusually windy 
days.

The worst fires start on the 
windward side and move with 
the wind across the parking 
area.

Where Gins and parking 
areas are close together the 
worst loss sometimes happens 
on the near by parking area 
rather than on the one where 
the fire starts.

We find that the fire really 
gets out of control whensome- 
one moves the burning trailer 
through the parking lot in an 
effort to get the fire out of the 
lot.

What can we do?
1. Good House Keeping. 

Keep burrs and trash toa m in­
imum.

2 . Keep a II trailers that a re 
known to have fire in them 
from stopping at the Gin.

a. Sometimes a fire will 
start in a trailer on the way 
to the gin. If it has NOT 
broken out into the orien, 
move the trailer away irom 
the gin quickly and call a 
fire department. Encour­
age your customers not to 
move their trailers on ex-

When a fire starts ask every 

one who can to drag a trailer 
a nd have someone to tell them 
where to park. Start moving 
them immediately andact as 
if every tratleron the lot was 
going to burn.

If you are on the windward 
side of another gin that has a
t:____  _fire you maybe in more dan­
ger than they are. Move your
trailers before it is too late.

A fertilizer nurse tank full 
of water with one half gallon 
of liquid concentrated deter­
gent in it makes a wonderful 
fire fighting a p p a r a t u s .  
Squeeze the hose to 3/4 to I 
inch with fittings. MAKE A 
LIST of anyone you can de­
pend on to bring these tanks 
with motor driven pumps to
your gin to aid in fire fight­
ing.

These are some of our ex­
periences with bad gin yard 
fires. I know you Gin man­
agers can add a lot to these 
ideas. What 1 am trying to do 
is get it written down so we 
can accumulate experiences 
that will help everyone. A 
154 barrel oil field water 
tanker pulled up beside our-------  —
tanker pumper and furnished 
us all the water we could use
on a burr catclier fire. We 
used 1 - 1 / 2  inch lines because 
we knew we were not going 
to run out of water before we 
could get things under con­
trol, That is why we have 
learned that fcriihzer tanks 
w ill spread water further tlian 
fire trucks. At one time we 
had a largewatertanker with 
a spreader on the back to 
come to our aid. They drove 
a ll around the yard several 
times and wet the ground to 
control the trash lires.
