AUSTIN -- Agriculture
Commissioner John C. White
has announced that Hale
County was the state's lead~
ing county in rye production
in 1973,

Rye production in the
county increasedsignificant-
ly from 26,000 bushels in
1972 to a record 82,000
bushels in 1973, This was an
increase of 56, 000 bushels,

Farmers in Hale County
harvested 3, 000 acres of rye
and averaged 27,3 bushels per
acre. In 1972 the average
yield was 26, O bushels.

Commissioner White said
that total rye production for
the state was 648,000 bushels.

"Rye is an important crop,
and we are proud that Texas
ranked in the top ten rye pro-
ducing states," White said.

Texas farmers harvested
