*pierc are several Impor­
tant reasons why the explosion 
of fireworks has been made 
agalntt the law. Basical)' 
thoae reasoiu are excessivic 
nob*, fire hazards, and tb* 
danger Involved to persons 
exploding fbeworlo and/or 
other persons.

We must remember the QI, 
tb* elderly, and peisons who 
need peace and quiet. W* 
must consider the fire hazards 
and the safety of individuals.

The danger of exploding 
fireworks, as related to in­
dividuals, range from simple 
cases of burned fingers to the 
loss of eyesight, life or limb. 
We offer in example, the case 
in California where a young 
man who had Just recently 
been drafted to ^ a y  pro foot­
ball lost both legs In a fire­
works accident.

W* mutt ask that you re­
frain from the practice of e x ­
ploding fireworks during the 
upcoming holiday (both the 
b ^ itio n a l date and the re­
vised date).

Since the patrolman on 
duty cannot be fai all parts of 
the city at all times, we sug­
gest that, should neighbors 
dbturb youby exploding fire­
works, you call the police 
department and the person 1 
violating the ordinance wOI I 
be contacted.

LUBBOCK — ( Spl ) Prelim­
inary reaearch resultt indicate 
that commercial grape produc- 
lion m a y  have contideable 
promiae in the Lubbock plaina 
area.

Field trial* by the Texas Ag­
ricultural Experiment Station 
shov.' that yields ot several cul- 
tivars (cultivated varieties) oi 
grapes topped 13.000 pounds per 
acre in 1972 and 16,000 in 1OT3.

GARVINS MOVE TO
Juice type grapes are being ev­
aluated in the Abernathy vici­
nity to gauge yield, quality and 
adaptability to plain* condi­
tions.

Grape quality, so far, has 
been good, eipeclally for win* 
potential Sugar levHs havt hit 
as high at 32 per cent, and 21 
per cent it considered a mini­
mum (or wine making.
