The Act also 
offers insurance coverage in 
amounts of $15,000, $10, 000 
and $5, 000 for those who do 
notwish to have the full $20, - 
000 coverage.

Application forms for vet­
erans discharged prior to Au­
gust I, 1974, may be obtain­
ed from the office of Service­
men's Group Life Insurance, 
212 Washington Street, Ne­
wark, New Jersey 07102. Ap­
plicants must furnish evi­
dence of good health, but 
VA-rated service-connected 
di abi' tles will be waived.

Servicemen discharged on 
or after August I, 1974, will 
received application forms 
automatically. P e r s o n n e l  
leaving active military duty 
are covered 120 days at no 
cost, and during this tiire  
they may convert their Ser­
vicemen's Group Life Insur­
ance to Veterans Group Life 
Insurance without any med­
ical examination.
