Dr. Roberto M, Redraza,
a native of Mexico, was gra-
duated from high school and
received four degrees in the
United States, He is a former
Spanish instructor at Denver
University, He currently is
pastor of the Latin American
Church in San Antonio, which
is the largest such church in
the United States, He served
as presidentof Lyndia Patter-
son Institute from 1960 until
1966, at which time he re-
signed due to health reasons,
At that time he requested
appointment as pastor of 1
mission church, and was
placed in Lubbock as pastor
of the Latin American Meth-
odist Church at 104 N, Ave,
M, In addition to his work as
pastor of the church in Lub-
book, he did mission work in
surrounding towns, Following
the Lubbock appointment, he
served as an evangelistof the
Rio Grande Conference,

While in Lubbock, he and
his wife and son, Pablo, or-
ganized a GCood Neighbor
Club, which was a project
intended as a pattern for an

PROPOSED

SPECIAL ELECTION APRIL 22, 1975

NUMBER ONE
ON THE BALLOT
(S.J.R. No. 3)

Repealing Sections 48a,
48b, 5le, and 51f of Article
II1 and Sections 62 and 63
of Article XVI of the Texas
Constitution, Article XVI of
the Texas Constitution is
amended to:

Provide for the revision
and consolidation of pro-
visions relating to state and
local retirement systems
and programs and to pro-
vide that all general laws
that have established retire-
ment systems and optional
retirement programs for
public employees and offi-
cers in effect at the time
of the adoption of this con-
stitutional amendment will
remain in effect, subject to
the general powers of the
Legislature,

Provide that the amount
a participating officer or
employee contributes to the
employee retirement sys-
tem or the teacher retire-
ment system shall be estab-
lished by the Legislature
but may not be less than
6% of current compensa-
tion and providing further
that the amount contributed
by the state may not be less
than 6 nor more than 10%
of the aggregate compensa-
tion paid to participating
persons, except that in an
emergency, as determined
by the Governor, the Legis-
lature may contribute more
than 10% of the aggregate
compensation paid to per-
sons participating in state
retirement systems.

Provide that the Legisla-
ture shall provide for local
retirement systems created
by any city or county for
its officers and employees
and shall further provide
for a state-wide system of
benefits for officers and

DR. REESE SPEAKS TO 1935 STUDY CLUB

Dr. W, Harold Reese,
Wayland Biology professor,
and research assistant Char-
lene Steele presented find-
ings of their research team
to the 1935 Study Club of
Abernathy, Feb, 13 in the
home of Mrs, Cal Tucker
As part of the Study Club's
emphasis on ecology for
1975, the program dealtwith
the effects of pollution on
water sources and how those
problems could be solved,

The research team, com-
posed of Wayland students
Mark Lemmon, Kevin Ran-
dolph, and Miss Steele, and
supervised by Dr. Reese, has
found away to reclaim liquid
waste economically by using
biological means, "We want

to trick Mother Nature into
cleaning up herself," ex-
plained Miss Steele. Their
research is concentrated on
organic pollutionwhich
comes from slaughterhouses
and feedlots, the most com-
mon pollution in West Texas.
Instead of using chemicals,
the researchers use micro-
organisms to take the pollu-
tion out of the water.

In the program, Dr. Reese
emphasized the necessity of
a solution for pollution in
West Texas. "We have to do
something with our own pro-
blem before anybody else
will help us with it " He
added, We can work out a
solution to just about any-
thing ifwe justget our heads

TALK

Q: What do the terms
‘“canner” and “cutter” mean?

A: Canner and cutter are two of
the terms used to describe beef
cattle carcass classification.
Specifically, “canner” is the
lowest of the eight common
quality grades of mature beef.
The designation canner would
indicate virtually no marbling
in the meat and mean the
animal was at an advanced age
when slaughtered. “Cutter" is
essentially the same except
generally there would be less
maturity and at least a trace of
marbling. Canner and cutter
grades are used only for the
older or mature animals and
may include steers, heifers,
cows, bulls and stags. The
other six quality grades used in
the beef class include; Prime,
choice, good, standard, com-
mercial and utility. South-
western beef, usually finished
in the feedlot, customarily falls
into either the choice or prime
categories.
