According to Abemnathy
police officer, Floyd Banks-
ton, who investigated the in-
cident, the destruction took
place probably between 11
p m, Friday and early Satur-
day.

the other family, headed by
JoH. Lutrick, settled at a
point about six miles north
and five miles east of the
present town of Abernathy,
There were "very few" other
settlers in the area, accord-
ing to Robert Lutrick, who
was six years old at the time,

He arrived here with his
parents, two sisters, Carrle
and Ruby, and one brother,
John Adamg Lutrick, Another
brother, Ed, and sister, Eli-
zabeth, were born after the
‘amfily arrived in this area.

Mr, Lutrick remembers
the Abernathy area as being
q iite different in those days,
w ith the majority of the pop~
dation comeisting of ante~
lope, coyotes, and few wild
mustangs, and a few cattle
ranchers,

Although buffalo were
already becoming pretty
scarce in the area, he re-

time boasted about "a half-
dogen bufldings",

The main source of in-
come for settlers in the area
was cattle ranching until the
railroad came through, Until
then, rauchers drove their
cattle to Canyon, Texas for
sale, and later to Hereford,

Farming was too costly an
operation then, and it was
almost impossible to haul
produce to market,

Since the only vegeta-
tion in the areawas grass and
mesquite ("some large en-
ough to shade a jackrabblt,
but mostly small ones,"),
the Lutricis traveled to the
Quitaque breaks to cut wood
for fences and for firewood,

With the arrival of the
raflroad, much of this chang-
ed, and farming took hold in
the area, With time, even
a couple of grain elevatom
were buflt, one estsblished
by the Tandy~Coleman Ofl
Company of Plainview, and
another by a couple of fel-
lows named Carter and Lind~
sey, (Mr, E, B, Lindsey be-
ing another pioneer of the
ares.) Two establishments
were later to become known
ot the Plaime Grain Co, and
Co~op Grain Co,

Abernathy itself became

miles northeast of Aberma~
thy where the Strip ceme-~
tery Is now located), and
moved to Lakeview,

Most farmers and ranchers
in the area utilized wells for
their water supplies, wing
windm{lls and earthen tanks
to provide the water they
needed, There was a runn-
ing-water drew in the area,
near Plainview, and a can-
yon nearLubbock, where the
water was "knee deep to a
homse", but both streams are
long dry now,

Lutrick says many of the
first "real"” trees in the area
were weeping willows plant-
ed by the settlers around the
earthen water tanks for
shade,

When the townw as young,
Mr, Lutrick remembers, the
automobile was quite a no-
velty, Most folks wed homes
and buggies,or rode on horse -
back, and runways weren't
uncommon-~~~thoge homes
didn't care much for auto-
mobiles for a while, "

Robert Lutrick later mar~
ried Clors B, Sandemson, an-
other pioneer of the area, who
moved to Briscow county with
her family in 1894, two yeam
after the Lutricks had arriv-
ed in the Abernathy area.
