Chiggers and Ticks
Outdoors in our great state
during the summertime is a
good place to be, but be
careful! Chiggers and ticks are
waiting to attack, literally by
the millions in many parts of
the state These tiny
troublemakers are not insects,
but members of the Arachnida
class, which includes spiders
Ticks can bury into the skin,
and can carry Rocky Mountain
spotted fever, theileriasis
tularemia, and Texas fever
Embedded ticks should be
soaked in rubbing aleohol, and
gently pulled off. Give the tick
several minutes to release it's
grip. Portions of the tick could
remain embedded in the skin,
causing infection. Chiggers
can usually be removed ﬁ
hot, soapy bath after a mp
thru grass or weeds. Insect
repellent or eating a sulfur
cream of tarter tablet before
your trip can help. Repellents
or rotenone dust should do the
trick for ticks. Tip of the
Week: Don't scrateh those

bites. . .itirritates the skin and
causes infection from chigge
and tick bites
