AREA CATTLE FEEDING ON DECLINE

The n u m b e r  of cattle 
being fed in area feedlote a  
still on the decline, i t w u  
revealed today In the 1976 
Fed Cattle Report compiled 
by the Agricultural Oevelop- 
mant of Soudiwestem PtA>Iic 
Sarvica Company.

T h a  r e p o r t  coven the
4 5 .0 0 0  s q u a r e  mile area 
served by SPS, including 30 
counties on the North and 
Soudi Rains o f  Texas, 4 
counties i n Eastern New 
Mexico, 3 in the Oklahoma 
Panhandle and one county In 
Southwestern Kaneas.

Fed catde production for 
1975 was down 19. 6 percent 
with 3 ,2 8 0 ,4 4 3  cattle fed 
compared to 4 ,0 6 2 , 142 In 
1974, T h e  peak year fo- 
number of cattle fed was 
1973 when area fecdlots fed 
4 ,9 6 2 ,7 6 3  head. The 1975 
figure represents a decline of 
33. 9 percent since 1973.

Feeeflot capacity since 
1974-the peak year-has also 
declined 5, 1 percent while 
the number of fecdlots with
1.000  h e a d  capacity and 
above has gone down from 
191 in 1971 to 148 at the 
beginning o f this year.

The s e c o n d  source of 
samples of coal for testing is 
from the cooveyorbclt at the 
pmsar plant where the coal Is 
being m o v e d  f r o m  the 
crusher bouse to the bunker 
or storage silo.

Immediate resuls 
indicate the kind of coal that 
Is being fad into tha boiler 
at that particular time.

It measures the rise in 
temperature of a water bath 
cauatd by the heat generated 
when tha c o a l  s a m p l e  is 
burned in an atmoapterc of 
pure 02cygen. T h e  rite in 
temperature is compared to 
the rise experienced when a 
material Is burned dwt has a 
known BTU c o n t e n t  oris  
cteMldcfcd a standard. This 
comparison gives the BTU 
content or hast valus of ths 
sampla.

The BTU content of tha 
coal SPS is receiving from 
the mines In Wyoming will 
average about 8, 700per ton.

The t e s t  is computer 
peogrammad and a digital 
thermomater rc  c o r d s  the 
temperature r i s e  as tha 
lampla bums while a digital 
printer records the results on 
tape.

The next test is to deter­
mine the percent of volatile 
elementt in th e  c o a l -  
prlmarly the a m o u n t  o f  
hydro-carbons and  f i x e d  
caibon in the s a m p l e .  A 
weighed sample is ^aced  in 
a crucible and placed In a 
SS5 d e g r e e  C  e l e c t r i c  
furnace for six minuBei to 
remove the moisture. The 
sam P** is then placed in a 
second oven for an additional

Another Important aspect 

of the coal that muat be 
determined in the laboratory 
is the percent of ash It con- 
taina.

Compete 
combustion is attained in 
this analysis and all that 
remains is the ash-oxidas of 
iron, aluminum, silica, cal­
cium and magnesium.

The c o a l  t h a t  SPS ia 
ta calving for use a t Harring­
ton Station has approximately 
flrpa paroaot atht This means 
that in every 100 ton ear of 
coal there will be about five 
totM of ash. T h a  350 ,000  
kilowatt u n i t  a t  tha new 
p l a n t  w i l l  use about t -  
million tons of coal par year, 
leaving about 5 0 ,000  tons of 
fly ash.
