Unaware Of 
Medical Benefits

NOTICli VETERANS—
Many veterans o f  the 

Armed Forces age unaware 
o f  t h e i r  entitlem ent to 
r e c e i v e  medical care In 
V e t e r a n s  Administration 
h o s p i t a l s .  According to 
Heibert Hardin S e r v i c e  
OfficerforBarton-Hood Post 
500^ some of these former 
servicemen and women are 
not receiving the medical 
cart they need because of 
limited finances, o r  they 
are In private hospitals and 
paying their own bills. In  
many Instances, veterans 
have suffered long periods 
o f  illness an d  exhaustad 
their life ta ’.-ings, leaving 
iestitute fam ilies at tlms 

of dcatlu
U n d e r  present laws, a 

person is eligible for admi­
ssion to a VA hospital If he 
or the s e r v e d  on federal 
active duty in the Armed 
Forces of the United States 
at any tim e, either wartime 
or peacetim e, and was dis­
charged u n d e r  conditions 
which are consideredhonor- 
able. F o r  m a n y  y e a r s ,  
peacetime veterans w e r e  
eligible for VA hcspitalita- 
tlon o n l y  I f  t h e y  were 
discharged from service 
because of disability, were 
s e e k i n g ,  treatment fora 
service-connected disability^ 
or were In ivcelpt of VA 
compensation. The entitle­
ment was e x p a n d e d  on 
August 2 , 1973, w i t h  the 
enactment o f  Public Law 
93-82 by the Congress. In 
order to be admitted to a 
VA hoepital at this tim e, a 
veteran need only present 
proof of his honorable m ili­
tary s e r v i c e  and have a 
medical need for hospital 
treatment.

Depending upon his needs, 
a veteran may pettonally 
visit the VA hospital nearest 
his home, where he will be 
examined to determine the 
need forhospitaliiation. If a 
medical emergency exists, 
ambulance travel may be 
authorized b y  th e  VA i f  
lequeitsd in advance by the 
veteran's private physician.

If a veteran is eligible 
f o r  admission, there is no 
charge of any kind for his 
m e d i c a l  c a r e .  When a 
veteran needs medical csrc, 
and desires admission to a 
VA h o s p i t a l ,  his local 
Veteran Service Officer can 
p r o v i d e  Information and 
assistance.

To'Area Residents

Abotlt SO per cent of the 
a n a 's  bat population is rabid, 
adySsed the Flainview-Hale 
County Health Department 
in -an *announcement releas­
ed ̂ huiaday.

However,bats veryseldom 
attack people, the statement 
noted: "In the past ten yean, 
(we) have been Informed of 
only twobat biting incidents, 
and in both cues there was 
a possibility of the bats (a tt­
acking) for their own prote­
ction. "

A n a  bats migrate here in 
the spring and summer from 
caves in the Edward Plateau 
ngion of Central Texas and 
ntum  to the caves in late 
fall.

They can be found in tile 
rooft; between i n n e r  and 
o u t e r  w a l l t i  and In dark 
wamhouses; under bridges; in 
lock formations; and under 
such th la^  as signs, gutters, 
and dnin pipes.

"They leave these day­
time r e t r e a t s  at dusk and 
feed until dawn," the report 
said, adding: "If  contact is 
m a d e  w i t h  a bat-elther 
human contact or pet con­
tact-get In touch with the 
Plainview-H a 1 e C o u n t y  
Health District fo r  further 
information. "

A team of USDA-Agricu- 
Itural R e i e a r c h  Service 
•cienttea baaed at the Texas 
ACM University Agricultural 
Reiearchand Extension Cen­
ter at Lubbock believe the 
germplatm found in the wild 
cotton p l a n t s  can be bred 
into lines suitable for cotton 
pro luction on th e  Texas 
plains. But they won't be 10 
or 20 feet talL T h e y  will 
look like the o t h e r  short, 
storm-proof varieties curren­
tly grown in the area.

L>r. J. E, Quisenbeny, cott­
on b r e e d e r ,  and Bruce 
Roark, plant phvsiologist,sayt 
the m aterialw ill take several 
yeais to developi But If their 
goals are reached, area cott­
on pro lucers may not have to 
start irrigating as soon when 
they enter a prolonged diy 
period during the growing 
season.

"Of course, a l l  plana 
must have watar, " Quaen- 
berry says. "What we hope to 
coma up with are new lines

that can hold up longer under 
moisture s t r e s s  than those 
currantly being grown. "

Quisenberry says most of 
the varieties produced on tlie 
Texas High Plains were der­
ived from varieties primarily 
bred for humid areas of the 
Southeast. Characteristics 
that we seful for drought
Klerar ere probably lost,
h •!'». ing this develop-
r ^ rio d  because of the 
1 lira nfall associated with 
1 r iion.

he r e a s o n  these wild 
cot ons can withstand mois- 
tire stress, Roark adds, is the 
ability of their enzyme sys­
tems to efficiently adapt to 
conditions to that all phases 
of the p l a n t s '  growth are 
carried on without interrup­
tion.

Most of the data he and 
Quisenberry have collected 
laveal several morphological, 
anatomical and physiological 
charactertetics useful in the 
development of drought tol­
erant c o t t o n s .  T h e s e  
characteristics will be sele­
ctively bred into plana that 
can be grown in this area.

The research is of special 
significance to  d r y l a n d  
cotton growing areas where 
producers are totally depiend-

We're l o o k i n g  at drought 
tolerant varieties for all the 
High and Rolling Plains areas, 
whether or not those areas 
are p r e s e n t l y  irrigated or 
dryland. "

Quisenberry and Roark 
have found unexpected char­
acteristics in these wild cot­
tons that could have equal 
impKirtance to  High and 
Roiling Pla'ns cotton grow eis.

they believe. These include 
resistance to  Verticillium  
w ilt, nematodes and perhaps 
e v e n  t h e  b o l l  w e e v i l .  
Although it will take several 
years to develop new lines 
with t h e s e  cham cteratics, 
they believe the potential for 
new sources of resatance is 
these.

The USDA-ARS scientisB 
says the w i l d  c o t t o n  are 
iescendena of ancient pro- 
genitofs that were dacovcied 
by  European exploreie in 
Central and South America. 
These tree plana are thought 
to  h a v e  originated from 
species found in India and 
northeastern Africa.

Over the centuries, they 
have b e e n  hybridized and 
developed i n t o  domestic 
varieties of several hundred 
types which today are only 
two to f o u r  feet tall and 
densely fruited. T h e  wild 
species of several types are 
still common today in semi- 
arid areas of the world.

Nursing Supervisor Mary 
Lou Truesdale of the Pla In­
view-Hale C o u n t v  Health 
Department l a y s  all other 
age groupa will begin recel- 
vingshoa on Sept. 1 and em ­
phasizes that the program it 
"purely voluntary. "

The nationwide effort to 
prev*nt an outbreak of swine 
flu similar to one that took 
the lives of some 20 million 
people worldwide in 1918 has 
an estimated price tag of 
$180 million.

IT IN-VOLVFS transferring 
vaccine from federal health 
agencies to s t a t e  agencies, 
from where it will be a lloc­
ated to  regional health 
offices. From there it will be 
listributed to  th e  general 
public and private physicians 
by local health departmena.

"There will be no charge 
whaaoeverby the health de­
partment, notes Mts.

germination rates and an 
abundance of weeds and 
unidentifiable grains.

But in 1927, all that 
changed. Ibat year, the 
Texas Seed Law was enacted. 
.Administered by the Texas 
Department of Agriculture 
n o  At, the law covers all 
a g r i c u l l u r a l  seed-lawn 
g r a s s e s ,  c o m m e r c i a l  
segetables and grams.

According to Agriculture 
Com m issioner John C. 
White, the law requires that 
all agricultural seed sold in 
t h e  s t at e  he labeled 
according  to kind and 
variety, percent purity and 
name and address of the 
person or firm labeling the 
seed.

The TDA’s seed labs in 
(iiddings. Stephenville and 
l.ubhoek lest samples of seed 
collected by departmental 
inspectors or sent in by 
private individuals.

Percentages of variety and 
kinds of seed, weiglit of 
weed seed and weight of 
inert matter are determined 
and compared with the 
labeled amounts.

A portion of the seed 
from the test sample is 
germinated, and tlie percent 
germination for the seed is 
determined. In addition, 
grow-out tests for most grain 
and pasture grasses are 
perform ed under  field 
conditions.

I he seed labs typically do 
not test vegetable and flower 
seeds sold in sni.ill p.ickeis 
since I hey do not meet the 
mininiiim weights required 
for accur at e  tests. In 
addition, these seeds usually 
have no weed seed, inert 
mailer or other crop seed, 
hence, no requirements for 
labeling these factors h.ive 
been established, and none 
are listed on the seed 
packets, Coniniissioner While 
explained.
