Hale County sheriff's deputies 
fired three shotgun blasts at a 
vehicle Given by a 21-year-old 
Eaeter, Mo., man which had 
been pursued for about 2S miles 
at speeds in excess of 100 mph 
through the southern part of the 
county. The vehicle, a pickup 
truck, earlier had been reported 
stolen from laibbock.

About noon Friday, Deputy 
Lupe Canales spotted the 
pickup truck and attempted to 
stop it about eight miles nor­
theast of Abernathy but the 
su^iect accelerated and the 
ch«M began. The chase wound 
through the southern part of the 
county on dirt roads.

About a mile and a half 
northeast of Abernathy Deputy'

Dayton Msrr set up a 
roadblock which the suspect 
attempted to run, almost hitting 
Marr. It was at this point, ac­
cording to Sheriff Chwies Tue, 
that the three shots were fired 
at the suspect.

The shotgun blasts hit the 
pickup truck blowing out three 
tires and putting several holes 
in the vehicle's radiator. The 
suspect sustained several 
puncture wounds to his buttocks 
from metal fragments. He was 
treated and released from 
Central * Plains General 
Hospital

The suspect had been 
reported by the Department of 
Public Safety to be armed and 
possibtyRBiental patient.

When Douglas Chapman, 
1215 3rd St. , Abernathy, 
started  to work early  Wed­
nesday morning of last week, 
he discovered tha t the 1977 
Pinto dem onstrator he was 
using had vanished from his 
driveway. While looking 
a r o u n d  t h e  a r e a ,  he 
d iscovereda C hevrolet Vega 
parkedin  the alley  betw een 
his house a n d  th e  Pete 
Thompsons' home The hood 
of the Vega was still warm. 
He ca lled  the Abernathy 
police a n d  reported the 
incident, and they put it on 
the air. Later th a t day, the 
Tahoka police departm ent 
reported they had picked up 
the Pinto and were detaining 
two A m arillo  girls, one 15 
and the o ther 16. They said 
they le ft A m arillo  in a car 
belonging to the grand­
m other of one of the girls. 
L a t e r ,  t h a t  c a r  wa s  
abandoned, and they stole 
the Vega in Canyon and 
drove it to A bernathy where 
they sw itched to  the Pinto. 
Local police had the Vega 
im pounded here, and la te r 
that day the owner picked 
it up.C hapm an said that the 
Pinto was not dam aged, and 
that Mr. Pollard of Pollard 
Ford in Lubbock, where 
Chapm an is a salesm an, did 
not file a com plain t against 
the girls. We do not know 
what happened the case 
of the Vega.

Moorhead. I had sent him 
some q u e s t i o n s  last fall 
concerning the last years in 
the history of R eed  School, 
and these were the aiwwcrs 
he sent me He was tha last 
teacher a t  Raed, and went 
with the school to  becone 
a part of A bernathy. Robert 
Lutrick, who was on thr 
Reed School board from ib  
beginning to  its end, stated 
that the c o n s o l i d a t i o n  
agreem ent w ith Abernathy 
included em ploym ent for 
Jerry Moorhead. They did 
not w ant him to be without 
a job.

M n. M i l d r e d  R e e d  
Rankin wanted to record an 
interview with Jerry con­
cerning Reed School. His 
illiwss made it  impoesible 
for them  to g e t it  done. I 
am sending you this copy as 
Jerry M oorhead's years in 
Abernathy p r o v e d  to  be 
quite a g ift to  A bernathy.

QuestiontW hen did you 

start t e a c h i n g  a t Reed 
School and where d id  you 
teach before?

Answertl cam e to  Reed 
School in S ep t 1937 from 
Eagle Springs School where 
I had taught my first 2 years.

Q uestion: W hat was the 
litua tion?

Answer: Reed was a
oiM room school and I had 
grades 1 thm  7 w ith about 
25 pupils. Some tim es there 
were only 2 or 3 in each 
grade. The school ground 
was sm all with only a slide 
and swings for equ ipm en t 
We usually p layed games 
and ba ll. (R eed School was 
loca ted  on the southeast 
corner of the W ill Sandidge 
land ,fa ther of Mn. Raymond 
Marques. It occupied  1 acre 
of land  which reverted  to 
the form er owner when no 
longer used for a school. )

Question: Where did
you live?

Answer: I liv ed  with
my parents a t  Eagle Springs 
and drove to and fro except 
during really  bad weather. 
Then I stayed w ith the Roy 
Parsons fam ily. They were 
old friends of my ifamily 
and would not accep t any 
pay for my room and board.

QuesHon: W hat was
your daily  schedule?

Answer: My schedule
was only a few m inutes per 
class as I tried  to  teach 
every subject to  each  pupil 
every day. Usually, I le t the 
l a r g e r  p u p i l s  help  the 
sm aller ones while I was 
having some of the other 
classes.

Q uestion: Do you
rem em ber any of the stud­
ents names?

A nsw errlcan 't remem­
ber the names of a ll the 
pupils as many cam e and 
went during the year. Most 
of the pupils, however, were 
perm anent fam ilies.

Q uestion: W'hat did the 
students do a t recess? st 
noon?

Answer: The students
played gam es or ba ll, during 
recess and a t noon. We had 
a 15 min. recess in the 
morning and another in the 
afternoon, w ith 1 hour for 
lunch. They all brought tack 
lunches, and each  one ate 
hit lunch a t  his desk if the 
w eather was bad If it  was 
pretty, they ate outside.

Question: Who did your 
janitor work?

Amwer:The teacher did 
his own jan ito r work excep t 
when some ouc did som e­
thing t h a t  he  shouldn't. 
Then the punishment was 
sweeping, and was done 
after school.

Question! What kind of 
heat did you have?

AntwertThe heater was 
a large coal stove with a 
big jack e t around it th a t sat 
in one (northwest) corner of 
the room. There was a sm all 
coal shed (outside on the 
north side) that was filled  
with coal in the fall to be 
used thru the winter if it 
lasted that long. The teacher 
usually cam e about 1 hour 
ahead of the pupils to build  
the fire so the room would 
be warm. The waste paper 
was used to  start the fire.

Questions What did you 
have for lunch?

Anawer: Everyone
brought sack lunches which 
was usually a sandw ich,fruit 
and cookies. There was no 
way to  have a hot lunch.

QuestionsWhat fam ilies 
did the pupils come from?

Answer: The fam ilies
all lived  on farms and they 
were all very nice people. 
They always turned out for 
all the programs e tc . that 
we had at school and helped 
with anything that they were 
ca lled  upon to do.

Question: What kind of 
bell did you have?

Answer: It was a hand 
bell that was rung by the 
teacher. The .-hildren lined 
up to  m arch in and out of 
the room (orderly). It was 
only u s e d  t o  b r i n g  the 
ch ilG cn  in from rcceu  and 
noon.

I u u g h t a t Reed 3 y ean
and had a contract for my 
fourth year, but they trans­
ferred the school and me 
intoAbernathy School. They 
also m oved the building to 
Abernathy and made anAgg. 
shop out of IL Later, they 
moved the building near 
the depot and made it into 
a dwelling. It is still in the 
same location  but in terrible 
condition.

(R eed school was con­
solidated w lt^ Abernathy in 
th e  f a l l  o f  194a Bud 
Moorhead c o n t i n u e  d to  
teach in Abernathy schoob. 
His wife Beverly was also a 
teacher in Abernathy school. 
They contributed greatly  to  
the com m unity. )

(Editor's Ite te : Our
thanks to Mrs. Ruth Auge (a 
daughter of Robert Lutrick) 
for this cxteiu ion of infor­
m ation o n  th e  long and 
successful career of Jerry 
(Bud) Moorhead. He retired  
from the Abernathy School 
faculty as p r i n c i p a l  of 
elem entary  school in 1974. 
However, he frequently 
served after that as sui»titute 
teacher w h e n  the regular 
teachers could not be in 
their classrooms. He died 
M a y  2 7 ,  In  M e t h o d i s t  
Hospital,Lubbock, following 
a b rief illness. )
