1-27 Lubbock to 1-40 in 

Amarillo (Lubbock and Hale 
Counties)

The first contract on I 27 
was let on September 17,1975, 
to Dahlstrom Corporation for 
$11 , 558, 126. 01 with work 
beginnlngonOctober 7,1975.  
This project was the first 
phase of construction of the 
first section, begirmlng at 
Loop 289 In Lubbock to 1. 3 
mi. North of Monroe Overpass 
(7. 12 miles). The first phase 
was for the construction of 
the frontage (service) roads, 
structures, grading, etc. , 
except the base,and concrete 
pavement on the main lanes. 
The second phase of this 
section will be let in 1978 
for the completion of the 
main lanes; consisting of 
concrete pavement, signing 
and lighting.

The second contract on
1 27 covering the section 
from 1. 3 miles north of the 
Monroe Overpass (south of 
New Deal) to North of Aber­
nathy (9. 30 miles) was 
awarded to Henry L. Stafford 
on August 31, 1977,  in the 
amount of $6, 897, 418. 83.  
The project covers construc­
tion of the frontage roads, 
storm sewers, lift station, 
grade separations, grading, 
flexible base and one and 
three surface treatment. The 
concrete pavement signing 
and lighting will be awarded 
at a later date under Phase
2 for completion of this 
section of 1 27.

The schedule of work on 
this section section of I 27, 
as outlined by the Contractor, 
is as follows:

1. To begin work in the

rural area, building the fill 
for structure three miles 
north of New Deal along with 
work on the fill area with 
material coming from the 
lake south of Abernathy.

2. To construct the front­
age roads on the west side 
from New Deal to Abernathy.

3. Work in Abernathy will 
consist of rebuilding the ser­
vice toads and adding a three 
course a s p h a l t  surface to 
handle the increased traffic 
during coiutruction of the 
main lanes. One way traffic 
will be maintained on the 
service roads.

4. The Main Street over­
pass will be removed and 
rebuilt. The main lanes will 
be lowered to meet Interstate 
r e q u i r e m e n t s  including 
utility adjustments, a lift 
station and s t o r m  s e we r  
installations.

5. At the north and soudi 
end of Abernathy the over­
passes will be reworked and 
additional concrete slabs 
poured. There will not be 
any change of the curb and 
gutter sections in Abernathy 
except on each end to make 
tie  in with the rural service 
roads.

In New Deal service roads 
will be scarified, additional 
base material added, they 
will be widened to 32 feel, 
and a three course surface 
will be placed.

The main lanes will not 
be d i s t u r b e d  on this flrtt 
phase contract.

The second phase of this 
section will include the 
reconstruction of the main 
lanes in New Deal, concrete 
pavement, signing and some 
lighting to be placed under 
contract when the first phase 
is near completion.

School Board In their October 
m e e t i n g ,  the Abernathy 
Elementary School will be 
taking a different approach 
toward teaching language 
arts (which includes listening, 
speaking, reading, writing, 
spelling, and grammar) and 
mathematics. The method 
that will be used is called 
"teaching by objectives". 
T e a c h i n g  by objectives 
simply means that definite 
goals or objectives are dete­
rmined and a student must 
reach those goals in order to 
be ready to go on to the next 
grade. Each student and his 
other parents has been given 
a copy of the things they 
must be able to do by the 
end of the second six weeks, 
each report card will have 
two grade sheets, one for 
math and one for language 
arts, attached to it. These 
grade sheets will have a 
detailed list of objectives, 
will indicate when the topic 
will be Introduced, and will 
have a place for a grade on

pirticular topic. A student 
must have an overall average 
of 60 in order to be ready to 
do work in the next higher 
grade. In addition, he or she 
must be able to read indep­
endently, not more than one 
level below the grade they 
are in.

This 1$ a change from our 
policy of social promotion:. 
For a number of years we 
have moved students up from 
one grade to another in orde 
to keep them with students 
close to their own age.Many 
times students were movel 
up who were not prepared to 
do th e  wo r k  i n the next 
higher grade.
