R. W. Towniley, director 
of the Motor Vehicle Divi*- 
lon, State Department of 
Highways and Public Trans­
portation, said the renewal 
notice* were stuffed into 
envelope*, pre-torted by zip 
code,boxed and delivered to 
p o s t  o f f i c e s  to expedite 
delivery. Work to get the 
renewal notices ready for 
delivery started In early 
October.

"The plate renewals for 
passenger c a r s  and  light 
trucks, (suph as pickups) will 
be different horn last year. 
A hew  la w  requires that 
renewal date* be spread as 
equally as possible over 12 
mouths, rather than have all 
expire at one time (April 1) 
each year," Townsley said.

Since the Motor Vehicle 
Division doe* not maintain 
record* by owner's name or 
birth date,the license number 
of the vehicle has been used 
to determine the mouth of 
registration renewal In the 
future.

Renewal n o t i c e s  have 
been issued to reflect die 
number of month* and the 
prorated fee to be paid to 
regbter each vehicle under 
the new system.

A complete explanation 
of the new system is enclosed 
with each renewal notice for 
passenger cars an d  light 
trucks (one ton or lest). It Is 
imperative that vehicle 
owners not lose the registra­
tion notice as It must be 
presented at the county tax 
collection office to obtain 
new license plates.

Because of the new system, 
registration may take longer 
this first year than ever be­
fore. The new law authorises 
county tax assessors-collec- 
tors to start processing the 
renewals a month early.

Your county tax assessor- 
collector is ready when you 
are--any tim e starting with 
the county's first work day 
in 1978.

"Look for your friendly 
postman to bring your license 
place renewal notice shortly 
after Clrlttma.s," Townsley 
said. "Do yourself a favor— 
take your renewal notice to 
your county tax office and 
register early. You'll be 
sorry if you don't. "
