FARMER'S TAX 
DEADLINE IS 
MARCH 15

COLLEGE STATION. — 
While most taxpayms have 
until Apr. 15 (actually Apr. 
17)to file  their 1977 income 
tax returns, the filing date 
for farmers and ra.nchert is 
much sooner.

"Agricultural producers 
who did not file en estimate 
of their income by Ja.n. 16 
and did not pay the estimated 
taxes m iet file their tax 
returns and pay due taxes by 
Mar. 1, " points out 1>.
Richard Trim ble, economist 
in management for the Texas 
Agricultural Extension Serv­
ice. "However, if farmers 
filed an estimate, they have 
until the Apr. 17 deadline to 
file  final returns. "

Trim ble Qores that several 
changes were made In die 
income tax la-w during 1977 
which should be of interest 
to Texas farmers end ranchen.

A major change was the 
elimination of die standard 
d e d u c t i o n  and t h e  low 
income allowance. These 
two Items have been replaced 
by a flat amount called  
"isro bracket amount. " This 
amount depends on your fil­
ing status.

"The zero bracket amount 
Is not a separate deduction, 
but the equivalent amount is 
built into die new simplified 
t a x  t a b l e s  a nd tax rate 
schedules," explains the 
economist. "This is true if 
-/ou file  the 1040 A or 1040 
income tax forms. However, 
a penon who choose to use 
die 1040 form and Itemise 
deductions will need to make 
an adjustment if his itemised 
d e d u c t i o n s  e x c e e d  the 
amount allowed for his pert-
