Whan the coaaunlty was foundad, tha SMdast buslnassaa prosparad bacausa 
of tha langth of tlaa  and traval conditions to tha largar c l t ia s  Ilka Lubbock. 
Thasa buslnaasas hava baan passad down through tha ganaratlons auch as tha 
family farms. Now tha axlstanca of thasa buslnaasas ara thraatanad bacausa of 
tha agrlcultura aconoailc situation of our caasminlty.

Lika many othar coaaiunltias of our graat nation, avaryona In our town Is  
concarnad In soma way with agrlcu ltu ra, and thay ara awara of tha farmar's 
plight and tha dangar of tha futura that farming on tha currant aconomlc laval 
holds.

Thus In concluding, I would Ilka to say that agrlcultura la truly tha back- 
bona of our conmwmity.

At th is tlma, 1 would Ilka to introduca to you anothar potantlal fanaar,
Cary NcKansla.

Thank you, David. Good morning, my name Is Gary NcKansla. Spaaking 
on bahaif of tha futura of farming.. .slnca tha tima wa ware walking, wa wara 
In tha pickup with our fathars or grandfathars on tha farm. No day was complata 
without the enjoyment of riding on the tra c to r , servicing the tracto r a fte r  tha 
work was dona and fin ally , locking tha barn and going home.

Tha suaasertlne was tha most enjoyable time on tha farm. Whan I was 13, 
tha cotton was hot and dry, and Daddy said, * I t 's  tima to Irrig a te .*  Thera 
I was In tha Irrigation  d itch , trying to s ta r t  irrigation  tubas. I t  wasn't easy. 
Ny dad bacama upset after a l i t t l e  while and dallbarataly pushed sta In the 
Irrigation  d itch , bacausa 1 couldn't gat a tuba to run. I t  was a vary short 
tlsM afte r  that when I was at least 95 percent a fflc lan t on starting tubas.

I grew older and antarad junior high school. Dad trusted me SK>ra and SK>ra 
everyday and fin ally  decided I t  was tima for sw to learn how to drive tha tra c to r . 
I did know a l l t t l a  about th at. I had educated aiysalf by watching him drive 
tha tra cto ri however. I t  wasn't as assy as I t  looked. Ha started aw out discing 
cotton stalk s. Ha rode with ma until ha decided I knew how to drive. Than, 1 
finished tha field  and was quite pleased with myself,

Summartima rolled around again and I t  was tima to cu ltivate  tha cotton.
Dad told ma to taka tha tracto r to tha field  and ha would show aa how to s ta r t  
plowing. L lt t la  did ha know that 1 wouldn't clear tha fence with tha plow. 
Luckily, I only stretched tha wire on tha fence, but with tha help of ay father, 
wa had i t  repaired In a matter of minutes.

Thasa exparlancas taught ma what I could never learn in a classroom. 1 
enjoyed what 1 did on tha farm and f a it  comfortable at I t .  Now i t  appears t)iat 
tha U fa  In which I hava grown up, enjoyed and loved will only be a memory. Nith 
tha current economic farm situation my dad Is in, the odds are highly against 
my owning my own family farm for my children to enjoy.

1 am Steve Praalay. As wa, my companions and myself, entered high school 
In Abarnathy, wa wara faced with a decision—a hard decision, which is  faced 
by thousands of farm children entering high school every year, and that Is 
%rhethar wa should enter Vocational Agrlcultura or not. I decided also a t this  
tima that I would, If  .possible, follow my fath er's footsteps and own a farm of 
my own some day,

I entered Vocational Agrlcultura and learned siany Interesting and useful 
stethods of nanaqlng auid working a fare. But, 1 also realised that there la no 
book or aducatlonal Institution that can equip a young man with tha knowledge 
and sk ills  that 1 acquired on tha farm.

Tha sk ills  1 had obtained in ay childhood were not just how to drive a 
tra c to r , how to plow, how to plant the seeds, how to irrig a te  tha dry s o il , or 
how to harvest tha crop. 1 alao learned many other Important things Ilka tha 
love of tha earth and how to face tragedies, such aa watching a sudden hall 
storm to ta lly  and l i te r a lly  boat to shreds the cotton which we had %«orkad a ll  
suamar to ra ise . As I said before, such sk ills  are lag»ssible to be taught 
anywhere but by tha finast agricultural teachers, our fathers, and In the best 
classroom, tha family farm.

As wa face graduation from high school, and tha entrance into tha real 
world. I t  Is heartbraaklng to realise that i t  Is impossible to go Into farm­
ing because of tha economic c r is is  the farmer faces today. Every senior in 
high school consldarlng farming la faced with this problem.

Ny father and 1 decided that I must receive a degree. The problem I face 
Is whether 1 should gat a degree In agriculture or In an area with a batter 
economic futura.

I would Ilka to conclude by saying that wa, tha farmers of tcxsorrow, 
must have your help to be able to do tha job wa love.

Now Jarry Vineyard w ill glva you a true example of his family's c r is is  
on their farm.

Thank you. Stave. Again, 1 graat you gentlemen.

For the past several years, tha economic incentive of tha young, promising 
fsrmer has been on a steady downward plunge. Tha farmer is asked to produce 
coanKjditias axtd not receive a fa ir  return on his invastskant.

Let us remeekbar I t  was tha farmer who started the yhaels of industry to 
turn in America, and If ho became a non-existent figure, the Industry as well 
as tha desKkcracy of our nation k«ould fa lter and dwindle.

Tha time was once whan tha harvest reaped a great dividend, but that time 
has passed and no longer Is there a multitude of paopla willing to risk  thair 
U f a 's  savings to provide food and fiber to a hungry, naked world. This decline 
shatters tha outlook of agriculturally oriented young people, like us.

The history of our families has bean farming. Ny paternal grandparents 
were farmers, and In 1937 ranted tha 334 acre farm on which we s t i l l  liv e .
At that tima, seven of tha family's children k«ara living at home. Later, tha 
farm was bought and paid for in 1943.

When my father returned from his country's service in 1953, he and my 
grandfather began farming on tha ’ halves* (equal shares of tha net p ro fit for 
each) . Permanent improvaakants were made and paid for before the shares were 
divided. Thla year, tha same farm (315 acres of krttich are In cultivation) 
produced 339 bales of tha highest quality, best staple and grade of cotton 
Mast Texas has saen In savaral years,

Tha 1977 loan price was about tha same as I t  was for cotton In 1947. And, 
tha loans on many other camaxiditias, such as k<haat, milo, and corn, are a t the 
same relative  laval. As Dad points out, "No othar industry can compete with 
today's inflation at 1947 product p rices .*

Dad was told by the banker that ha k«ould hava to seek re-financing with 
tha Farmar's Home Administration, and ha was cut off from the bank's funds. In 
Novmsba r , 1977, ha applied for aid from tha FmHA and did not receive a response 
to his request until Fabruary 1, 1978.

On Fabruary 6 , 1978, ha was Informed that tha land, which has provided a 
living slnca 1937, could no longer provide a su fficient Income to meet our 
nssds. If  ha ca n 't find more land, ha will be forced to se ll out, then the farm 
and the job I love will be only a maskory.
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So fa r, our c))osan line of endeavor Is farming, financing is alskost im­
possible for young farmers. Besides, If  my father, as an established farmer, 
caknnot receive tha necessary backing to operate our family farm, then how 
can I avar get off tha ground on a farm of my own? If a federal agency danlas 
my father tha necessary financing, ara my neighbors next? Ara a l l  of our 
fAthara' years of work in vAln?

Gentlemen, on iMhalf of my counterparts, the future of farming, myself 
and thousands of 18 year old men, our daatlny and o\ir lives as farmers ara In 
your hands.

Pioneer recalls 
memoriesof the
early-day Plains

ABERNATHY — Robert Ashley 
laitrick of Route 1, Abernathy, has seen 
this area of the Texas Plains change 
from treeless grassland “ as far as you 
could see” to fertile farm  land, during 
his 85-year-residence here.

The Hale County pioneer observed his 
92nd birthday .Sunday with a family 
dinner at the home of his son-in-law and 
daughter, Mr. and Mrs. A.L. Stone J r .  
who live one-half mile from his rural 
home, and recalled times when prairie 
fires spread through the tall sage graas 
and ground-matted mesquite grass.

“ We had a sand hill place and grass 
grew in bunches, and once a  prairie fire 
burned all of it off, killing the roots and 
the grass never grew back,” Lutrick 
reminisced.

HE TOLD how the early residents 
used wet tow sacks and brooms to fight 
the fires. “ I was just a kid — I was 
gomg on seven when we landed here — 
and my job was to lead the saddle 
horses for the fire fighters,” he e x ­
plained. “ I would lead a  string of 12 to 
IS horses tied one behind the other.”  

“ When the blaze was too hot for 
humans to get near it, the men took a 
yearling cow or calf and killed it, cut off 
the head and tied the dead aninud with 
a 30-foot catch  rope (lariat rope) be­
tween two horses, which would drag the 
carcass through the fire to extinguish 
most of it,”  stated Lutrick.

Bom CM. 9, 188S in Brownsboro in 
Henderson County, Lutrick left there 
with his parents, John Henry and Sarah  
Ellen Lutrick, a brother, John Adams 
Lutrick, and two sisters, Carrie Belle 
and Ruby, in the spring of 1892. In the 

7 ^  previous summer his dad and two of his 
mother's brothers had com e to West 
Texas prospecting and liked it.

“ In those days,”  Lutrick recalled, 
“ there was little else but grass, an­
telopes, coyotea, and rabbits running 
wild and a few wlndmilla.'’

Young Lutrick worked the catUe on 
his father's ranch and also assisted  
neighbors with branding their cattle. 
He said, "There was a lot of swapping 
and branding.”

THE LUTRICKS plowed up about IS 
acres  to plant In millet or cane for feed 
for the cattle. Later they increased  
acreage for farming until they had 50 
acres in cultivation by the tim e the 
railroad cam e through in 1907.

Lutrick was prim aniy a ranener and 
stock raiser until his retirem ent three 
years ago. In >914 he and his brother 
bought 722 head of sheep “ Mother and 
Dad nearly ran us off the place, but we 
cleared a little over $3,000 on the deal. 
We thought we were big sheep men then 
and turned around and bought some 
more and lost money on them ."

The first school Uitrick attended here 
was the flrat one in Hale County, known 
as the Renfro Dugout, about two miles 
from his home F o r about four years he 
attended Round Top School which was 
moved in on a  surplus state strip of land 
one-fourth nUle from Strip Cemetery. 
Lutrick also attended school and 
Methodist Church services in the Ivy 
Schoolhousc about 18 miles down FM  
400 south of Plainview and one mile east 
on the Aunt Nan Haynes place.

ROUND Top Schoolhouae was sold 
and moved after Ivy School, Star School 
built on one com er of the Lutrick land, 
and Lakeside School were established. 
The three were consolidated in about 
1914 as Lakeview.

In 1905-06 Lutrick and sister, Carrie, 
did their high school work at Clarendon 
College. In 1909 he went to Texas A&M 
University for a two-year agriculture 
course.

Lutrick's summ er jobs as a youth 
included working In a ^ i r y  at Coleman 
in 1910, and helping put up the first 
telephone lines from  Canyon to 
Plainview. In 1906 he helped make 
concrete blocks from construction of 
the Wayland building in Plainview “I

osed Col. Smythe's team  of three little 
mules and a bay m are and his wagon to 
haul sand and gravel from the draw for 
the blocks," he said. “ I shoveled it in 
the wagon and shoveled it out.”

TH REE YEIARS after his m arriage  
on Jan . 7, 1914 to Clara Sanderson of 
Petersburg, Lutrick bought a farm  
adjacent to his dad's home place. He 
now lives on a farm  adjoming his first 
purchase. His wife died Sept. 20,1970. 
Lutrick heirs still own two and a half 
sections of the five the elder Lutrick  
homesteaded and bought.

For entertainment in the early days, 
Lutrick said they went to picnics and 
p la ^  at Elstacado about 15 miles from 
their home, and to Center Plains (now 
Cotton Center) for singing and dinner

on the grounds. A memorable occasion 
was the O ntury Party  he attended at 
the old Round Top School to watch in 
the new year and new century, 1899- 
1900. A French harp often provided 
m u sic for square dancing and 
sometimes fiddlers played.

There’s no such thing as a cheap lunch
Ranking high among the myths of history 
I S  the myth that cheap food is always 
economical

Ours IS a land of plenty Some 
people eat better than others and some­
times distribution is imperfect, but there s 
usually more than enough food to go 
around. Thus Americans have not only 
been blessed by the world s rnosi bountiful 
supply of food, but they also spend a smal­
ler portion of their income for food than do 
the people in almost every other nation of 
the world

In this climate of plenty, no reason­
able person would suggest that food should 
become expensive, but some very reason­
able people nave warned that food may in 
time become too cheap In many countries 
of the world, food has been pegged so low 
In price that those who produce it have lost 
either the incentive or the resources to con­
tinue There is good reason for believing 
that perhaps this time is approaching in 
America

American agriculture is now show­
ing the strains of a decade during which, 
many farmers believe, the nation placed the 
expediency of keeping food prices down 
ahead ot the well being and even the survi­
val of those who produce that food It is a 
clear and sobering fact that farmers are 
simply fed up with cheap food— and there 
are many reasons why

High price. During the late 1960s 
there was a little-noled recession in Ameri­
can agriculture Burdened with surpluses, 
the farm economy declined while the gen­
eral economy sparkled around il Food was 
a bargain Near the end ot that decade, 
though, the true cost came into focus It 
was dear indeed A great many American

farmers had gone out ot business
As the decade ended, however, 

farm prices were inching upward The sur­
viving farmers could see better days ahead 
Exports soared early in the 70s, eating into 
the price-depressing commodity surpluses 
Supply came into balance with demand 
For the first lime in years, commodity 
buyers had to compete for what was avail­
able Farmers started to share in the na­
tional prosperity, and the number ot farms 
stabilized lor the first time in more than 
40 years

It seemed almost too good to last, 
and It was Food prices at the super­
markets increased substantially because ot 
increases in farm commodity prices, in­
creases in the cost of processing, packag­
ing. and transporting (ood. and because of 
the general inflation which increased the 
price of everything A nationwide meat 
boycott was attempted with organizers lash­
ing out at high food costs and demanding 
a 20 percent reduction This reaction stun­
ned agriculture A majority ot the American 
public rejected the boycott, but the scars 
remained Somehow the hurt to the Ameri­
can farmer was worse than any drought, 
pestilence, or hardship of the past

Farmers were still reeling when the 
U S government startled the world with an 
export embargo against the farmers soy­
bean crop. 40 percent ot which had been 
produced tor the expiorl market. But it was 
only the beginning In 1974. the U S gov­
ernment noted rises in the price ot wheat 
and corn, so it pul a sales moratorium on 
those crops, thereby frustrating overseas 
buyers Then our government cancelled a 
series of trade agreements involving farm 
commodities, and at the same time urged 
farmers to expand their operations and 
bring back info production the millions of 
acres idled during the years ot surplus

For American agriculture, the worst 
was still to come To compensate for higher

prices, especially higher food prices, con­
sumers demanded higher ifxx>mes Infla­
tion rippled through the national ecorxjmy, 
hitting farmers with a wave ot nsing costs 
for everything they needed to buy In order 
to stay In business Costs of some Inputs 
doubled Finally, in 1977, with commodity 
surpluses increasing, the farm prices of 
major commodities skidded backward to­
ward levels ot the 60s

And so the 70s. a decade that 
began tor the American farmer in the green 
spring ot confidence, with a promise ot 
long-delayed prosperity, had produced in­
stead a harvest of surpluses, depressed 
farm prices, an inflated economy, and an 
uncertain future

True cost. It would seem that any 
nation as committed to family farms as ours 
must take note of the plight and morale ot 
Its farmers In particular we must look 
askance at the expediency ot cheap food It 
some good farmers go out ot business, and 
it many sun/iving farmers become discour­
aged, then food could become expensive 
indeed, because too tew, if any, farmers will 
have either the resources or the desire to 
produce it.

Farmers have good reason to be 
restless and worried They also have 
reason for apprehension regarding the 
commitment of our nation, its consumers, 
and Its leaders to a healthy agriculture If 
some farmers seem militant, it’s because 
they want everyone to realize that cheap 
food is frequently political but it Is never 
economical Farmers want the people ot 
America never again to forget that there s 
no such thing as a cheap lunch
