Inijs and houses. Owners of 
these stnictuies must brin^ 
ths’ ni up to citv standards.

The purfsose of tlie pro­
ject is to  id  t li e town 
of abandoned eye'Ones and 
unsafe housint;. Jtem ovalof 
the worst buildings will 
proviile better sites for 
com m ercal construction 
than are now available. 
Some buildinsp in a state of 
disrepair have historical 
value. The city will take 
tliis into consisleration and 
work witli owners to reach 
a satisfactory solution.

Substandard stmctures 
ill be "reil tanked" by the 

insjTector. Owners will be 
notified by the city that the

b u i l d i n i t s  c a n n o t  be 
occupied until they ate 
broui;ht up to standards 
s je c if ie d  in tire city build- 
int; coile. Time limits are 
set for notification and 
com pliance.

If you think there's a 
substandard buildint; Or 
house in yourneii{hborhcx>d, 
call citv hall and tliey'll 
arrange for an inspiection. 
The insprector will routinely 
ileal first with buildings on 
Avenue D because that's 
most noticeable area.

Abernathy's new building 
inspector is MaxCarra, who 
is a building inspector in 
Lubbock but lives in Aber­
nathy. New construction 
must also m eet building 
code standards and, since 
Cana will be availalE>e in 
Abernathy only afterregular 
working hours, the city 
needs co-opieration from 
local buililers in asking for 
inspiections two days ahead 
of tim e.

Some towns cannot spare 
water for athletic fields in 
summer and some lose tlreir 
grass as a result, Anotlier 
reason is that, in these ilays 
of i n f l a t i o n  and tight 
money, [leoplc aren't so 
keen as u.sual to invest in 
green iawns.

EMT RANKS NEED 
MORE VOLUNTEERS

EMERGENCY MEDICAL 
SERVICE

(By Jacquelyn Smyers)
Abernathy's Volunteer 

Emergency Medical Service 
it fast approaching a crisis. 
The service, which began 
operations in October 1975, 
is short on volunteers and in 
danger of losing more.

In an effort to help the 
situation, the city of Aber­
nathy has offered to (xay 
each EMS volunteer $100 
per month to ease, in a 
small way, the sacrifices 
mad? by volunteers. Some 
volunteers would .velcome 
the remuneration; others 
are reluctant to accept it.

Thi' service started vith 
16 t r a i n e d ,  qualified 
volunteers--enoughfor five 
c r e w s ,  three people per 
crew. It no V ojwratrs with 
12 people in four crews. 
Each crew is on call 24 
hours a day for one week, 
on backup duty for another 
week, then off two weeks.

On duty crew members 
carry (lagers with them at 
all times, stay in town, and 
are ready to leave work or 
j u m p  o ut  o f  b e d  at a 
moment's notice to answer 
calls. Backup crews are 
similarly restricted. It puts 
a good deal of pressure on 
volunteers and their fam il­
ies and ties them down half 
of each month.

NEED REST
Nine of the jirescnt 12 

volunteers haw been with 
the service since it began 
and badly need the rest a 
six months vacation from 
duty would provide.There's 
no prospect of that however 
until new voluntrew ceo 
be enlisted and trained.

The volunteeis are ded­
icated p e o p l e  who care 
about others and want to 
help the community’. Some, 
however, make their living 
at jobs in which they get 
paid by the hour. When 
these people haw to leaw  
work to go on an emergency 
run, some lose money.

Emergency runs average 
2 1/2  to three hours from 
the time volunteers respond 
to a call to the time they 
get back home Or on the job. 
The city 's payment of $100 
per month might enable 
some to stay on as EMT's 
(Emergency Medical Tech­
nicians) who otherwise will 
have to quit because they 
cannot affort to lose pay.

If Abernathy's EMT's 
accept payment, they lose 
the protection of tlie Good 
Samaritan Act. This law 
says people who try to the 
best of their abilities to 
offerhelp emergencies can­
not be held responsible for 
adwrse results. Therefore, 
the city of Abernathy will 
be responsible and mast 
have additional liability 
insurance.That will still E>e 
chcap-er than paying pro­
fessionals to do the job now 
being done by volunteers. 

EMT FINANCES 
The city cannot pre 

sently afford to pay full 
time professionals. Should 
the srolunteer service haw 
to b e  discontinued, towns­
people will have to ilecide 
if they 'an t the service bad 
enough to agree to a tax 
increase to pay for pirO- 
frssional service.

The EMS loses an aver­
age of $738. 09 per year, 
$61 .43  pier month, $14. 18 
pier eek,and is $ 1 ,9 0 4 .2 6  
in the red. People who are 
cared for on emergency 
runs are charged for the 
service but collection rate 
is only 679b. Most local 
pwople pay their EMS bill. 
However, many runs in- 
volw transients-- pe o p i e 
who haw accidents on the 
»'ay to somewhere e lse -- 
and they don't often piay.

In 31 months of op*rat­
ion,the EMS made 256 runs. 
That averaptes out to 99 
runs pier year, more than 
eight runs pier month,2 rum 
p»r week.

Last spiring Cablevision 
of Canyon,Inc. asked Aber­
nathy City Council for a 
franchise to provide cable 
TV to tlie town. A piublic 
hearing on the franchise 
request vi as held at a recent 
meeting to giw townspx’ople 
the chance to say whether 
or not they want cable TV. 
Very few residents atteniied 
but those who did were for 
it.

In the early
sew nties, an Aberanthy 
council approved the requi’St 
of a Lubbock company to 
offer the service.After con- 
ihiCbng a local survey, the 
compiany found only 30 or 
so people interested. They 
n e e d e d  a h u n d r e d ,  so 
nothing ever came of it.

won't be cut down if I remarry 
now.

Answer Whether or not your 
check will be ciX depends on 
when you remarry A change in 
the social security law as a 
result of the 1977 amendments 
eliminated the reduction in 
benefits due to remarriage of a 
widow-widower age 60 or older, 
but this change does not become 
effective until January 1979,

NEW LANDFILL 
DUMP FACILITY 
IS MONEY-LOSER

(By Jacquelyn Smyeis)
Between 1977 and May 

1978,the City of Abernathy 
was forced to close the old 
city dump and open a new 
one at a cost of $23 ,000 . 
The dump loses money 
every month,will never pay 
for itself, and is not the 
place where your hovise- 
hold's garbage goes.

lA'hat on earth did ve do 
that for? Because statr 
health department regulat­
ions required It long before 
it was done.

lATiere does our trash go? 
An independent contractor 
picks up all domestic trash 
and deposits it in a private 
dump n e a r  Hale Center. 
The $3 per month trash 
charge on city water bills 
pays the contractor.

W ell, who uses the city 
dump?Al>emathy businesses 
deposit 30« of the trash. 
Abernathy residents' extra 
trash accounts for about 
20V. The rest comes from 
all over Hale County and 
some of Lubbock County.

We are in the position 
of operating a landfill Or 
dump for the county. That's 
not all. The city is faced 
with the prospect of buying 
an e x p e n s i v e  piece of 
equipment to cove r trash at 
the new landfill. The city 
has asked Hale County to 
helpfum ishthat equipment.

TRASH FINANCES
It cost nearly $12 ,000  

to close the old landfill 
\hich only had room for 

five more years of trash 
anyway. It did not handle 
the city 's domestic trash 
either.

The city already Owned 
40 acres north of town. A 
cost study showed that it 
was cheaper to o ;*n  a new 
landfill there than to clean 
up the old landfill to meet 
health departmentstandards. 
The 40acre$ are leased out 
for farming but the rjew 
landfill was planned to start 
at the east of tlie projierty 
and Ork westward so as 
not to hurt the farm lease.

The new landfill has the 
advantage ofbeing In a dip 
in the terrain .hich helps 
alleviate the problem of 
blowing trash. The old 
landfill was on a hill, easy 
to findhut open to the wind.

The cost of a fence, 
office, tjuilding, and excav­
ation of the new site cost 
$11 ,000 . It costs $400 per 
month to operate. Revenue 
from the new landfill aver­
ages only $250 per month.

P e o p l e  f r o m  b o t h  
counties used Abernathy's 
old dump for many years 
because it « as free. Some 
are very u;-set abouthaving 
to pay to dump trash now 
and about having to do it 
at certain houn.

The days when trash 
could be dumped any old 
place any old time are 
over.Health and Environm­
ental Protection Agency 
regulations demand that it 
be done a certain way. To 
insure com pliance, the new 
landfill, as do most others, 
has an attendant to direct 
the operation. There it a 
problem, t h o u g h ,  with 
people coming with trash 
when the dump is closed so 
they just dump it in the 
middle of the road The 
city has to clean up the 
mess.

The rates were set higher 
than Lubbock's to try to 
discourage p e o p l e  from 
outsiife of Abernathy's area 
of responsibility, and all 
over from using our dumpw 
This will slow down the 
filling process and make the 
landfill last longer.

It's a losing proposition 
--not,as some people think, 
a new scheme to make 
money for the City. But 
until the day arrives when 
every populated area has its 
own trash recycling plant to 
make use of this valuable 
resource,expensive landfill 
operations are the only 
solution.

Our domestic trash plays 
for itself. The city pays the 
c o n t r a c t o r  $ 4 3 ,0 0 0  to 
dispose of trash for about 
9 0 0  h o m e s .  The city 
collects $ 4 4 ,0 0 0  revenue 
for the service.
