Lopes Log Third Win

The Antelopes played catch-up ball again last I'riday night at Hale 
Center to overcome an 8-7 dcficite and chalk up win No. T to the tunc 
Of 15-8.

Behind the running of I.ee McCune and Roger Lindsey, the passing of 
Tony Heath and Gilbert Cuevas, and the outstanding pass receptions by 
Dean McGuire, and stalwart defense by the overall defensive unit, the 
Lopes o f head coach Larry Aldridge pulled out all stops to keep on the 
winning side of the ledger. In addition to his running, Lindsey scored the 
first T D  after literally taking the ball off the Hale Center punter's foot 
and hauling it to paydirt from the 28; and late in the contest he wrestled 
the ball from the arm of Dale Gatson as the owl runner was attempting 
an end run. with the turnover setting the stage for the Antelopes' winning 
score. The 65-yard Antelope drive was aided by three Heaih-to-Mctiuire 
passes, with McCune going the final 4 yards fcir the touch. Sophomore 
halfback Sylvester Dunn scooted around end to add the two extra points 
for good measure.

The 'Lopes had some trouble stopping the Ow ls' 195-pound fullback 
Robert Smith, as the locomotive chugged 117 yards on 26 trips to emerge 
as the game's leading rusher. When the Lopes bottled-up Smith, quarter­
back Leroy Cox began faking to his running backs, then lucking the ball 
in and carrying it himself, picking up 68 yards on 10 carries. Cox threw 4 
passes, completing one and had two intercepted.

McCune was the leading ground-gainer for Abernathy, carrying 15 
times for 60 yards, while Lindsey had 57 yards on 19 totes. Dunn carried 
twice, picking up a total of 7 yards. Heath kept the ball 8 limes, but 
failed to end up with any plus yardage. However, he connected on 4 of 7 
passes for 57 yards. Cuevas completed a 5 yard pass to Joe Barrera, then 
got credit for 30 yards on another attempt to Barrera when interference 
was called against Hale Center.

Heads-up player Jimmy Runnels 
recovered two Hale Center fumbles,
McCune recovered one. and Barrera 
pounced on another after hard- 
charging Ken Sanders tackled a 
would-be punter, knocking him loose 
from the ball.

The Lopes had only 124 ground 
yards to the Ow ls' 259, but added 
92 through the air to Hale Center's 
5. in the first downs department, 
the Lopes had 10 to the Ow ls' 14.
Abernathy was penalized four limes 
for a total of 40 yards, while Hale 
Center had 15 total yards stepped 
off on 3 penalties. Cuevas punted 
twice for Abernathy for a 38 yard 
average, while Hale Center punted 
twice for a 21 yard average

Sylvester Dunn brought the open­
ing kickoff from the 15 out to the 
35, from which point McCune and 
Lindsey alternated at carrying the 
mail, picking up 3 first downs before 
hogging down on the Hale Center 
28. The Lope defense dug in, and 
aided by a couple of penalties against 
the Owls, forced them to punt.
That's when Lindsey rushed in and 
with arms streched high, caught the 
ball in his mid-section as Smith 
punted He staggered briefly, re­
gained his balance and rushed to the 
goal line. Cuevas kicked the extra 
point to give the Lopes an early 7-0 
lead.

The Owls brought the kickoff out 
to the 22, then picked up a couple 
o f first downs before Runnels made 
his first of two fumble recoveries.
Three plays later the Lopes returned 
the favor when McCune lost control 
o f the wet ball on the Owls JO. Then 
the Owls fumbled on their second 
play and Abernathy was back in 
business just 30 yards from paydirt.

McCune rambled fur 12 yards and 
a first down, but another fumble 
lost 3 yards on the next play, but 
McCune recovered the loose ball A 
5 yard penally against the I opes, a 
9-yard gain on a draw play by

We couldn't get 
exact Information because 
so many school authorities 
we r e  out  o f  t o wn ,  but  
restrietiona seem to mean 
the public must abide by the 
same r ul e s  t h a t  govern 
studenti when school build­
ings aie uaeiL

It la generally taiumed 
t h a t  l o c a l  school board 
policy prohlbib card playing 
and dancing In school build- 
ingp. This may be cvatoni 
Instead of policy but could 
shut bridge clubs and teen 
dances out of an all purpose 
building on school property.

Abernathy School Board 
policies are act down In a 
rather thick book which is 
under revision now by a 
special depertment of the 
Texas Education Agency to 
bring them more inline with 
recent state and federal 
regulations. We'II check on 
these policies later. )

Pace is trying to get them 
ready for wintar. In July, the 
center was able to give two 
blankets to each one. In 
August diey gave ovemlls 
and coats to the men;  rain­
coats and overshoes to the 
women,

July also marked the start 
of a food supplement prog­
ram for senior citisens. Mrs. 
Pace said since the food is 
available, the older people 
will be able to spend their 
social security money on 
new underwear and other 
thin;^ they must usually do 
without in order to buy food. 
These programs last only 
short times but the center 
offers as many as possible as 
loDg u  possible.

Last winter, the program 
paid senior citizens' gas and 
light bills for three months. 
Funds for t h i s  we r e  also 
available last June.

WEATHERIZATION
The Community Devel­

opment Program is respon­
sible for complete weathsr- 
Itation of 15 senior cititentf 
homes. Twenty-eight more 
are on th e  waiting list. 
Under this program, the 
Green Thumb organisation

instalb storm windows, fills 
cracks, replaces sheet rock 
and entire windows when 
nceded--anything to rrake 
a house weather tight to cut 
down on h e a t i n g  b i l l s .  
People who have received 
this service are szery pleased 
with the work.

UA.Johnson said local 
animal breeders would like 
to be able to use a show 
bam for animal tales. Stock 
shows and sates don't mix 
to o  we l l  with luncheons, 
libraries, and downtown and 
should i^ a lly  be located on 
the edge of town while a 
community building needs 
to be in the middle of town.

EXIST! NG BUILDINGS
The schools' oldest gym 

it centrally located,separate 
from other school buildings, 
and equipped with standi for 
apectatois. Someone said 
that if the gym floor were 
removed, it might be a good 
show bam. School officials 
said the floor is worth more 
than the rest of the building. 
It might be best be tom 
down and the location used 
for a new building. Another 
location mentioned was 
a r o un d t he s c h o o l  but 
garages.

Several o t h e r  existing 
buildings have been sugges­
ted for use as a community 
building. One, the old movie 
theater,is in a good location 
but It basically only a shell. 
It would cost as much to buy 
it and install an Interior as 
to start from scratcK

The formerbowling alley 
at the south end of town Is 
perfect so far as site but is 
used by present ownen for 
storage and it a long way 
from City Hall. The old 
American Legion Hall at 
north end of town is almost 
as far from City Hall super­
v i s i o n  and is t o t a l l y  
surrounded by water and 
mud In wet weather. It has 
been the only place avail­
able for ttren dances and 
large scout gatherings.

FINANCING
F i n a n c i n g  for a city 

building now would require 
a tax increase.A city build­
ing, school building, or both 
would be best financed by 
bond issues which give tax­
payers the chance to approve 
or relect paying for them. 
In 1984, the school will be 
free of debt. The city will 
be free of general bond 
indebtedness in 198Q, (This 
is separate from water and 
sewer revenue refunding 
bonds. )

A lot of people who need 
a stock show bam don't live 
in Abernathy but do live In 
the school district. The re fore, 
a show bam would be more 
fairly financed as a school 
structure t h a n  at  a city 
structure.

A s t r aw v o t e  in the 
middle o f th e  meeting 
showed more people against 
a school controlled general 
use facility and for a city 
controlled one. However, 
when discussion switched to 
two buildings, more people 
seemed enthusiastic about 
the suggested school facility 
though none voted against 
either.

representatives, and school 
board should be appointed 
to further discuss the alter­
natives, Lutrick pointed out 
that the meeting was only a 
first stepuAny plan will take 
several yeaa to accomplish.

Crain Sorghum Producers 
Association represents grain 
sorghum farmers in legisla­
tion at the state and national 
levels. GSPA's goal is to 
speak in behalf of sorghum 
producers on all farm policy 
decisions and to see that 
t h e y  g e t  t he  best deal 
l<osslbIe.

Crain sorghum targe b 
were set at $4. 07 per hund- 
r e dwe i g h t  in t he  1977 
Agricultural Act, while com 
targeb were set at$3. 57 per 
hundred weight for the 1977 
CrO|\ The increase in grain 
sorghum targets was the 
result of Grain Sorghum 
Producer* \ssociation work­
ing to esfnEliiE a Nation­
wide Coat of lYoduction 
Study in 1973, and getting 
Congress to set the targebof 
sorghum in relation to com 
based upon the coat of pro­
duction rather than the 
nutritional value.

Deficiency paymenb 
were made tograln sorghum 
farmers on 1977 allotted 
acre* in production. This 
payment was 684 per hund­
redweight times the normal 
farm yield on allotted acres. 
Amounb ranging up to 
$20,000 per farmer were 
pa i d t o g r a i n  sorghum 
producer* on their 1977crop, 
at a result of this CSPA 
provision. It oould he as 
much as $40,000 on the 
1978 crop for producers 
complying with the feed 
grains program.

Odier activities of CSPA 
include f o r e i g n  markeb 
sales promotion. It it
estimated that each additi­
onal million tons of feed 
grains exported will increase 
Ae producer's income by 84 
per bushel.

PROVIDERS
The center participates 

in the government's Provider 
Program which furnishes 
blind and disabled elderly 
people with he ip they aeed 
i n  order to continue living 
in their own homes. Provide 11 
do such things as clean 
house, cook a meal, run 
e r r a n d s ,  whatever the 
disabled person needs help 
w ith.

ACTS OF KINDNESS
Alice Pace enjoys and 

cares about older people. 
She said we have no idea 
how many of the elderly 
haven't had a restaurant 
hamburger since they were 
young. They'dlove to go to 
the Dairy Oueen or Minute 
Mart but no longer drive 
and no one thinks to take 
them. She does a lot of this 
sort of thing- herself and 
knows what an event It can 
be to older people. She savs 
there's a g r e a t  n e e d  in 
Abernathy for those of us 
who are young and healthy 
to pust knock on the doors of 
senior citiiens and ask, "Do 
you need something today?"

Of course, some refuse 
any offers of help. Alice says 
the eKlerly often have a 
chip on their shoulder but, 
if you keep trying to get to 
know them, vou find out 
what IS bothering them and 
can helf\

When Alice became the 
director of the center, she 
was told "Don't take the 
people's problems to heart. " 
"But I can't do that, " she 
says, "T .lo as much as I can 
while I can though I can't 
solve all their problems."

Her feelings for people 
became evident as she talks 
about Neighborhood Center 
work. She sees so many 
ne e ds  and b e c o m e s  
frustrated when other people 
who could help don't see 
them too.

OTHER NEEDS
She feels Abernathy

neecb a day car* center 
for which funds but no suit­
able building it avallablc.A 
day care center,the reasons, 
wouldenable young mothcra 
to go to work and get off 
welfare. She tells them 
"You're too young. Don't 
waste your talents. Make 
use of your life. "

She alto thinks Abernathy 
needs the Meals On Wheels 
program for senior and 
disabled citizens. She sees 
the need for a place where 
senior citiaens can oome 
once a month for recreation.

She'd like to tee classes 
for young mother! on how 
to feed ehitdicn properly. 
Tlw Great Society Home 
Demonstration Club has 
programs on nutrition but 
young mothers don't attend 

In the winter, ladies 
bring material and quilts to 
work on. The Center's long 
tables give plenty of room 
for cutting out patterns and 
laying uut quilts.

Alice encourages young 
drop-outs and older people 
a l i k e  to continue their 
education through Adult 
Education classes at Abern­
athy's Academic Center.

She feels 
that's important and that 
educationhelpa you to have 
feelings for others.

CRITICISM
Criticism that the Center 

hrlpe too many who should 
be h e l p i n g  themselves 
distieises Alice. She feels It 
d o e s n ' t  h a ppe n  often 
because of stiff regulations 
governing the aid. She 
po i nt s  out  that she has 
nothing to say about who if 
helped. She only takes 
applications. The Plain view 
office makes the decision.

Critics point to families 
that live on welfare and 
other programs becau» 
mother or father misuse all 
the money or won't keep a 
job. Alice poinG out that 
B O  matarr how sorry pa renG 
are, the kids still need to 
eat.

T h e c e n te r h a I an 
advisory board made up of 
of leading citiiens who 
repxescnt needs from Aber- 
natliy to the central board at 
Plalnview, Mrs. U A. Suttle 
of Abernathy has just been 
nominated to serve on the 
central boars!

HELPERS

Alice says people who 
participate in Center pro­
grams do a lo t  to  help 
others In the same situation. 
She begs people to spend 
some time at the Center to 
see what it really accomp- 
llshea. Jimmy Stewart, a 
teen-ager enrolled in a 
Manpower Program last 
sum mar, worked half of 
each day at the center and 
half for the City of Abern­
athy. The high school
homemaking classes often 
help), too.

Mit. Rosie Honeycutt has 
heipjed at the center almost 
every day for seven years, 
Alice calls her "my angel" 
because she looks after 
Alice. A women who
recently moved here came 
to the center for help and 
comes often to help othen
DOW .

VOLUNTEERED
Alice herself worked at 

the center as a srolunteerfor 
two years, helping Esther 
Sepeda, the first director. 
She lived on a farm and 
used to bring her children to 
school, then stay all dav to 
help Mrs. -Sepeila until the 
kick got out of school again.

The Pace family moved 
to Abernathy seven yean . 
ago and Alice succeeded ; 
Ml!. Sepeda as director of 
the center. She keeps at it 
Qjt for the money, which 
isn't much, but (or 
the pleuuie of helping 
people. Her daughbrr is a 
senior this year.One son is a 
freshman and another is 
grown with three children 
of his own. Her hniband Is a 
welder.

EXTRA EFFiTRT
In past years, senior - 

citiiens had to go to Plain- * 
view to get food stamps and 
supplies. Alice used to load 
them all into her station 
wagon, take them to Plain- 
view, and make a day of it. 
Now a food stamp worker 
comes here the 1st and 3rd 
Monday of each month and 
goes  to s e n i o r  citizens' 
homes If necessary. The 
olcktet! still need help, 
though, in getting to the 
Health Provider clinic In 
Plalnview or other sources 
of medical care.

The Ne i ghborhood Ce nte r 
can l» 1p people apply for 
O r  r e f e r  t h e m t o  other 
agencies that help with 
housing, jobs, job training, 
social security papers, Med- 
Icaid-whlch takes care of 
dentuies, glasses, and hear­
ing al(k, or Me dicare- 
wh i c h  h e l p s  with doctor 
bills. People donate clothes 
to the center and Alice says 
when she gives a box away, 
twice that many clothes 
come In next day.

She tries to enroll as 
many people as she can but 
miSBCt some. The ones who 
receive help appreciate It 
and come by oftrn to thank 
her. She neeck volunteers so 
the center can help more 
people. Though help it 
available through other 
channels, many people feel 
more comfortable coming to 
the center where they know

t h e y  wi l l  be welcome. 
Needy people have a friend 
In her and the flnib friend 
among them. After talking 
to an eldarly or disabled 
person, the usually finds 
three or four things she can 
help them with. Pride often 
geG in the way. It's often u  
bad to have help offered as 
to have to ask for it.

DEFINITIONS
T h e r e  is no getting 

a r o u n d  t he conflict In 
definitions however.Needing 
something an d  wanting 
something are two different 
things. What Alice and 
government officials see at 
"need", other people see as 
"want".

Many people prefer to 
help others through church 
an d  c i v i c  organizations 
which do not publicize their 
efforG as much as govern­
ment agencies to people 
don't realize how much they 
do.Aberoathy it full of good 
neighbors who help each 
other In ways nobody ever 
knows about. Not many know 
either that local churches, 
through a ministerial a lli­
ance ministry, help 36 to 50 
needy people every week of 
the year.

The purpose of this art­
icle is to explain, to those 
who don't know, what the 
Neighborhood Center is and 
perhaps to open your eyes to 
needs you never saw before. 
VLTsether youlllke or dislike 
government p r o g r a m s ,  
you'sre got to admire a per­
son like Alice Pace who 
tries to hard to help othen.
