AH S TEAMS  F A R I NG  WELL IN I N I T I A L  YEAR  
IN C R O S S  COU NT RY  RUNNI NG  EVENTS

Cross country running is a 
new sport in Abernathy High 
School this year. Eight boys 
and 21 girls make up three 
teams coached by Diana 
Lewis,The runnenhave done 
extrem ely well in com peti­
tion against 4 - AA schools. In 
a recent croas country m eet 
In Lubbock for 24 schools, 
Abernathy came in third, 
topped only by Amarillo 
High, which is the defending 
state champ, and Amarillo 
Tascosa.

At Cross country meets, 
contestants run a course of 
approximately two miles. 
TTw Lubbock m eet covered 
two miles in Mae Simmons 
Park.The 2 .2  mile course at 
the Brownfield m eet was in 
Teny County Park. Cross 
country courses go uphill, 
downhill, into creek beds, 
around trees, over all kinds 
of terrain. The runners are 
given maps of the course and 
an opportunity to walk it 
before the m eet so they'll 
know exactly where to go.

At race tim e, all partici­
pants--meaning 150 or so 
kids—line up in one long 
company front and all start 
at the same time. They try 
to sprint at first to get away 
from the crowdso they won't 
get tripped, spiked,or boxed 
in, TTien they set a pace, 
trying to stay close to the 
l e a d e r s .  It's almost
impossible for those who get 
too far behind to catch upi

The last 100 yards is like 
the 100 yard dash. Runners 
mutt be very strong physic­
ally and in great condition 
to be able to sprint the last 
100 yards to the finish after 
running two miles.

Running Benefits
Some, but not many, kids 

love to get out and run for 
the sake of running. Others 
find it a great conditioner 
for other sports. Many boy 
and girl basketball players 
run cross country in addition 
to basketball practice every 
day. A freshrnan girl works 
out every day with the cross 
country teams but won't 
participate in meets. She 
knows the running helps her 
in basketball.

Coach Lewis said running 
builefc strengA, speed, and 
endurance-'valuable assets 
in any sporL The word is 
getting around that the cross 
country training improves 
performance in basketball, 
football, tennis, and track 
and field evenCi. The
universal popularity of Jog­
ging has added to students' 
interest in and acceptance 
oi cress country running.

The runners first went 
through a program working 
out with weights to help 
thrir breathing by building 
up the upper body.

"Beo^e often don't know 
enough a b o u t  t h e i r  own 
bodies," said Coach Lewis. 
"They don't know they tire 
easily because of weak chest 
and back muscles. "

Some people still think 
girls who e x e r c i s e  with 
weights run the risk of bulg­
ing muscles and masculine 
figures. She explained that 
f e m a l e s  d o n ' t  produce 
enough male hormones to 
produce big muscles. Exer­

cising with weights simply 
firms whatever amount of 
muscle tissue is already 
there.lt Cannot produce bulk.

High school age girls 
trndto get heavy in the hips 
andwsist. Running counter­
acts that tendency. Coach 
Lewis s a i d  she lost two 
inches from her waist in two 
weeks of running two miles 
a day. Some of her girls are 
very strong but not muscle 
bound Mrucle tissue hold  
the joints together, too, so 
strengthening the muscles 
also strengthens the joints 
and helps prevent injuries.

Training
Cross C o u n t r y  runners 

come to school every day at 
7 AM and spend the first 20 
to 30 minutes s t r e t c h i n g  
sleepy muscles to get diem 
ready to work. They run two 
miles on a course laid out 
entirely on school grounds 
by Coach Lewis. In case you 
can 't picture two m iles, It's 
eight times around the foot­
ball fie ld  They finish with 
just enough time to go home 
to shower and dress before 
school. It's so hard to get up 
that early every morning but 
most do. Afternoons are too 
dreadfully hot in August and 
September when training 
starts and by now, when 
afternoons are cool and per­
fect for running, the kids 
have too many activities 
scheduled

' A b e r n a t h y ' s  school 
grounds course doesn't give 
the runners the variety of 
terrain they really needThe 
coaches considered getting 
permission to run on the golf 
course. However,traruporta- 
tion to and from the country 
club would take too much 
time out of the kids' morn­
ings.

Individual Sport

Larger s c h o o l s  have 
always had Cross country 
teams. Now the smaller ones 
are getting into the program, 
A cross country running fxo- 
gram presents few problems 
for schools which must offer 
more sports for gills. The 
sport requires no work-out 
facilities an d  i t s  cost is 
relatively low.

Cross country running, 
unlike football and basket­
ball, is an individual sport 
people can participate in all 
theirlives.People do need to 
learn to run, however. Many 
try, with painful resulb, to 
run on their toes. It's done 
heel to toe,like walking. It's 
differentfrom jogging which 
is done at an easy pace on a 
a relatively fiat constant 
surface.Cron country running 
is faster over varied terrain 
an d not ne irly  so monotonous.

Cross country running can 
be a team or individual sport 
Even team runners, though, 
are really in competition 
with themselves.Each runner 
sees what he or she is cap­
able of making hit Or her 
body do. Boys and girls run 
the s a m e  c o u r s e  but on 
separate teams. Coach Lewis 
said the Abernathy boys and 
girls woik well together, 
have a g o o d  t i m e ,  and 
encourage each other.

She also said the school 
it fortunate to have kitk who 
will work and an administr­

ation which backs the pro­
gram. It's hard to have 
programs of any kind without 
either. Coach Lewis, AHS
Principal MitchLeMoine,and 
Superintendent Dr. Deiwin 
Webb decided to Initiate a 
cross country program last 
spring. They felt it would 
benefit anybody--those not 
in any sport as well as those 
already involved.

Coach Lewis
Coach Lewis it starting 

herfifthyear with Abernathy 
Schools. She coaches boys 
and girls cross country trams 
in addition to her job as 
girls basketball and track 
coach,Two of her basketball 
teams w e n t  t o  regional 
competition and three won 
district championships in her 
four years here, Theee of her 
track teams won district and 
one won the regional cham ­
pionship. She's led three 
track groups to state.

Coach Lewis never had 
the opportunity to run until 
her sophomore year In co ll­
ege In Abilene where she 
worked out with the Texas 
Track Club. She loves runn­
ing though and is very proud 
o f h e r  Abernathy runners 
Their next m eet Is a pre- 
r e g i o n a l  a t  L u b b o c k  
November 11 which will be 
a regional for the 4-AA 
schools.

in the final 3 t/2 minutes of 
play here last Friday night 
totake a come-from-behind

over the visiting Lockney 
Longhorns. The Lopes of 
Coach Larry Aldridge had 
trailed 14-0 until just under 
one minute remained in the 
fin t half,picking up 6 points 
when halfback RogerLindsey 
skirted left end behind what 
was probably the best block­
ing of the night. going 21 
yarsk for the score.

In the see-saw battle in 
the second half, the Lopes 
put on an aerial display and 
managed to score again late 
in the game when quarter­
back Tony Heath hit Lindsey 
for a 35-yard pass-run play 
for the TD. Running efforts 
following both Lope TDs 
failed, and the Lopes trailed 
14-12, With the ensuing 
Lope on-side kick going less 
than the requited tO yards, 
the' Longhorns took over on 
the Lopes' 45. But two plays 
later the blitzing Antelope 
defense cause da fumble and 
lecoveied on their own 42 
with juzt 2«53 left in the 
gam*.Heath hit split end Joe 
Barrera down the left side­
line and Barrera rambled for 
a 36-yard gain and a First 
down at the Lockney 22. 
Heath kept around right end 
for a 15 y a r d  g a i n  and 
another first down with 2i27 
icnaining. Three plays up 
the midifle by Ken Sanders, 
Linikey and Heath netted 
only 5 yarik, and with just 
S8 seconds showing on the 
clock,veteran kicker Gilbert 
Cuevas came in and kicked 
a 20-yard field goal squarely 
through the uprights for the 
I S - 14 margin.

Heath and Cuevas thiew 
a total of 17 passes, II of 
those In th e  second half, 
connecting on 8 for 182 yards 
through the air. The Lopes 
picked up another 191 yards 
on the ground for 373 total 
yards, to 306 for Lockney.

Lindsey carried 15 times for 
53 tough yarsis, as the long­
horn defense seemed to be 
"laying for" the versatile 
back. Heath had a net of 22 
yarsk, Sanders carried 3 
times for 17, atsl McCune 
cairied twice for 20 yards 
before leaving the game 
with a knee injury. Barrera 
had three pass receptions for 
l i t  yarsk. Defensive captain 
David Kennesiy,who blocked 
Lockney's first extra point 
attempt, was also iniured 
in the contest.

T u r n o v e r s  hurt both 
trams, as the Lopes fumbled 
3 times, losing all 3 to the 
visitors, and the Longhorns 
Iosing3of4 fumbles as alert 
Rusty Powell fell on 2 of 
them for the Lopes.

Big ground gainer for the 
Longhoms was 190 pound 
fullback Farlee Mathis who 
carried the ball 21 times for 
149 yards and one touch­

down.
Lockney had taken an 

early lead in the contest 
midway In the first quarter 
on a 5 yard run by tailback 
Curtis Ford after the Long­
horns had recovered their 
second Antelope fumble of 
the night.

The Antelopes took the 
kick on their 33 andmarched 
to the Longhorn 46 before 
fumbling away the ball 
again. The Lopes held their 
ground and forced Lockney 
to punt. However,they could 
not put together a successful 
drive, and Cuevas got off a 
booming 64 yard punt to the
Lockney b yard line. In lUSt 
8 plays, aided hy a tS yard 
penalty against Abernathy, 
the Longhorns moved to the 
Abernathy 31 before Warren 
threw a pass right into the 
arms ofLope drfender Willie 
Betts.

Four playslater the Lopes 
r e t u r n e d  t he  f a v o r  as 
Lockney's lunior Galvan 
intercepted a Heath pass 
intende d for McGuire. The 
Homs kept the ball only 
three plays before coughing 
it up on a fumble wh'ch was 
lecovered by Busty Powell. 
The Lope offense hogged 
down and On fourth down 
from deep punt formation 
Cuevas dropped the ball, 
picked it up and barely got 
the punt off. However the 
ball hit the side of his foot 
and traveled only 13 yards 
downfield before going out 
of bounds.

Taking over on their 46, 
the visitors put together a 
scoring drive, with Mathis 
going the final 24 yards for 
the TD. On a fake kick the 
Horns threw a pass for the 
extra points, putting them 
out front 14-0,

On the ensuing kickoff 
halfback K en  S a n d e r s  
almost broke loose as he 
took the ball on his own 1 1 
yard line and headed right 
up the middle of the field, 
bulling his way to the 49 
before being hauled down 
by several dr fen dr rs.
