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(By Jacquelyn Smyais)
Harvey Lutrick proposed to 

Abernathy School Board, at 
its November 6 meeting 
that a building be construc­
ted on school property to 
house the annual Abernathy 
Stock Show and be used for 
school activities the rest of 
the year, lutrick if a mem­
ber of the s t o c k  show 
association. He referred to 
an e a r l i e r  community 
meeting which several board 
m e m b e r s  a n d  s c h o o l  
officials attended, at which 
the need for community 
meeting places was discuss­
ed. The consensus then was 
that a building suitable for 
the stock show would not be 
suitable for other commun­
ity meetings. The needs 
seemed to indicate two 
separate facilities. Aberna­
thy City Council recently 
appointed a committee to 
study and propose a building 
to be used by all community 
groups. Lutrick suggested 
that the school board might 
want to do the same.

The stock show associat­
ion is thinking of a combin­
ation physical education/ 
stock show complex includ­
ing show arena, grooming 
area, basketball courts,etc.
He said he could tiilnk of 
25 us e s  f o r  t he  facility 
including 4-H , ag related 
meetings. Young Farmers, 
Scouts, l itt le  Dribblers, and 
P.E. classes. It was pointed 
out later though that school 
policy p r o h i b i t s  certain 
activities andregular use of 
school facilities by non- 
school groups.

M’hen a stock show/ag 
complex was mentioned, 
Lutrick said he thought a 
f a c i l i t y  w o u l d  be 
used more days as a stock 
ihow^thletlccom plex than as
show/ag complex. He said 
he doesn't favor a building 
that won't be used. If the 
school takes over, a bond 
election will be called so 
the taxpayers who foot the 
bill c a n  s u p p o r t  Or vote 
against the project.

Don McKenzie said the 
stock show group considered 
taking donations for a show 
building alone hut people 
backed off when the sixty 
or seventy thousand dollar 
price w as mentione d.Lutrick 
said he thinks they coi:ld do 
it but that would he only 
the beginning. The stock 
show lasts four or five days, 
yet the building would have 
to be maintained the rest of 
the year. That's why they 
hoped the school would do 
it.

Jerry Oswalt suggested a 
citizens advisory committee 
be appointed, perhaps from 
the list of those present 
at the earlier meeting about 
the stock show facility . He 
thought it represented a 
good cross section of the 
community. Dan Fondy said 
the board neeck to define a 
goal and choose a com m it­
tee with the goal in mind. 
He s u g g e s t e d  t h a t  the 
com m ittee map out a pro­
posal, with drawings Or 
plant,to lubm It to the board. 
B o a r d  P r e s i d e n t  Billie 
Harrison t h o u g h t  some 
school personnel should he 
appointed also to represent 
school needs. Lutrick was 
asked to head the com m it­
tee.

In  d i s c u s s i o n  about 
f i n a n c i n g ,  S c h o o l  
Superintendant Dr. Delwin 
Webb s a i d  t he  s c h o o l  
district is in a good position 
to do whatever the hoard 
and community want to do. 
He said they have to plan 
with i n f l a t i o n  In mind 
hecaiLse, if a project Is to 
he undertaken, every day of 
delay raises the cost

EXPERIMENTAL PROGRAM 
There was much discuss­

ion andsome disagieement 
about Dr. Webb's proposal 
of an a d v a n c e d  s t ud y  
p r o g r a m f o r  8th grade 
student who are far ahead 
of their g r a d e  l e v e l  in 
language arts ability. Sesren 
Or ten of the 68 students in 
8th grade will qualify.They 
will s t ud y  short stories, 
plays, and other literature, 
write, prOihice, and film a 
production of their own.

Dr. Webb said they will 
miss nothing by being out 
ofthe regular reading class 
because they already read 
at 11th grade level. Parents 
will be consulted about the 
program before qualified 
studenC  ̂ are asked to join 
the special study.

No grades will be given 
in the course. Students will 
instruct themselves (within 
limits) at their own pace 
to reach a pee-set goal. 
Webb said some may be 
too immature for this type 
of study and some may not 
want to participate. He 
said it's experimental but 
is an attempt to challengs 
them in reading, writing, 
and vocabulary andto offer 
them the opportunity to 
move on a little faster 
than they are usually able 
ta

He thinks it will work 
but saldsuccess will de(ieBd 
on the stuiients. Staff
members had discussed 
moving advanced studrnts 
up to high school courses. 
That however, defeats the 
purpose unless something 
extra is added to the high 
school curriculum later on.

Don McKenzie expressed 
concern about instituting 
another new program when 
we have high school kids 
doing third grade work. He 
said the school has many 
experiments going already 
and feels it needs to get 
back to the basics of read­
ing,writing,and arithmetic 
Another now program, he 
felt, would take teachers 
away from basic classes 
Me also thinks it's ratlu-r 
late in the year to start a 
new program.

Webb pointed out that 
reading is basic and that 
Abernathy is One Of very 
few schools that teaches 
reading through 8th grade. 
He said Abernathy gives 
1 1/4 more times than the 
state requires on language 
arts but they still miss and 
continue to miss some kith. 
The suggested program Is 
a start toward enriching 
small group. '

He said below 
level students have half a 
day of special eriicatioh'to 
give them extra help but 
the school is required to 
put them in regular classes 
the other half. That's why 
high school classes have' 
studenb who do below 
grade level work.

McKenzie asked about 
Abernathy's former system 
of fast, slow, and average 
classes. Webb said that 
works when you have lots 
of kids and lots of teachers 
but not when numbers are 
limited. He also said the 
program w o n ’ t t a k e  a 
teacherfrom another class.

He cited a state study 
which indicates that each 
family's reading and TV 
h a b i t s  and homework 
requirements make the 

■ d i f f e r e n c e  in whether 
studene do slow, average, 
Or advanced work. Students 
from families which sub­
scribe to a dally newspaper 
and t hr e e  m a g a z i n e s ,  
require five hours of home­
work, and watch no TV 
score higher than others. 
Those who watch only two 
hour of TV daily scored in 
the upper 2St<. Those who 
watch five hours daily 
barely managed the test.

DanFondy recommend­
ed that t he y  t a b l e  the 
matter so board memheis 
could study the program, 
then make a decision. He 
thought it would he a mis­
take to rush it and wish 
later theyhadtaken longer. 
Harrison pointed Out that 
the advanced program is 
'Ct up on a tim e table 
beginning rigiit awa\.

Implementation of new 
m i n i m u m - s i t e  mail 
standarck will take place 
next March Or April, the 
U , S .  P o s t a l  S e r v i c e  
said today.

The same effective date 
will be usedto implement a 
surcharge for oveBised mail 
•-a matter now pending 
b e f o r e  the  Postal Rate 
Commission.

The P o s t a l  Service's 
B o a r d  of  G o v e r n o r s  
established the timetable 
for the common implemen­
tation date at i t  regular 
monthly meeting today in 
Washington. The Postal
Service had p r e v i o u s l y  
stated that the minimum- 
siie standard would become 
effective "not before Nov. 
30, 1978. "

The Board decided, at 
the recommendation of the 
Postmaster General William 
F. Bolger, to defer the
minimum-site standarck to 
avoid any unnecessary com ­
plication during the Christ­
mas mailing season and to 
allow major m aileB to final 
Opportunity to prepare for 
the change.

Rather than have separate 
i m p l e m e n t a t i o n  dates 
occurring around the same 
time for the minim urn-site 
standarck and the oversize 
surcharge^e Board decided 
to consolidate the actions.

Currently, the independ­
ent Postal Rate Commission 
is considering the Postal 
Service's proposal for a 13- 
cent surcharge for oversized 
mail and has until Febmary 
25 to act on it. Assuming 
PRC action aroundthat date, 
the Board of Govern OB would 
consider setting the specific 
implementation date at its 
March meeting.

City Mana(;erl arry Fiel<ls 
i\‘ |>Orted that a scout for 
Hunt Oil Co. asked if the 
city would conside r leasinft 
Oil rights on Abernathy Air- 
|X>rt land for fvr acn-.
The c o u n c i l  authorized 
Fields to agree to the lease 
should the company repre­
sentative contacthim again 
and to advertise for hitk on 
leases to land at the air- 
fiort and at the city sewer 
farm. The city leased rights 
to Amoco in 1971.

Max Crowell, of Crowell 
Aviation, came to discuss 
recent glider operations at 
th e  a i r p o r t .  He leases 
Abernathy Airport facilities 
and has put in a lot of hard 
work improving them. The 
day the glider operation 
began, said Crowell, the 
airport was very busy with 
powered a i r c r a f t  traffic. 
When the giider showed up, 
the other aircraft cleared 
out immediately.

Councilmen were concerned 
because they like what 
Crowell is trying to do to 
the airport andwant to pro­
tect his efforts as much as 
they can. They cannot, 
h o w e v e r ,  grant him an 
exclusive f r a n c h i s e  to 
operate.

C r o w e l l  a n d F i e l d s  
reported on t a l k s  with 
Federal Aviation Adminis­
tration officials and people 
at other airports from which 
the gliderhadoperated. One 
airport made the glider 
operation leave because of 
several mishaps involving 
student pilots. Councilman 
HaroldThompton saidglidcr 
flying is sport flying and in 
the same class as parachut* 
ing.Itdoesn't appear to mix 
well with business flying. 
They discussedsafety factors, 
mentioning the vehicles on 
runways necessary tolaunch 
gliders and lack of comm­
unication with other planes 
and the airport This glider 
has no radio.

The council Instructed 
Fields and Crowell to talk 
to other sources and get 
concrete o b j e c t i o n s  on 
which tobase their position. 
Someone mentioned that 
some glider operators even 
lease tumrows from which 
to launch their aircraft,

LAND SWAP 
The council considered 

again land developer Jackie 
Barton's land swap proposal.
At its last m eeting, the 
council approved the final 
plat of Barton's Lakeview 
Addition, including an acre 
of land in the northwest 
comer which belongs to the 
city. The city 's main sewer 
lift  station is locatedoncity 
property near the southeast 
comer of Barton's develop­
ment. Barton proposed that 
he trade some of his land 
around the lift station for 
the city 's acre in the north­
west comer of his addition. 
The City, however, must 
advertise for bids even on a 
swap and there is some 
concern about what would 
happen if several hick weie 
subm itte d.

The main question is 
whether or not the city 
needs l a n d  a r o u n d  the 
station for future expansion. 
The council feels It would 
not be right to trade the 
northwest acre for property 
it doesn't need. The north­
west acre will be more and 
more valuable as Lakesrlew 
Addition developes and 
could be profitably lolAOn 
the other hand, the city 
owes Barton some consider­
ation because his develop­
ment is  i n c r e a s i n g  the 
property's value. He is also 
cooperating with the city in 
develop ing his addition a 
section at a time instead of 
all at once which would be 
very expensive for the city.

The council thought it 
might take quite a bit of 
land in the "lake bottom" 
area to equal the value of 
the acre in the northwest 
com er and they aren't sure 
the city needs oreven wants 
that much ; Another pro­
blem is that a lift  station 
overflow pipe is located on 
Barton property and will 
have tobe movedifthe city 
doesn't trade. Fields said 
that doesn't matter because 
the station has experienced 
m echanical trouble only a 
couple of times and there's 
nowhere for the overflow to 
go but tire lake.

Councilman JerryCivens 
expressed c o n c e r n  about 
that and future EPA and 
.state h e a l t h  regulations. 
Fields said the city would 
be liable if it were negli­
gent Or had planned the 
Ove rflow.

That is not the case so 
any overflow will  be an 
" a c t  o f  G o d "  type thing. 
The council womlered if 
Barton or future owners of 
the lake bottom could claim 
damages for ow  rflow,Barton 
said he wouldn't unless it 
happened often.

Barton said he isn't ask­
ing for any favors from the 
city - - only cons!deration.He 
saidhe will have less success" 
with the southeast part of 
his development because of 
the lift station. It was
pointed out, however, that 
the lift  station was them 
when he planned his deve­
lopment. Both he and the 
council are concerned about 
what could happen should 
someone else buy the city's 
northwest acre. They could 
upset Barton's overall plan.

Civens was still concern­
ed about the possible over­
flow and city liability. He 
felt the city should consult 
Its e n g i n e e r  about the 
situation. Other councilmen 
felt the engineer Is the « i1y 
one who can slecide whether 
Or not the city will ever 
need land arcund the lift 
station. They agreed that 
should be done before they 
take any action.

OBJECTIONABLE
PUBLICATIONS

Fields told the council 
that a citizen complained 
about local display of pub­
lications not generally con- 
sislered suitable for viewing 
by all ages. Fields said he 
saw the material and agrees 
with the citizen and local 
jiastor who contacted him.

He said the city has no 
ordinance against objectio­
nable publications but might 
needtoconsidrr passing one. 
Ordinances must be able to 
stand up in court though, 
and state laws governing 
pornography are quite vag«r. 
Councilmen s a i d  l o c a l  
businessmen usually police 
the material themselves. 
However, local employees 
of stores that are not locally 
Owned have no say about 
their products and displays.

They decided to contact 
top officials of the company 
and give them the chance 
to c o o p e r a t e  voluntarily 
with prevailing community 
Opinion before taking more 
forceful action.

ALARM SYSTEM
Several local businesses 

have alarm systems hooked 
up to City Hall and th* 
police department. A
luhbock company installed 
the line without city per­
mission an d  wi t h  some 
damage tocity  property.The 
businesses served by the 
system like it very much 
and Abernathy Police Chief 
Clyde Vandygriff says it 
makes the police depart­
ment's job much easier.

Ci t y  M a n a g e r  Fieltk 
thinks the council needs to 
form some sort of [lolicy 
about alarm systems. The 
presentline can handle only 
so many businesses. A
private lesidence recently 
inquired about the service. 
Should more want to install 
the system, it coul I become 
necessary for the city to hire 
extra personnel to monitor 
it.

He wanted the council 
to be aware of what's going 
on.He doesn't think it's fair 
for the alarm company to 
make money from business­
men for a system that the 
city has to operate for free.

HUNTER INFLUENCES 

DFFP MEAT OUALITY-The 
quality of venison the hunter 
brings home is determined 
to a large extent by how he 
han.fles the deer carcass, 
says a wildlife specialist 
with the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service. To begin, 
select a female deer if 
possible as the meat will 
h.ive a less intense flavori 
Place the shot in the neck 
Or head to insure a clean, 
rapid kill.
