At the city eouncil'i June 
meetiog on ^  11th, Mn. 
H .D.Thom as appealed the 
city's demolition order on a 
building she owns at 60B 
Ave.D. The building Is an 
old sendee station, vacant 
since 1963.

The city sent her notice 
In January that thr building 
does n o t  m e e t  building 
s t a n d a r d s  a n d  must be 
brought up to standards or 
demolished. Mn. Thomas 
iaid  she w a s n ' t  able to 
ittend a hearing on her 
appeal until now.

Mrs. Thomac argued tint 
the building contains too 
much usable material to be 
destroyed and that everyooe 
who shows Interest In the 
property wants to add On to 
the present building. She Is 
afraid demolition of the 
building will hurt the value 
of die p r o p e r t y .  When 
questioned, she laid she had 
not actively tried to sell the 
property but had several 
offers.She askedthe council 
t o l e t  h e r  b o a r d  up the 
building widi plywood and 
paint the oublde,saylng she 
didn't want It to be an eye­
sore but someone tean  up 
everything she has tried to 
do to make It look betteiw

The cooDCll fcpeaCed l$r 
determination to stick with 
die building code and gave 
her until July 1 to repair or 
demolish the structure or 
sell It to  s o m e o n e  who 
would. They stressed that 
the same dme lim it applies 
no matter who Owns the 
building then. If nothing Is 
done by July l,the city will 
d e m o l i s h  t h e  stnicture 
A u g u s t  10  and b ill the 
mvner. Failure to obey an 
order of demolidon Is a 
misdemeanor.

Councllmen said they 
don't want to work a hard­
ship on a n y o n e  but are 
determined to Improve the 
city 's appear nee by stick­
ing with the code. TTiey iie 
also most concerned about 
the friel tanks on the pro­
perty which prase nt a danger 
to the community for which 
both the owner and the city 
are liable.

Sources ivallable to  Mrs. 
Thomas s a i d  t h e  t a n k s  
could be filled with sand to 
save the expense ^rem ovaL 
Councllmen said that also 
would be e X pe ns 1 ve and 
perhaps not com pletely safe.

They mentioned ffiat, in 
at le ast One case, property 
here sold Immediately after 
a long vacant building on 
the site was demolished. In 
tiietr opinion, Mrs. Thomas' 
property will be much more 
valuable to her wlffi thr 
building removed because 
costs of bringing it up to 
standards. If th 't  Can be 
d o ne  a t  a l l ,  w i l l  be 
prohibitive.

Mis. Tbomas accepted 
their decision.

The c o u n c i l  h a d  to 

dbcuss com m ercial trash 
rates again. City Manager 
Lairy Fields had complaints 
from businesses In thr bus­
iness district who say they 
nerdonly onoe a wrektrash 
pickup but share contalnrn 
with businesses who need 
two. The re fore, they pay tfie 
whole eom m erd il n te  
when the council granted 
half the com mercial rate to 
businesses which share to ah 
oont liners wlffi residences 
and get only onoe a week 
pick ufk

In  d l i c u i i i o n ,  t he  
councllmen pointed out thr 
following things.

Mm tiw per container rate, 
not a commercial rate, be­
cause the container was 
accessible only to Mm. 
lATien he complained, the 
container w ii moved to 
iccom odite he and Other 

resldtnces In thr area.Had- 
dock,howevrr,says Ms small
amount of tr ish and Ms bad 
knees make It not worth 
the effort to walk th t far. 
The city 's position Is that 
Haddock has the service 
but doesn't choose to use It.

Mayor Thompson said 
the city representatives try 
to do the best they can and 
be as equitable as possible 
with everyone.
