The state's new tax 
a p p r a i s a l  system began 
onerations in liale County 
Tnursday, January 3 when 
the five member board of 
directors imt for the first 
time. The men were sworn 
in by tiounty Judge Hill 
Hollars.

it was mainly an organ­
izational meeting. Neil 
Burnett, a Plainview school

Other 
members of the appraisal 
board are Doc Cross, a 
Plainview school trustee,and 
Tom Allmon, a Plainview 
city councilman.

The men decided to 
m e e t  t h e  f i r s t  Thursday 
night of each month. Their 
first job is to liire a chief 
appraiser for the county. 
TWy talked to a representa­
tive of one appraisal firm 
at iast week's meeting and 
will interview others.

The evaluation of pro­
perty in the county under the 
new system must be com­
plete by September so it can 
be used in figuring taxes 
next year. The tax appraisal 
board of directors must also 
appoint a county board of 
equalization.

Harrison said it is a 
m i s c o n c e p t i o n  that the 
appraisal b o a r d  wi l l  set 
taxes. The board is responsi­
ble fo r  s e t t i n g  property 
values as fairly and equally 
as possible using guidelines 
recommended by the state. 
Each taxing body in tlie 
county will then set its own 
taxes.
