"Until I was six years old,
thought that everyone was
deaf." commented Walter L

Pittman. Walter is owner-operato- r

at Wales Transportation in
Grand Prairie, Texa.s. He was
born to deafmute parents,
therefore the only communica-
tion around the Pittman house-
hold was sign language.

This lack of verbal commun-
ication presented many prob-

lems to Walter, especially dur-

ing his early school years.
His first day in school start-

ed off on the wrong foot when
his teacher asked his name
Being very nervous, like all
first gradeis, Walter could onl)
reply in sign language.

The teacherwas very disturb
cd with this action becauseshe
thought he was being smart
vvith her After a couple of

times repeating the question,
Pittman settled down and told
her his name. AH was well af-

ter this.
His best subject in school

was spelling. He would hold his
hand under the desk and spell
out each word in sign language.

In the businessworld, Walter
started vvith Wales driving a
truck in 1952. Now, some 1U

years later, he owns eight
trucks and has eight drivers
working for him.

Walt has achieved success in
bis personal life also. For the
past 15 years, Wall and his
wife, Dovie, have been inter-
preters for the deaf at the Cal-

vary Baptist Church in Grand
Prairie.

As interpreters, the Pittmans
have made themselves avail-
able every Sunday for Church
services and Sunday School
classes.They also Interpret for
the Wcdnesda) night services
at Calvary

In fact, they feel that their
work is a call from God, and
they are literally available 21
hours a da), They have trans-
lated for weddings, funerals
and legal cases All free of
charge to their fellow man.

Dovie has been teaching Dae
tylology at the Bible Baptist
Seminary in Arlington for the
past four years Dactylology is
the art of communicating ideas
or thoughts with the fingers.

On April 17, the seminarians,
under Dovie's direction, pro
sentcd the play, Hillbilly High
Jinks, in two forms All actors
uml the spoken dialogue and
sign language

The latter is very difficult be-

cause the feeling or expression
placed in words must be trans
milled through different actions
in order to get the feeling of
the situation across

In several Instances, there
was no literal translation from
English to sign language so the
cast had to learn two scripts
The play wnj enjoyable and re
ceived wide recognition by area
media.

Up in the Panhandleof Ida-

ho Is Pend d'Orellle, the state's
largest lake Its tributaries
provide boating waters from
the western boundary of Mon-
tana comtilctclv acrossthe state
and into Washington.

Pend d'Orellle Is a fabulous
lake with 111 miles of .shore-
line. It flows between towering
cliffs that rise 1000 feet above
the surface of the lake. Water
depth is another 1000 feet.

Pend d'Orellle compares in
surface size with some of our
Texas lakes, like Whitney, Fal
con or Livingston But that is
where the comparison ends. It
has different fish and the meth
od of fishing for them is dif-
ferent.

There are a few black bass
in the water, but Lake Pend
d'Oreille is famous fur its Link-
er trout Kamloops by name. I

learned the unusual story about
this lake on a very enjoyable
visit up there only recently.

Something like 100 million
years ago a small lake was cre-
ated by tho upturn of geology.
This lake was first seen by
white men about 1800 when
they went into the area to com-
pete with the Indians in fur
trapping. These French-Canadian-s

named the lakeafter the
Indians, who wore ear pen-
dants. Hence the name Lake
Pend d'Oreille.

For many years this lake
provided wonderful rainbow
trout fishing, plus Kokanee, that
small laud-locke-d salmon which
virtually infests the impound-
ment. Although the rainbows
were beautiful and productive
fish, some of the .sportsmen
came up with the idea of stock-
ing it with Kamloops from Bri-

tish Columbia This was done
around 1941

The Kamloops is an outsize
rainbow itself, but it had gain-
ed this enormous size in its own
waters in British Columbia At
first it was not known whether
they would even reproduce in
the waters of the Idaho lake
But they did And with the mil-
lions of Kokanee for food fish
they began to take on sire.

By 1945 one was caught that
weighed 32 pounds, eight ounc-
es. This was a new world's rec-
ord. The next year, the largest
fish caught was a 31 H But in
1917. an angler took out a 37

Your decision to invite leadersof various segments of the economy to par-

ticipate in planning what will follow the wage-pric-e freeze is commendable The goal
of this planning must be toward a truly effective program to reduce inflation, unem-

Rural Am-meric- a

is lagging not only in income, but health and education, housing, government

services and facilities, and even in most kinds of area-wid- e planning and development.

The recession in agriculture is a drag on the rest of the economy. As the squeeze be-

tween costs and praccsgrow tighter, farmers find themselves less able to

and to make the expenditures necessaryfor efficient production. This is immediately

reflected in the cash registersof all businesseslocated in the rural areasof the nation.

The worsening situation Is robbing rural America not only of economic prosperity,but
of hope. If the current trend continues, it will cost 2.105 more to farm in 1975 than it

docs today.

You have said that productivity should be the guideline for upward adjustmentsof

income. Wc support that concept. You noted in your speech to the dairy farmers in

Chicago that agriculture has increased its productivity during the past 20 years by

300', twice as fast as the rest of the economy. Secretaryof Agriculture Hardin coin-mente- d

recently that agriculture has not contributed to the spiral of inflation.

Wc see unemployment as a problem that is as bad as inflation. It is worse in rural
areas.Unemployment is not only a tragedy for those who arc without jobs, but it drags
down businesses,such as agriculture, which are ultimately dependenton the purchas-

ing power of people.

Wc support removal of the dollar from the gold standard.We oppose continuation

of the 10', tax on imports In the long run, wc believe this extra tax will invite re-

taliation which will fall heaviest on agriculture. Indeed, a working group in the Gen-

eral Agreement on Tariffs and Trade is reported to be saying already that GATT
members are entitled under the organization's rules to take counteractionsagainst the
V. S. Although expoils may appear to be relatively unimportant in the nation's econ-

omy as a whole (only about &", of our trillion-dolla- r economy), they arc vital to agri-

culture. Our farmers sell the commodities produced on one out of every four acres
No other segment of American business is as dependenton foreign sales as

Tho most serious drain on our balance nf payments, exceptfor the war and related

defense programs,has been investment of American dollars abroad.Additional limita-

tions should be placed on overseasinvestment. The most serious omissionin the New
Economic Policy so far is the absenceof a ceiling on interest rates and excess profits.
Agriculture which conducts so much of Its businesson borrowed money is hurt more
by high interest rates than other businesses.Your 1070 Economic Report showed that
food chains earned a 23,0'', return on invested capital. Such excessive profits make
them relatively less dependent on borrowed money, thus increasing the inequity that
results from the exclusion of interest rates from the freeze. Excessive interest rates
and profits should have high priority in the planning for Uie post-freez- e period.
