Here's where the job
becomes difficult, voting
yourself a raise without
letting anybody know how
you voted.

but his motion failed. By
voice vote, in which every-
body shouts ‘‘aye'’ and
nobody can tell how you
voted, the $10,000 raise
passed easily.

But before the raise’
becomes effective the Sen-
ate has to concur and the
measure failed there be-
cause some complicated
parliamentary procedure re-
quired a recorded vote and
the Senators were too bash-
ful to do it. All Senators and
Congressmen will have to
get along the best way they
can on $60,662 a year.

On the other hand, the
Supreme Court is not bash-
ful.
