Two interceptions followed in the
next two series of downs for the Owls
and the Lopes, and the first quarter
ended.

2nd Quarter

The Lopes were forced to punt going ‘

into the second quarter. The Owls
fumbled for the second time and the
Lopes recovered the ball on the Owls 7
yard line. Three plays later, Riley hit
Cannon again and made the 6 yard pass
to Cannon look very easy. The Lopes
lead increased by 6 more and they
went ahead 18-0.

The Owls fumbled for the third time
on their next possession. The Lopes
took the ball on the Owls 20 yard line.
But the Lopes didn't score on this
attempt and the Owls took over. They
produced no offense and were forced to
punt.

The Lopes penetrated to the Owls 11
yard line on the next drive, but the Owls
got tough again and prevented the
Lopes from scoring. The Lopes would
penetrate the Owls 20 yard line one
more time before the half, but the half
ended at 18-0.

and three swift backs who represent the
Roosevelt sprint relay team,” Aldridge
added. Aldridge did express optimism
about the outcome of the game stating
that the Lopes can and will win if they
play a decent game.

City Increases Water Rates

The Abernathy City Council met in a
special meeting Thursday night to
discuss several business items that
were not touched upon in Monday
nights regular meeting.

The Council approved a recom-
mendation to increase the minimum
water rate fee from $6 a monih to $7.
This increase will go into effect with the
new budget.

The Council agreed to write off
delinquent water, sewer, and sanitation
accounts which have been considered
uncollectable.

The Council discussed the airport
lease. Max Crowell, who is leasing the
property, paid half of the $1500 owed on
the lease. The Council will give him
until January 1st to pay the rest.

Community Center hourly rental fee

was agreed on. In the past it has been $6
per hour, or $25 for longer periods. The
minimum rental fee was set at a $10
minimum, a $6 hourly rate, and $25 for
up to 4 hours.

The Appointment of a Fire Marshall
was discussed. Oris Cecil has been the
Fire Marshall for the past five years.
But it was recently discovered that a
Fire Marshall is to be selected for a one
year term. The selection of a new Fire
Marshall will be decided by the
Council upon recommendation by Fire
Department.

It was brought to the attention of the
Council that there is a need for another
school crossing zone. The Council de-
cided to send an application to the State
Highway Department for a new cross-
ing near Allsups.

Arthur Retires After 16
Years Phone Service

repairing that began October 15, 1945.
in Weslaco, Texas,will end in Aber-
nathy at the close of the work-day
September 30, 1981. Wayne R. Arthur
will begin life as a retired person
October 1.

Arthur worked for Southwestern As-
sociation Telephone Company in Wes-
laco before being transferred to Lub-
bock in December, 1948. Southwestern
Associated Telephone Company, a fore-
runner of General Telephone Company
of the Southwest, served Reese Air
Force Base, ( formerly Lubbock Army
Air Field), and several small towns
around Lubbock, including Abernathy.

The telephone company assigned
Arthur to Abernathy February 1, 1950.
The telephone company has been in
three different locations: in a wood
building where Southwestern Public
Service Co. currently is located, and at
406 10th Street, the present location of
Angie's Beauty Salon, and nowy at 711
10th Street. The first two locations
housed equipment that required tele-
phone operators. When Abernathy was
converted to the dial system Dec. 6,
1959, it was housed in a new brick
building at its current location on the
corner of 10th Street and Avenue H.

Arthur has been a part of the
telephone company’s healthy growth in
Abernathy from the 325 telephones
when he first started serving the local
exchange to the estimated 2,100 tele-
phones in 1981 .

Arthur has developed knee trouble
that hampers his climbing up and down
telephone poles. He could have stayed
with the comany for another three
years, but it would require a transfer to
another town and working inside. He
didn’t want to move to another town,
and he did not want a job that required
him to stay in-doors.

Wayne R. Arthur was born August
20, 1919, in Lamar, Oklahoma to Mr.
and Mrs. Wesley Arthur. He attended

schools in Lamar, Okla., and in Claren-

don, Texas. The family moved back to

Lamar from Clarendon.

He married Verda Sindelar July 4,
1945. A native of Wetumka, Okla.. She
is a daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Joe
Sindelar.

Mr. and Mrs. Arthur attend the
Church of the Nazarene.

Wayne, a veteran of World War II, is
a member of the Disabled American
Veterans organization. He was on U.S.
Army duty from 1942 to 1945.and was in
Africa, Sicily, Italy, France, Germany,
Austria and England. He was wounded
in the Anzio Beachhead battle in Italy,
and has the Purple Heart Medal.

Mr. and Mrs. Arthur have four
children, all of whom started to school
in Abernathy and graduated from AHS.
They are Jerry, Gary, Sandra and
Joyce.

Jerry married Miss Linda Sheek.
They have three children, and reside in
Morton. Jerry is following in his fat-
her's footsteps (or climbing spikes).
He is employed by General Telephone
Company of the Southwest at Morton.

Gary married Miss Sherrie Walcott.
They have two children, and reside in
Lubbock, where Gary is a draftsman
for a steel company.

Sandra married David Causbie. They
have two children, and live in Crosby-
ton, where David also is employed by
General Telephone Company of the
Southwest.

Joyce, the youngest of the Arthur
children, is married to James Conn, son
of Mr. and Mrs. Buford Conn of County
Line. They and their two children
recently moved from Abernathy to
Littlefield. James is employed by
Southwestern Public Service Company
at the new coal-burning Tolk generat-
ing plant northeast of Littlefield.

Arthur's replacement in Abernathy
will be Tony Gerreu, a former resident
of Michigan. Mr. and Mrs. Gerreu
have two sons who are in school here.
The family will move here from Lub-
bock. Tony has been working here with
Wayne since August.
