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City Council Accepts Floodplain
Management Ordinance

The Abernathy City Council met
Monday, August 6 at 7:30 p.m. to
discuss floodplain management  re-
gulations and several other items of
business on the agenda.

Mr. and Mrs. Jackie Barton were
present to discuss floodplain manage-
ment regulations for Abernathy. Bar-
ton brought a map designating the
floodplain zones
Two floodplain zones were designa-
ted on the map. Zone A was design-
ated by the U.S. Department of
Housing and Urban Development, as
an area of 100-year floodplain. This
primarily includes the area from 6th
street to 11th street between Ave. J
and the corporate limits west of Ave.
M. All other areas of Abernathy were
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L TWO-A-DAY WORKOUTS

designated Zone C, which is a 500-
year floodplain. Permit application
requirements will be required for
development within the floodplain
area.

The council passed a floodplain
management ordinance. This made
Abernathy eligible for National Flood
Insurance for those who wish to ac-
quire it. The main reason for adopt-
ing a floodplain ordinance was to
make Abernathy residents eligible for
National Floodplain Insurance.

Also in the ordinance, a City Flood-
plain Administrator has to be named.
The Council will appoint a Floodplain
Administrator at a future meeting.

Anderson noted that the
financial implications of a
set-aside program are far
reaching. '‘Producing less
may well mean that farmers
will make money," he said
Base cotton acreage would
have to be reduced in the
range of 25 percent or more
to be effective in reducing
surplus stocks.”

in cotton acreage and pro-
duction next year which
would almost certainly push
prices well below production
costs."”

Adverse weather has
severely reduced cotton
acreage this year so that the
crop could be below use
levels. That, said Anderson,
could reduce carryover
stocks and cause the USDA
to decide against an acreage
set-aside program, which
would be a mistake

GSPA Recommends Changes
In Feed Grain Program

Secretary of Agriculture
John R. Block has called for
public comment by August
26 on provisions of the 1983
feed grain program, the de-
tails of which must be an-
nounced by Nov. 15. Block
said he plans to announce
the 1983 program well in
advance of the Nov. 15
statutory deadline

Grain Sorghum Producers
Association, the national or-
ganization of sorghum
farmers, has recommended
the following provisions:

I. A minimum of 20 per
cent acreage reduction com-

A. 10 percent-aside

B. 10 percent paid
diversion with payment
levels high enough to get 80

II. Loan levels at 90 per
cent of the estimated nation-
al average cost of produc-
tion, including land costs

II1. Immediate entry into
the farmer-held reserve pro-
gram with reserve loans set
at the national average cost
of production (including
land costs) with release
levels no less than 115 per-
cent of the cost of produc-
tion

Grain Sorghum Producers
Association ( GSPA) believ-
es the 1983 feed grain pro-
gram should be aimed at
stabilizing grain prices so a
farmer can again have the
potential to earn a profit on
his crop. The current pro-
gram will permit a profit
only in the event of a world-
wide crop failure

Any time there is an esti-
mated two month’s carry-in
supply of grain, prices will
be at, or below, the esta-
blished CCC loan plus carry-
ing charges. History of the
past twenty years shows
that, in the absence of a loan
level at the cost of produc-
tion, the market price ex-

cost of production only when
the supply dropped to a one
month’s supply carryover.
( “Carry-in supply”’ and
“carryover stocks'' refer to
stocks left over at the end of
the marketing vear. A
“month’s supply” is the
total amount expected to be
consumed in one month.)

The US. had a three and
one-half month’'s supply
carryover of corn and sor-
ghum at the beginning of
this marketing year ( Oct. 1,
1981) and prospects are that
the amount will increase
with the 198 harvest
Prices are well below the
loan and even further below
the cost of production

GSPA states that it will be
necessary to reduce the total
combined carryover of grain
sorghum and com to less

than 700 million bushels
( one month’s supply) before
farmers can expect any pro-
fit from market prices. This
can be achieved only by a
program designed to take
land out of production, and it
must be attractive enough to
assure participation. Diver-
sion payments and higher
loan levels are necessary

It is a known fact that
Government costs will be
less with an adequate diver-
sion program and higher

loans. The Congressional
Budget Office studies have
shown that it costs the
government less to pay

diversion payments than to
pay storage and interest on
grain in the loan and re-
serve.

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major emphasis in the recommendations for the 1983
cotton program provisions being submitted by
Lubbock-based Plains Cotton Growers, Inc.

PCG officials are fully aware that the loan and
target price levels for 1983 are important factors,
they explain, “but unlike acreage reduction provisions,
the language of the Food and Agriculture Act of
1981 doesn’t give the Secretary of Agriculture much
if any leeway in making those decisions.”

“However,” says PCG Executive Vice President
Donald Johnson, ‘“we won’t miss the opportunity to
stress the need for legislation permitting a higher
loan and target price in the future along with our
recommendations that both be set in 1983 at the
highest level possible under existing law.”

PCG’s 1983 program recommendations were
developed at an August 5 meeting of the organiza-
tion’s 11-member Executive Committee and conform
to policies adopted earlier by the Board of Directors
calling for reduced acreage, higher loans and target
prices.

Secretary of Agriculture John Block has been
quoted recently to the effect that this year’s cotton
acreage losses in Texas and Oklahoma might preclude
the necessity for a cotton acreage reduction program
in 1983.

But PCG contends that under current supply and
demand conditions a burdensome carryover still is in
prospect for the end of the current marketing year,
making acreage reduction essential to any possibility
of price recovery in 1983.

Among those agreeing with this view is the Texas
Association of Cotton Producer Organizations, which
represents farmers from all cotton producing regions
of the State and is submitting acreage recommenda-
tions identical to those of PCG.

Also, according to a report from PCG Board
Chairman Gary Ivey of Ralls, the Producér Steering
Committee of the National Cotton Council, meeting
in Phoenix August 12, declined to suggest specifics
but voted to recommend ‘“an acreage reduction pro-
gram which would reduce the 1983 cotton carryover
to a range of from 3.5 to four million bales.” t

“Given the absence of legislative authority to
provide adequate price protection through the loan
and target price,” Johnson states,“many of us agree
that the only alternative is to guard against repeating
the excess production that has so severely depres§ed
and continues to depress the price of our product
in the marketplace.” :

USDA has called for comment on the 1983 cotton
program by September 13 and plans to announce
final decisions around November 1 of this year.

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Shallowater Growth
Aided By County

EDITOR'S NOTE: The
following information came
from “*An Early History of
Shallowater’” by Don Casey.
Lubbock County officials
felt that it was time to
improve the region. They
purchased and developed
parks within most county
towns, including Shallo-
water.

In July 1921, Commission-
ers B.N. Wheeler and Paul
von Rosenberg were
authorized to obtain six to
ten acres for a park in
Shallowater. The officials
selected almost ten acres
north of the railroad tracks,
and the county paid Mrs
Bowles $609 for the land in
March 1922. Trees were
planted and a swimming
pool was built. Supplied with
water from a nearby wind-
mill, the concrete pool was a

“paradise” to the local
young people.

One afternoon during a
West Texas windstorm, Bob
Crump noticed from across
the railroad that the wind-
mill was leaning dangerous-
ly too far under the strain.
Crump, Clint Calley, and
Horace Gaither quickly tied
ropes to the windmill and
staked it in a more upright
position. The damage was
surveyed the next day, and
residents declared that the
windmill was ‘“‘good for
another fifty years.”

County officials decided
then to build a community
club house. Two stories in
height, the building was fifty
by eighty feet in size, and
contained a complete stage,
a 500-seat auditorium, and a
kitchen in the basement. A

1918, Shallowater citizens
petitioned the Commission
ers Court to eliminate a
dangerous railroad crossing
southeast of the town, by
opening a new public road
totally south of the tracks.

The request was granted
and the new road was
named the ““RQM Highway’
after Roger Q. Mills, a
famous Texas who repre
sented the state in the US
Senate and Congress from
1873 until 1899. The dirt
road was paved in 1930

Other roads were com
pleted during the late 1920’s
and joined other communi
ties and united them with
the outside world

Suicide was ruled Friday
in the shooting deaths of two

nightclub  employees in
separate incidents Thursday
night.

Justice of the Peace

Charles Smith ruled that
Lester Howard ‘‘Buba’ Lee
Jr., 28, of 4906 14th St. died
from a self-inflicted gunshot
wound to the right side of
the head.

A 45-caliber semi-auto-
matic pistol was found near
the body, which was lying
near an ice bin inside the
Blue Moon Cafe, formerly of
burlesque bar called the
Sweet Retreat, at 1813
Texas Ave. Lee was bar
manager at the establish-
ment.

Witnesses told officers Lee
had spoken angrily to a
woman, telling her to get
away from him seconds be-
fore picking up the pistol
from behind the bar and
shooting himself

In an earlier incident at
7:42 p.m., Justice of the
Peace Wayne LeCroy ruled
that Keith Arlin Choate, 21,
of 7502 Ave. H, Apt. 115,
who worked as a disc jockey
at Bandy's Club at 711 34th
St., died from a self-inflicted
gunshot to the chest.

Choate was pronounced
dead after emergency treat-
ment at Methodist Hospital.

According to reports,

Choate shot himself in the
chest after a confrontation
with a police officer in the
club’s parking lot.

Officers were called to the
club after receiving a report
that gunshots had been fired
and discovered Choate with
a gun in his hand near a
dumpster in the parking lot.

Patrol officer Troy Coon
ordered the man to put down
the pistol, but Choate re-
fused, turning his back to
the officer and shot himself
once in the chest with a

22-caliber revolver.

The Abilene native had
been a security guard for
two years with Advance
Security Co. of Lubbock, had
been employed with C&S
Wrecker Service of Lubbock
and served in the U.S.
Marine Corps
