Last year, when the 
Plains Cowboys came to 
New Deal, the game was 
delayed for more than half 
an hour due to a pviwer 
problem with the stadium 
lights. The game rmally got 
under way with only the 
visitors side lights on; 
however, full power was 
restored shortly thereafter. 
The game delay must have 
hurt the I ions and helped 
the Cowboys as they went 
on to defeat the Lions, 21-0.

Last Friday night, Cow- 
bovs paid another visit to 
Faubion Memorial Field and 
it wasn’ t long that they 
were probably wishing the 
lights would go out again.

Ill the first quarter, the 
Cowboys problems started 
Irom the opening kickoff. 
When the Lions kicked off. 
the Plains receiver couldn't 
find the handle on the ball 
and when he finally did. he 
had no place to go as the 
Lion defenders swarmed all 
over him.

On the next kickoff. 
Plains couldn't control the 
ball again and had to start 
deep in Lion territory. The 
Cowboys could not move the 
ball against the New Deal 
defense and had to punt, 
but the ball was snapped 
over the punters head into 
the end zone, where Lion 
defensive end Ken Richard­
son recovered the fixitball 
for another New Deal score.

The PAT attempt was no 
gixxl and the score at the 
erd of the first quarter was.

New Deal - 13. Plains • 0.
In the second quarter, 

things didn't get any better 
for the CowLkivs. Each time 
the Lions kicked off. the 
Cowboys had trouble get­
ting a gcxid handle on the 
ball. The Lions defense held 
the CowlHvys offense every 
possession in the first half.

The Lions continued to 
move the ball offensively 
with Robert Jackson and 
Steve Jerden running, and 
the passing and running of 
(JB Craig Harrington. 
Robert Lee Villegas, filling 
III for the injured Henry 
Ramirez, did his share of 
the ball carrying also and he 
did score the next touch­
down on a 2 yard run. The 
Lions 2 point conversion try 
failed and the Lions led. 
14-0. The score remained 
the same for much of the 
second quarter until late 
when the Lions had moved 
once again into Cowboy 
territory.

New Deal had moved to 
the Cowboy 22 yard line and 
called time out with just 1 
second showing on the 
cliK'k. The Lions ran up to 
the line of scrimmage. QB 
Harrington dropped back 
and fired a pass to Nathan 
Shannon for the touchdown. 
Shannon’s catch was specta­
cular. to say the least, as he 
had to stretch his whole 
body and arms out while 
dragging his tip tix̂ s in­
bounds to make the catch. 
There was no way a 
defender could have stop­
ped the catch without inter- 
ferring with the receiver. 
The Lions PAT attempt was 
no gixvd and the halftime 
score was.

In the third quarter, the 
Lions defense continued to 
stifle the Plains offense. On 
the other hand. Lions offen­
se stopped itself with penal­
ties.

The Lions next 
opponent will be the Shallo- 
water Mustangs. The Mus­
tangs will bring a 8-1-0 
season record and a 4-0-0 
district record into the 
contest. The game winner 
will be the district champion 
of District 6-AA. Both 
teams, however, will be in 
the play-off picture.

This undoubtedly will be 
the biggest game of the 
year for both teams. This 
game, between New Deal 
and Shallowater since the 
1480 year, has developed 
into a bitter rivalry between 
the two teams. The 1480 
year marked the first time 
the Mustangs had ever 
beaten the l.ions in fixxball

That score was 10-8.
That loss was the only 

defeat for the Lions, but it 
was a district game and 
New Deal was knocked out 
of the playoffs with a 4-1-0 
record.

In 1481. the Lions were

defeated once again by the 
Mustangs by a score of 
16-1.3. The Lions will give it 
their all this Friday night 
and trv to break that 2 
game losing streak against 
the Mustangs.
