
Fire And Police Depts. Prepare 
For Tornado Season

As spring-like weather approaches, 
we are again reminded that tornado 
season is just around the corner.

The Abernathy Police Department 
and Volunteer Fire Department would 
like to review the citizens o f 
Abernathy on a few safety tips which 
should be remembered during this 
dreaded season of the year.

When a tornado threatens, your 
immediate action can save your life.

TIPS TO REMEMBER

1. TORNADO WATCH-tornadoes 
and severe thunderstorms are pos­
sible.

2. TORNADO WARINING-tornado 
detected: take shelter immediately.

3. In homes and small buildings, go 
to the basement or to an interior part 
on the lowest level-closets, bathrixims, 
or interior halls. Get under something 
sturdy.

4. In schools, nursing homes, 
hospitals, factories, and shopping 
centers, go to pre-designated shelter 
areas. Interior hallways on the lowest 
f1(M)r are usually best.

5. In high-rise buildings, go to 
interior small rt)oms or hallways.

b. In mobile homes or vehicles.

structure. If there is no shelter nearby, 
lie flat in the nearest ditch, ravine, or 
culvert with your hands shielding your 
head.

7. Stay away from windows, doors, 
and outside walls.

8. Listen to radio, television, or

LOCAL EMERGENCY SYSTEM

The Abernathy Police Department 
and Fire Department will have trained 
spotters observing the approach of 
threatening weather, should a watch 
for our area be issued by the National 
Weather Service.

In the event of possible danger to 
lives or property from tornadoes, the 
sirens will be sounded.

The community warning network 
cannot be completely effective, despite 
all efforts to improve its coverage and 
response time. There is always the 
chance that a tornado will not be

used all are siren equipped - this gives 
the city 9 additional sirens to be used.

The downtown sirens will not cover 
the city due to growth and also wind 
conditions, but will be used along with 
the city vehicles.

If you hear sirens during a tornado 
warning, take immediate cover - this 
a>uld be the only warning you have.

The spotters will be covering from 
the South-Southwest-West-North west 
of Abernathy.

When the spotters confirm a wall- 
cloud with rotation, a funnel near the 
ground, nr a tornado on the ground 
approaching Abernathy, this report 
will go to F..O.C. The Fire Department 
personnel will make the decision of 
whether or not to sound the warning

system. This depends on spotter 
information and National Weather 
Service reports, which the Fire 
iK'partment has direct contact with.

If the warning is to be given, the 
sirens downtown will be used along 
with city trucks still in town or close 
by. The Fire Department trucks or 
|)olicc cars will probably have only 
enough time to make one pass down 
the streets, this depends on the 
distance from town in which the 
spotters have confirmed the tornado, 
its speed and direction of travel.

The Abernathy Volunteer Fire Dep­
artment and Police Department would 
like to have the full cmiporation of all 
citizens of Abernathy.

In order for this warning system to 
be effective, everyone should follow 
these do’ s and do not's:

Listen to NOAA W eather Radio 
reports.

Listen to your T.V.
Follow the previously mentioned 

safety tips when a warning is issued.
Make your plans early.
Do not panic.
Do not get in your vehicle and go to 

the fire station or downtown.
School officials will have the Junior 

High building, at 9th and Ave G, open 
during severe weather for your use 
during evening hours.

Clip out the above information, and 
keep for future use.

This 
is the amount it will take to rennovate 
the building and transform it into a 
working Senior Citizens Center.

City Manager Rod Ellis and Keith 
Tooley made the final proposal 
Monday to the SPAG Board of the 
Aging. SPAG will reach a decision on 
if they will allow Abernathy the $27 
thousand requested by April 12. 
Approximately 47 other groups are

also seeking supplemental funds form 
SPAG at this same time, but is is 
hoped that Abernathy will be granted 
most of the $27 thousand requested to 
KCt tVir Center in •  cunAitinti wWere it 
can be used.

LA N D S C A PE -A  bed o f 
flowering annuals is a 
versatile means of providing 
t\)lor and accents in home 
landscapes, says a land­
scape horticulturist with the 
Texas Agricultural Extens­
ion Service, Texas A&M 
University System.

COTTON USE IM P ­
ROVES: Cotton use by U.S. 
mills increased in February 
as the seasonally adjusted 
annual rate rose to 5.5 
million 4H0-pound bale-equ­
ivalents. according to the 
National Cotton Council. 
This was 1.8 percent higher 
than the January figure and 
9.5 percent ahead of the 
5-milliun-bale recorded a 
year ago.

The February total mark­
ed the highest rate of 
consumption since last 
April. Cotton’ s share of 
total fiber use settled at
25.8 percent, compared with
25.9 percent the previous 
month and 25.5 percent a 
year earlier.

Use o f all fibers by 
domestic mills advanced to 
21.3 million bale-equival­
ents, 2.6 percent above the 
January level and 8.4 per­
cent higher than February 
last year, the Council re­
ported.

The President of Texas 
Farmers Union announced

kmg-term program to pro­
vide continuous supply 
management of agricultural 
commodities.

TFU head Mike Moeller, 
who farms in Hays and 
Guadalupe Counties, ex ­
pressed optimism with re­
gard to participation by 
Texas farmers as well as 
farmers throughout the Un­
ited States in the 1983 crop 
land diversion program. 
Moeller emphasized that of 
the 82 million acres of crop 
land that will be taken out 
of production in 1983, 
nearly ten million acres, or

approximately 12% of the 
total, is Texas crop land. He 
said he was both surprised 
and pleased that Texas 
wheat farmers had actually 
exceeded the national ave­
rage under the Set Aside 
Program. While some 35% 
of the total wheat acreage in 
the United States will be 
held out of production under 
the PIK proposal. Texas 
wheat farmers plan to set

aside 41% of their base 
wheat acreage in 1983. In 
addition, Moeller said Texas 
rice farmers would divert 
46% of their base acreage 
compared to a 43% national 
average. He went on to say

Nationwide, 
feed grain farmers will 
divert some 39% of their 
base acreage, while in 
Texas some 2.4 million feed 
grain acres will be idled, 
which represents about 35% 
of the base for the state.

"This high rate of partici­
pation by Texas farmers and 
those from other states,”  
M oeller said, "dem on s­
trates quite clearly that 
farmers want, and will 
support, a system of supply 
management that provides 
reasonable incentives to 
take land out of product­
ion.”

M oeller, however, tem­
pered his optimism with a 
note of caution. "A ll the 
g(M)d accomplished by the 
1983 PIK program will be 
for naught if Congress and 
the Administration don’t act 
quickly to provide a continu­
ing supply management 
program for 1984 and sub­
sequent years.”  M oeller

added that he was encour­
aged by remarks that U.S. 
Secretary o f Agriculture 
John Block made at the 
recent National Farmers 
Union Convention, where 
Block pledged to support a 
program similar to PIK for 
1984. Moeller said that he 
would be meeting s(K>n with 
the heads of other agricul­
ture-related organizations to 
help develop such an on­
going program o f supply 
management, and he ex ­
pressed hope that if  a 
consensus program can be 
developed. Congress and 
the Administration would 
act quickly to ratify it.

"Fanners need to be 
assured that there will be a 
long-term program to keep 
supply and demand for 
agricultural commodities in 
balance. Without such a 
program we will fall right 
back into the (tver-product­
ion, low price trap that 
we’ve been in for the past 
several years. I think the 
high rate of sign up in the 
PIK program shows that 
American farmers don’ t 
want that to happen ," 
Mcxiller concluded.
