
Another Abemathian 
Shot In Luhhock

A 14-year-old Abernathy youth was 
shot in Lubb<x.'k last Saturday, making 
this the second shooting incident 
involving an Abemathian in the past 
four weeks. Cody Payne was shot in 
the arm June 24th in LubbiK-k.

This time the victim was David 
Bolanos. Bolanos and a 15-year-old 
friend were standing in the front yard 
of a house liK-ated in the 2h00 blwk of 
Baylor Street, when iK'cupants of a 
blue car drove by and fired several 
shots from a small-caliber gun. One of

the bullets hit Bolanos in the left leg.
Bolanos was transported  in a 

private vehicle to St. Mary of the 
Plains Hospital. He was taken to the 
emergency department, treated and 
released the same day (Saturday). No 
operation was necessary, since the 
bullet went through the leg complete­
ly. Bolanos is being treated on an 
out-patient basis.

LubbiKk Police Officers are present­
ly investigating the shooting.

Council Hears Proposal By Hale 
County To Collect City Taxes

The Abernathy City Council consi­
dered a proposal by the Hale County 
Tax A ssessor/C ollector to collect 
Abernathy City taxes. This proposal 
was discussed at the July 11 City 
Council meeting held at 7:30 p.m. in 
the small City Hall meeting room.

Tax A ssessor/C ollector Christine 
Vinson, accompanied by associate 
Mary Cargill, both from Plainview, 
were present at the m eeting to 
propose that Abernathy let Hale 
County collect Abernathy’s City taxes.

Vinson stated that the total tax 
collection budgets fur the county 
amounted to S2I8,862. This is the 
amount that all of the county taxing 
entities together budget each year for 
tax collections. She stated that her 
office could collect all of the taxes in 
Hale County for a fee of $48,217, 
saving the county SI70.(>44 in collec­
tion expenses.

Another example was used by 
Vinson. She stated that the City of 
Abernathy presently budgets $10 
thousand for tax collections. "T he 
amount of the tax levy is $170,459 for 
1,40b tax accounts. The county could 
collect these same accounts for 1/2 
percent of the C ity’s budgeted 
collection fee, which would be $852,” 
she said.

“ The savings come because we put 
all taxes on one statement • city, 
cx)unty, state, federal, water district, 
farm road, weed control and all other 
taxes,” Vinson said. “ This would save

Abernathy And Lorenzo Show 
Biggest Increases In Rebates

State Com ptroller Bob Bullock 
Thursday sent checks totaling $35.1 
million to 974 cities that levy the 
one-percent city sales tax.

"Our total payments to cities so far 
this year are still running about one 
percent behind last year,” BulhK-k 
said in sending the July checks to the 
cities. "Texas was slow to enter the 
national recession and we are still 
lagging behind in the recovery. Most 
major Texas cities are beginning to 
show higher tax receipts than last 
year, but the border and oil and gas 
producing areas are still substantially 
behind.”

The City of Abernathy received a 
check for $1,987 this period, bringing 
this year’s total up $27,611, up 14.95 
percent from 1982, at this time, when 
Abernathy had only been rebated 
$24,020. Rebates have increased more 
for Abernathy this year than any other 
town in the county.

The only other town in the county 
which has been showing an increase in 
rebates over 1982 is Hale Center. This

city will receive a check for $970 this 
period, up 5.51 percent over 1982, 
bringing that city’s total rebates to 
$16,.144.

Fdmonson will not receive a check 
this period, down 42 percent, bringing 
that city’s total to $818 thus far. 
Petersburg will not receive a check 
this period as well, down almost 8 
percent, bringing that city’s total to 
$8,615.

Pluinview is also down almost 8 
percent in the amount they have been 
rebated this year. Hale County as a 
whole is down 6.58 percent compared 
to 1982.

LubbiK'k County is showing a 4.25 
percent increase in rebates. New Deal 
will not receive a check this period, 
but that city is still up 12.40 percent, 
having already received $1,758 so far 
for 1983. Slaton is also up this year as 
that city will receive a check for 
$6,451, up 4.50 percent, bringing that 
city’s total to $90,611.

Wolfforth will be rebated $1,219 this 
period, down 1.34 percent, bringing

the City time and labor,” she added.
Vinson also thinks that the state will 

require that all taxes be collected by 
one central office in the near future. 
" If we don 't get the City of 
Abernathy’s account now, it might be 
handled by some other taxing entity in 
the county, such as the Hale County 
Appraisal District,” Vinson said.

Council members agreed that they 
would rather than the Hale County 
collect the taxes than the appraisal 
district, but that they would prefer the 
City continue to collect the taxes, 
rather than Hale County. Their 
reasoning was that local citizens are 
able to pay their taxes directly to the 
City, rather than having to drive to 
Plainview or call long distance to ask 
tax questions and discuss problems 
they might have. Another thing the 
Councilmen pointed out was that, if

the County handles all of the taxes, 
citizens would receive one tax state­
ment for everything at one time - city, 
state, federal, etc., and this would be 
tix) heavy a burden for some local 
taxpayers, because they would have to 
pay the taxes in one lump sum.

The Hale County Tax Office 
presently collects county, farm to 
market. State of Texas, High Plains 
Underground W ater District. Hale 
County Noxious Weed Control and 
City of Fdmonson taxes. They have 
just recently contracted with the City 
of Hale Center to collect their taxes, 
is well.

The Councilmen favored de-centrali- 
zation of tax collections and continua­
tion of having the City collect taxes. 
No action was taken and the subject 
has been dropped indefinitely.

Other Business

Mayor Pete Thompson called the 
meeting to order with all Council 
members present. The minutes of the 
June 13 meeting were approved.

Visitors present were C. R. Vecchio, 
G. W, Johnson, Emma Palacios. Lottie 
Jones. Nadine Rodden and Bill Scott.

Lottie Jones informed the Council 
that she has two rental housing units 
being subsidized by the federal 
government through the Plainview- 
Housing Authority. Under the program 
(Section 8 - Rental Subsidy Program), 
low inc-ome renters are reimbursed for 
a portion, or all. of their rent.

Prior to May 1983, the City was not 
even aware that the Plainview Housing 
Authority was subsidizing some six 
low income housing units in Aberna-

No Decision Made By Grand Jnry 
Concerning McNeal Death

No decision was made by the Grand 
Jury last week concerning seven IcKal 
Mexican American males and their 
connection with the death of Joseph 
McNeal. which occurred Saturday. 
July 2 in Abernathy.

The seven men on trial for the death 
of McNeal are still in the Lubbock 
County jail, but their bonds have been 
reduced from $25 thousand each to $5 
thousand, since none of the men could 
make bail. The seven men being held 
arc Roberto Salinas. Felix Salinas,

Guadalupe Salinas, Natividad Mendo­
za, Ricky Martinez. Arnulfo Ramos 
and Andrew Salinas.

The Grand Jury did not make a 
decision on the case at this time 
because they need more information 
about the incident. Therefore, the 
investigation is continuing and the 
Grand Jury will not meet again until 
the investigation is complete.

When the Grand Jury meets again, 
they will make one of three decisions: 
a bill • the seven men will go to trial.

meaning there is enough evidence 
against them to bring them to trial: no 
bill - they will be set kxtse. meaning 
there is not enough evidence to put 
them on trial; or a pass - which means 
no decision can be made by the Grand 
Jury until they meet again.

It was reported that witnesses and 
suspects connected with the incident 
will be put on a polygraph machine 
this week, in order to find out if the 
story given to pol.ice officers is 
cofnpletelv true.

that city’s take to $16,610. Idalou will 
be rebated $1,550 this period, down 
6.20 percent, bringing that city’s total 
to $18,606. Lubbock was up 4.29 
perc-ent.

In Swisher County, Tulia will receive 
a check for $5,262, up 1.25 percent 
over 1982, bringing that city’s total to 
$65,943. Happy was up 3.62 percent 
and Kress was up 7 percent. Overall. 
Swisher County had a 1.84 percent 
increase in rebates compared to last 
year at this time.

Floyd County as a whole is showing 
a 5.92 percent decrease in rebates. 
Floydada will receive a check for 
$3,024 this period, down 5.69 percent, 
bringing that city’s total to $47,306. 
Lockney will be rebated $1,401, down 
6.43 percent, bringing that city’s total 
to $21,112.

Crosby County rebates have in­
creased 5.11 percent. Crosbyton was 
up 8.30 percent and Lorenzo 19.82 
percent, but Ralls was down slightly 
1.55 ptercent.

The City and MTA sales taxes are 
collected along with the state sales tax 
by merchants and rebated monthly to 
the cities in which they are collected 
by the Comptroller.

The July checks were for taxes 
collected on sales made in May and 
reported to the Comptroller by the end 
of June.

Rain Showers 
C ool Area Off

The scattered rain showers received 
last Friday were a welcomed sight as 
Abernathy and the area have been 
scorched with 90 to 100 degree 
tem peratures for the past several 
weeks.

Abernathy received .78 of an inch of 
rain, bringing the total moisture count 
to 7.01 inches for 1983. Thus far, this 
has not been a very wet year for 

■ Abernathy.

The showers will help Abernathy 
farmers get through this hot, dry 
growing season, but more showers will 
be needed to help dryland farms 
survive the heat.

Students Need Birth CertiBcates And 
Inununization Becords

Students enrolling in Abernathy 
Sch(H)ls for the first time this fall must 
meet immunization requirements, ac­
cording to Marie Riddell, registered 
nurse for Abernathy Schools. Riddell 
pointed out that it is a state law that 
students receive these immunizations 
prior to enrollment.

Immunization requirements are as 
follows: at least three doses of DPT.

one after four years of age; three 
doses of polio, one after four years of 
age; and one each of rubella, measles 
and mumps. These immunizations can 
be obtained from personal physicians 
or from the Health Department.

In addition to immunization records, 
birth certificates will be necessary for 
enrollment in Abernathy Schools. 
Hospital records or baptismal records

are not acceptable substitutes.
Those who do not have their child's 

birth certificate should contact the 
county clerk's office, where their child 
was born. A birth certificate will be 
issued to the parents.

Birth certificates and immunization 
records should be brought when the 
children register for school.

Plains Pest management Report
Corn

No ^southwestern corn 
borers were collected in 
li){ht traps during the past 
week. This indicates that 
first generation egg laying 
is over and we arc now 
awaiting adult emergence to 
start egg laying for second 
generation southwestern 
corn borers. The first south­
western corn borer pupae of 
this generation was ob­
served on ■' 83 in the 
Cotton Center area. This 
week several larvae have 
been observed which have 
cut exit holes in the side of 
the stalk in preparation for 
pupation. We are currently 
in the process of having 
stime computer predictions 
run which will indicate 
SWCB moth emergence.

W estern corn rootworm 
beetles are increasing in 
corn fields which were 
planted in corn last year. 
The beetles arc about ‘ 4 
inch in length and are 
usually a yellow color with 3 
black stripes down the back. 
They alsti have long anten­
nae. Because of the exis- 
teiKV of two subspecies in 
our area, other color varia­
tions exist, ranging from 
beetles that are almost 
completely yellow to ones 
which are almost solid 
black.

Sampling for western corn 
nxitworms should begin as

siHin as silks appear. One 
should inspect 10 random 
plants in 4 to 5 areas of a 
field. Plants to be inspected 
should be approached quiet­
ly si> beetles will not fly 
away. Count beetles on 
silks, tassel, leaf surfaces 
and behind the leaf axils 
(collars).

The eocnomic threshold 
for western corn rix>tworms 
can vary. Normally it takes 
10 or more beetles per plant 
to cause significant reduc­
tion of pollination, but a 
lower number (5-7) is fre­
quently considered the eciv 
nomic threshold. The 
amount of silk pruning is 
also a factor to be consi­
dered before treatment de­
cisions are made. When 
adults keep silks chewed 
back to within '/t inch of the 
shuck, pooly filled ears may 
result from (xx>r pollination.

In the corn belt, growers 
sometimes control adult 
western corn nxitworm in 
an effort to reduce root 
feeding by larvae the follow­
ing year, when corn is to be 
planted back on the same 
field. Several states have a 
threshold of 1-5 beetles per 
plant where corn will follow 
corn.

Spider mites are present 
in several fields on the 
lower leaves of plants. 
Applications for western 
corn nxitworm beetles could 
result in a spider mite

Sorghum

Corn leaf aphids continue 
to infest the whorl area of

the plant. Seed prixluction 
fields should be monitored 
closely for this pest, since 
stime of the female lines 
have shown sensitivity to 
the aphid by leaf tissue 
turning red.

G reenbugs are being 
found on the lower leaves of 
the sorghum plants. Popula­
tions have ranged from 0 to 
25 per plant. Very little 
damage has been observed 
due to greenbugs. In some 
cases, mixed colonies of 
greenbugs and corn leaf 
aphids can be found. They 
can be separated easily. The 
greenbug is a pale green 
extior with a darker green 
line down their back. The 
cx>rn leaf aphid is a bluish- 
green to almost black color 
and have black legs, corni­
cles and antennae.

How To Control Sticky 
Shuck On Pecan Trees

At this time of year, some 
pecan producers need to 
spray for Sticky Shuck 
(Stem Fnd Blight). This is 
not to be confused with the 
yellow pecan aphid that 
causes honey dew on the 
pecan leaves, according to 
County Agent Ollie Liner.

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Texas Grain Sorghum Producers 
Board Slates September Election

Grain sorghum farmers in 
a 24-county area of the 
Texas High Plains will elect 
four members to the Texas 
Grain Sorghum Producers 
Board on Septem ber 15. 
Terms of four current board 
members expire at that 
time. They are Paul Cobb of 
Plains: Lee Hill of Dalhart; 
C. C. Reed of Kress and 
Olan ‘‘Jack”  Crowl of 
Morse. All incumbents are

eligible for re-election to the 
six-year, non-salaried posi­
tion as long as they are 
bona fide grain sorghum 
producers.

Any person in the 24- 
county TGSPB area who 
produces grain sorghum and 
is subject to the board 
assessm ent is eligible to 
vote, including owners of 
farms and their tenants and 
sharecroppers.

LUBBOCK, Friday, July 15, 1983
Directors of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc. July 13 

approved a 1983-84 budget of $314,750 for the 
Lubbock-based producer organization and elected 
a total of nine directors to membership on two 
of its most important committees.

The Board also took what may prove a significant 
step toward improved maritetability for H i^  Plains 
cotton by agreeing to administer a special research 
program if plans for funding such an effort are 
made effective.

Elected to the PCG Executive Committee were 
Bert Williams of Farwell, Sam Means of Ropesville, 
Hemy Kveton of Petersburg, Ben Loe of Spur, 
D. C. Newsom of Plains and Myrl Mitchell of Lenorah 
in Martin County. W'illiams is the only new member 
of the executive group, replacing Charles Axtell of 
Springlake. The others were re-elected and all will 
serve with current officers, including President 
Tommy Fondren of Lorenzo, Vice President Gerald 
Caswell of Brownfield and Secretary-Treasurer 
Bennie Claunch of Bula, and with the two most 
recent past presidents, Gary Ivey of Ralls, and Joe 
D. Unfred of New Home.

Loe was also chosen to serve on the organization’s 
Nominating Committee along with Frank Jones of 
Lamesa, Kenneth W'offord of Lockney and Larry 
Nelson of Tulia. Nelson is a new member of this 
committee, replacing Williams. The four will serve 
with the three most recent past presidents, Ivey, 
Unfred and Lloyd Cline of Lamesa.

The 1983-84 budget compares to a budget of 
$308,550 in 1982-83, a two percent increase which, 
according to President Tommy Fondren of Lorenzo 
“is the very minimum necessary to cover the rising 
costs incurred in PCG’s program of market develop­
ment, research, legislative and other membership 
services.”

Representatives of the cotton compress industry 
in the 25-county PCG territory earlier this year 
made known to PCG the industry’s intention to 
develop financing for ongoing and expanded cotton­
seed breeding and related research that, together 
with instrument classing, would enhance the market­
ability and thus the profitability of High Plains 
cotton. And, citing the well known success of PCG’s 
boll weevil control program, compress people asked 
that PCG administer the effort through a steering 
committee, maintaining strictly separate funds as 
is done in the boll weevil program.

If area compresses follow through with current 
thinking there will be a separate ten cent item added 
to compress receiving charges, with refunds available 
on request.

Many details of the program are still in the develop­
ment stage, PCG Executive Vice President Donald 
Johnson emphasizes, “but if there are no changes in 
compress plans, PCG is now committed to admin­
istering the research program with the same dedica­
tion to producer interests we have shown through 
the years in management of the boll weevil control 
program.”

R ESE A R C H  N EED S 
STRESSED: The National 
Cotton Council is concerned 
about the continued drop in 
federal funding for aitton 
and agricultural research.

In a statement submitted 
to a House Agriculture 
subcommittee, the Council 
noted the public 's return  
from crop and livestock 
research ranges from 18 to 
n o  percent. Consumers en­
joy a 35 percent return from 
every dollar spent on cotton 
research.

"Adding to our concern is 
the Agricultural Research 
Service six-year plan re ­
leased in February. It sig­
nals further sharp reduc­
tions in several important 
research areas. For exam­
ple, the all-important cate­
gory of cotton insect, dis­
ease, nematixle, and weed 
control could be cut nearly 
in half.” the Council said.

C O N G R ESS MOVES 
AGAINST PLANT-FOR-PIK;
Four separate legislative 
measures aimed at revers­
ing USDA's decision to 
require cxitton prixlucers to 
use 1483 crop cotton for 
payment-in-kind program 
are now moving in Con­
gress.

Cotton industry leaders 
led by the National Cotton 
Council testified at House 
hearings in support of a bill 
requiring the Secretary of 
Agriculture to reopen the 
cxitton bid program. Wit­
nesses pointed out that the 
USDA decision would result 
in losses and litigation for 
various industry segments.

Testifying were John S. 
(Duke) Barr, III, the Coun­
cil's  Producer Steering 
Committee chairman; Jack 
Francis. Arizona Cotton 
Growers; Sam Leake, Louis­
iana Cotton Producers: Chip 
Morgan, Delta Council;

Dear Keith;

On May 25. 1983, the 
Abernathy volunteer fire 
departm ent sponsored a 
blood drive at which 54 
people donated blood. Seve­
ral other people tried to 
donate, but were turned 
down because they had B + 
bUxid types. It has come to 
our attention that some 
misunderstanding exists 
because these donors were 
turned down. I would like to 
explain the reasons for what 
happened.

Generally, blood supplies 
for all bUH)d types are low 
enough that the blood bank 
accepts everyone who is 
healthy as a donor. There is 
almost never a surplus of B 
type blood. In May, how­
ever. an extreme demand 
for O blood types, coupled 
with generous giving by 
other types, led to the 
unusual situation of having 
a general shortage of blood, 
while at the same time 
having a surplus of B +  .

Obviously these surplus 
types cannot be given to a 
patient of another blood 
type without serious reac­
tions. In addition, summer 
was just around the corner--

summer in which there are 
always shortages of all 
blood types.

Therefore, United Blood 
Services felt that it would 
be better to have those B + 
blood types available later 
in the summer when the 
need was greater. Naturally, 
we would not wish to draw 
someone's blood if we knew 
in advance that it could 
expire without being used.

It is a difficult task to 
provide over 2000 units of 
blood each month in just the 
right types for each patient. 
Sometimes, in the best 
interests of the patient, we 
feel that it may be better to 
“ save”  certain donors for 
when they are especially 
needed. This was definitely 
the case at the May blood 
drive.

Donors of all types con­
tinue to be needed. Please 
forgive us if we did not 
adequately explain the sit­
uation. We appreciate your 
community efforts with the 
blood program and hope 
you will try again.

thy. In a formal letter dated June 1, 
I ÎSJ, the Plainview Housing Authority 
issued a formal apology to the City of 
Abernathy for operating this housing 
subsidy program in Abernathy, with­
out having the prior consent of the 
Council.

Lottie Jones owns two of the 
apartments, which were under this 
federal program^ and was present at 
the meeting because this program was 
terminated June 30, and she wants it 
to continue. Those on this program in 
apartm ents owned by Jones were 
present to inform the Council about 
how much they were paying for rent 
and how much they were reimbursed 
each month by the government 
through this program. Their argument 
was that they cannot afford to rent 
if the program is not continued.

The Council decided to investigate 
how the Plainview Housing Authority

subsidizes low income rental property 
in Abernathy and other area towns, as 
well as the term s, policies and 
requirements involved, before making 
a decision as to whether or not to 
allow this program to continue in 
Abernathy. This will be discussed at 
the next City Council meeting in 
August.

The Council considered a request by 
fireman Bill Scott for the City to 
Tinance a trip, in which four local 
firemen will attend the Texas A&M 
Fire SchiKil July 24-29. The amount 
requested for the trip was $1,970 to 
cover expenses. The request was 
approved, since the City will be given 
credit on City fire insurance for 
participating in this program.

The Council passed an ordinance 
amending the refuse collection rates. 
The collection rates were increased at 
the June Council meeting.

It was pointed out that water is 
needed at the Abernathy Cemetery for

locals who wish to water plots and 
help maintain the cemetery on 
weekends. Therefore, the City decided 
to pay for SO.(XK) gallons of water 
every month ($75.(X)), or up to 2(X).(XX) 
gallons each year used at the 
cemetery. The only other organization 
in town receiving city bought water is 
the Baseball Association, which re­
ceives up to 2(X),(XX) gallons of water 
per month during the summer months.

The airport lease agreement was 
discussed by the Council. The airport 
lease expired June 30 with Max 
Crowell. He still owes the City $750 
for last year's lease. The lease with 
Crowell has not been renewed.

The Council discussed the City’s 
participation in the community devel­
opment block grant program. $900,000 
is available this year to cities in the 
15-county area. The Council decided to 
apply for a grant to be used to 
upgrade the City water system in the 
southeast portion of town.

In Gold And Silver Buyng'
Ll BBOCK. TEXAS • The

I'exas State Securities and 
Exchange Commission and 
the Better Business Bureau 
of the South Plains today 
released their Investor Alert 
for Julv warning the public 
about possible dangers in­
volved in gold and silver 
investments. The Alert des­
cribes recent problems in 
"deferred delivers " sales of

gold and silver and lists 
twelve steps investors can 
take to protect themselves 
in this often confusing 
market.

The current Alert came 
after a National AssvK’iation 
of Security Administrators 
Association BBB survey 
showed problems across the 
United States and Canada 
with investors dealing in

previous metals through 
unregulated dealers using 
unscrupulous and some­
times fraudulent tactics.

BBB President Alan Bligh 
noted that consumers Unik- 
ing for profitable ways to 
invest their money should 
take extra care in chocking 
out offers before accepting 
them. "W hile changing 
times often create new

opportunities for invest­
ment," he said, "that also 
creates new possibilities for 
those who would defraud 
investors. This Better Busi­
ness Bureau has seen this 
happen in the precious 
metals business with atten­
dant consumer confusion 
and harm to legitim ate 
sellers. What we are trying 
to do is give prospective 
investors the information 
they need to avoid dealing 
with unreliable operators."

Kenneth Hixiper, with the 
Lubbock State Securities 
and Exchange Office 
warned South Plains con­
sum ers about purchasing 
gold, silver, or any precious 
metals over the telephone 
from companies whose re­
putations are unknown. 
"Gold and silver bullion 
dealers are largely unregu­
lated in this country by 
Securities Commissions or 
the federal government. The 
public is generally on its 
own in this area. Only after 
a fraud is discovered can 
Texas and federal agencies 
move. Consequently, it is 
important that the public be 
forewarned to protect itself 
against unscrupulous gold

Bv taking advantage of 
repair services now avail­
able at Newton Radio and 
Television, local service 
agency at .K)6 Mam Street 
in Abernathy, residential 
and single-line business 
telephone custom ers in 
Abernathy can avoid char 
ges that now apply if the 
customers request the com- 
panv send employees to the 
customers' premises to re­
pair company-owned te le ­
phones

Jimmy Bennett. O pera­
tions Manager for General 
Telephone m Memphis, said 
the Public Utility Commis­
sion of Texas. May 19, 
approved a $22.50 charge 
for single-line business and 
$1"'.(X) for residential cus­
tomers who have service 
problems associated with 
the telephone instrum ent 
and who prefer the company 
to send an employee to the 
customer's premise to make 
the repair, rather than bring 
the instrument to the Uxal 
service agency.

in addition, there are 
separate charges for each

telephone outlet repaired if 
the problem is in the house 
wiring and the customer 
prefers to have the tele­
phone company make the 
repairs rather than purchas­
ing a repair kit to make the 
repairs themselves, or have 
a third party make the 
repairs. Wiring charges 
were started in 1982. but 
were increased in the recent 
ruling.

"W'e have responded to 
customers’ requests to come 
to their premises for years, 
and we are more than 
pleased to resjxind now," 
said. "T he only change, 
brought about by deregula­
tion, IS that we must charge 
a fee to recover those 
expenses from custom ers 
requesting the service.

"H ow ever, by bringing 
their single-line residential 
or business telephone in­
strument to the ItKal service 
agency and having the 
repair made, the customer 
can avoid the charge assiv 
ciated with sending an 
employee to the residence 
or business." Bennett said. 
"Wiring and jack kits are

available at the local service 
agency to repair house 
wiring problems or replace 
the hardwired outlets with 
new jacks to avoid charges 
asscK'iated with the company 
sending an employee to do 
the work,"

He explained the charge 
for sending an employee to 
a custom er’s premise to 
repair a telephone instru­
ment is not a charge to 
make the repair, but rather 
to recover the costs associ­
ated with sending an em­
ployee to the premise.

"The charges for these 
services will help keep lixal 
basic rates lower than they 
would be o therw ise ,"  he 
explained. "It offers cus­
tomers the opportunity to 
participate in the mainte­
nance of their service to 
keep l(K'al rates as low as 
possible, while providing 
customers a more conveni­
ent repair service by making 
it possible for them to bring 
their phone in, at their 
convenience, ra ther than 
waiting on service personnel 
to arrive at the residence or 
business location.

He said the changes are a 
result of the Federal Com­
munications Commission de­
regulation of term inal 
equipment, other regulatory 
decisions which encourage 
competition; and the need 
to keep monthly kx'al ser­
vice rates as low as possi­
ble.

"C harges for services 
that do not recover the costs 
of providing those services 
are paid by all customers 
through higher monthly lo­
cal service rates." he ex­
plained. "With the change 
to a deregulated environ­
ment. each individual ser­
vice must become more cost 
based, otherwise local rates 
will be much higher.

"Under the new charging 
structure, only customers 
receiving the service will 
pay the charges."

Jimmy Bennett said. 
"Customers having service 
problems should call our 
repair service. A telephone 
company employee will ask 
a series of questions about 
the problem to determine if 
the problem is in the 
telephone instrum ent, the 
house wiring or the local 
network. If it appears the 
problem is in the instru­
ment. the customer will be 
given the option of taking 
the phone to the nearest 
local repair location or 
paying the appropriate 
charge for an employee to 
visit the premise.

"If the problem is in the 
house wiring, the customer 
will be given the options of 
having the company make 
the repair for the appropri­
ate charges, purchase a 
repair kit to make the 
repairs or have a third party 
do the repairs.

"A ctual repair of the 
company-owned telephone 
instrument is done without 
charge, as are repairs to the 
telephone network, since 
these costs are recovered 
through basic service 
rates." Bennett said, "but 
there is a charge for 
dispatching an employee to 
the customer’s premise and 
for making repairs to house 
wiring or jack."

The following statement 
was issued Friday, July 8 by 
Robert L. Hardesty, Chair­
man of the board of 
Governors of the U. S. 
Postal Service, at the 
Board's July meeting in 
Austin, Texas:

At the outset of this 
meeting 1 want to say a few 
words on a subject that has 
received a great deal of 
attention in the newspapers 
and broadcast media over 
the last few months -  postal 
rates, and when they 're 
going to go up again.

The first point that needs 
to be clarified is that it is 
the Board of Governors of 
the United S tates Postal 
Service -- not the president 
or the Postmaster General 
or the Postal Rate Commis­

sion -- that determ ines 
when a new rate case will 
be filed. To date, no such 
filing has been made -  or 
authori/ed.

Because the Board has 
the key responsibility in this 
area. I believe we owe the 
mailing public a clear and 
candid explanation of what 
our thinking is on this 
subject, and what the public 
should expect in the weeks 
and months ahead.

Since the Fall of 1981, 
when the price of a First- 
Class stamp was set at 20 
cents, postal rates have 
remained essentially un­
changed. During this period 
the Postal Service has 
enjoyed substantial su r­
pluses. In Fiscal Year 1982 
the surplus was $802 mil-

lion. As for fiscal year 1983, 
which still has three months 
to run, I am pleased to 
announce today that we arc 
now projecting a surplus of 
approximately $500 million 
for the year.

These figures reflect the 
success of postal manage­
ment, with substantial sup­
port from the Board, in 
raising productivity and con­
trolling costs. But they also 
are attributable in large part 
to an unexpected and spec­
tacular drop in the inflation 
rate.

For these reasons, I am 
also pleased to announce 
that the Board has deter­
mined that there is no need 
for a general rate increase 
until October of 1984 -  at 
the earliest. In other words, 
the effective date of any 
increase is at least 15 
months away!

As proud as we are of last 
year's  surplus of $802 
million and our success so 
far this year, we have to 
keep these figures in per­
spective.

First, this is a $24 billion 
a year business with 
675,000 em ployees. This 
year's projected surplus of 
$500 million is less than our 
payroll for a single two- 
week period.

Second, our projection for 
this year is of a surplus 
significantly lower than the 
one we enjoyed last year, 
and we are rapidly ap­
proaching the time when we 
expect losses in each ac­
counting period. Based on 
present projections, our loss 
next year could exceed $1 
billion.

This Board has tried to

spread out rate increases to 
give both mailers and the 
Postal Service the benefit of 
rate stability. We know that 
rate increases can 't be 
postponed forever, but our 
goal has been to keep them 
at least three years apart.

Since last winter we've 
carefully monitored the fi­
nancial performance of the 
Postal Service to determine 
whether and when a postal 
increase may be needed. 
Long-range strategic plan­
ning is absolutely vital 
because we cannot put new 
rates into effect as soon as 
we determ ine they are 
critically needed. The pro­
cess of setting new rates 
takes 10 months or more.

The figures we have seen 
over the last few months 
have been exceptionally 
strong. Volumes have 
climbed, and the overall 
inflation rate has remained 
at a low level. These 
circum stances have made 
it ptissible for us to defer 
filing for a rale increase 
during the past six months.

Our decision to defer a 
filing may entail a need to 
borrow. We recognize that 
every month a rate increase 
is deferred represen ts a 
significant saving to mail­
ers. and we want to stretch 
out the time between rate 
increases to the maximum 
that prudence and good 
business judgment will al­
low. We also know that 
postponing a rate increase 
encourages -- indeed, it 
requires -- self-discipline 
and creates a powerful 
incentive for all of us to cut 
aists and increase prixluc- 
tivitv.
