He 
scored 4 touchdowns and 185 yards 
against Olton and 135 yards against 
New Deal last week. Senior halfback 
David Peggram will also be tough to 
stop. He gained 123 yards against 
New Deal last week. Wingback Barry 
Berg is also a tough runner.

The Owls are big! Center Larry 
Ward weighs 200 lbs.; James Pardo 
weighs 190 lbs. and plays linebacker 
and guard; Tim Mooney weighs 235 
lbs. and plays tackle and guard; and 
Kenneth Wilson weighs 211 lbs. and 
plays end and tackle. All of these are 
strong players as well as quick.

Presently Hale Center is ranked 
first in the state in 2-A by the 
Harris Poll and third in the state by 
the Associated Press.

Couch’s Comments

Head Fwtball Coach Larry Aldridge 
stated that it will be a tough game, 
but has a prrsitive outlook on the game 
saying " I  have great confidence in the 
team and the team members have 
amfidence in their own ability. They 
know they have to play well to win. 
but know that a victory is well within 
their reach.”

Aldridge also stated that the team is 
more ahead in the progress they have 
made than he thought they would be 
at this point in the season.

The Olton Mustangs were no match 
for the powerful Abernathy Antelopes 
here last Friday night. The Lopes won 
handily 18-0. but had many more 
opportunities to score.

Excluding the many mistakes - 3 
interceptions and 2 fumbles, and 
cx)stly penalties • 10 for 70 yards, the 
Lopes completely controlled the Mus­
tangs allowing them only 133 yards 
offensively.

Behind the "running m achine" 
Chester Ci>oper, who rushed 29 times 
for 179 yards, the Lopes gained a total 
of 340 yards offensively. Darrell Young 
rushed for 68 of these yards and 
Harold Miller 32, as the Lope running 
attack was in full swine Friday. The 
Lopes made 17 first downs to Olton's 
7.

The defense was awesome, allowing 
Olton only 109 yards on the ground 
and 24 in the air. Linebackers Randy 
Houston. Danny McDaniel and Ricky 
Rodriquez made 14, 12 and 10 tackles, 
respectively, to stop the Mustangs in 
their tracks. McDaniel showed no 
mercy to his old teammates from 
Olton, as he made several big 
defensive plays. Other big defensive 
plays were made by Darrell Young and 
Randal Stillwell, who both intercepted 
passes, and Randy Houston, who 
recovered a fumble.

First Half

The Mustangs elected to receive the 
ball first, and after 6 plays, were 
forced to punt to the Lopes. The Lopes 
took the ball, and on their first 
possession, put together a scoring 
drive.

The drive started on the Lope 26 
yard line. McDaniel went 13 yards, 
then Chester Cixiper went to work. In 
six carries, Cotiper carried the ball 
down to the Mustang 8 yard line. On 
one of the carries. Ct»oper broke loose 
for a 15-yard gain. Cix>per carried the 
ball the final 8 yards into the end zone 
and the Lopes were on top 6-0, after 
missing the PAT attempt.

The Lopes kicked-off to the 
Mustangs and Olton fumbled on their 
own 26 yard line. McDaniel recov­
ered the fumble and took over. Three 
plays later they were intercepted on

the Mustang 14 yard line.
Olton was stopped on their own 32 

yard line after 4 plays when Danny 
McDaniel recovered their next fumble. 
The Lope offense went to work on 
Olton’s 34 yard line. Darrell Young 
broke loose for 14 yards on the next 
play. Then Cooper ran 3 times for 7 
yards to take the ball down to the 18 
yard line. From there kicker Wade 
Wesley attempted a field goal, but it 
was no good and the score remained 
6- 0 .

The next Mustang drive ended when 
Ricky Rodriquez sacked an Olton 
quarterback for an 8-yard loss. Olton 
had to punt and the Lopes got good 
field position on Olton's 40 yard line. 
Then the Lopes were intercepted for 
the second time and the first quarter 
ended.

Olton’ s next drive was stopped 
abruptly when Randy Houston recov­
ered a forced fumble. The Lopes got 
the ball, but were stopped after 5 
plays. The tough Lope defense put 
Olton’s next drive to rest after 3 short 
plays.

The Lopes put together another 
drive and were down to the Mustang’ s 
44 vard line when they fumbled. Olton 
started from this point, and were 
stopped 3 plays later when Darrell 
Young came up with an interception.

The Lopes got to the ball again and 
CiH>per broke loose on the first carry 
for 32 yards. On the next play the 
Lopes penetrated to the 9 yard line. 
Then, for the third time, the Lopes 
drive ended when they were inter­
cepted at this point. The game went 
into halftime with the score still 
Abernathy 6, Olton 0.

Second Half

Corrper had already rushed for 117 
yards by halftime, but he would get 
many more before the game ended.

The Lopes got the ball first in the 
second half and were forced to punt 
after 4 plays. After the punt, the Lope 
defense stuck it to Olton on the 
Mustang 22 yard line when they 
caused Olton to fumble. The Lopes 
recovered it and had great field 
position on the Olton 17 yard line. On

the first play. Cooper dashed 17 yards 
for a touchdown and the Lopes 
increased their lead to 12-0 after the 
extra point attempt failed.

Olton had not given up at this point. 
The stands were still full of fans. They 
took the ball after the kick and 
marched from their own 26 yard line, 
down to the Lope’s 12 yard line in 11 
plays. This drive ended on the 12, 
when Jamie Mansanales jumped in 
front of a Mustang receiver to prevent 
a touchdown.

Abernathy could not go from here 
and were forced to punt after 7 plays. 
The Lope defense once again stopped

Olton after 5 plays.
The Lopes were stopped on their 

next 2 drives, as well as stopping 
Olton. Then, late in the fourth quarter, 
the Lopes put together a final scoring 
drive. It started following a poor Olton 
punt and the Lopes took over on the 
Mustang 47 yard line. Runs by 
Cooper, Ross Bradley. Mansanales 
and Young took the ball down to the 
Olton I yard line. From there 
Mansanales ran it in for 6 points and 
the Lopes capped off a 18-0 victory.

Coach’s Comments

Head Football Coach Larry Aldridge 
stated that his team did not look as 
sharp as they did against Petersburg 
last week. But he did have some 
positive remarks saying that the 
defense did an excellent job. "The 
offense did a lot of things well, they 
just made too many m istakes." 
Aldridge added.

Hearing For Sept.

The Abernathy City Council met 
Monday night at 7:30 p.m. to set the 
budget hearing date, as well as act 
on several other important business 
items.

The budget hearing has been set for 
Monday. September 26 at 7 p.m. At 
this time locals will be able to voice 
their opinion about the council’ s 
proposing to raise the tax rate 1 cent, 
from 45 cents to 46 cents per $100 
valuation.

The proposed budget is $667,35>0.up 
2.77 percent over the 1982-83 city 
budget o f $649,348. The increase 
amounts to an $18,002 increase in the 
budget.

The budget was set according to 
how the city tax roll was appraised by 
the Hale County Appraisal District. 
The district appraised the city tax roll 
at $37,650,047. which is $1,401,954 
less than the 1982 tax roll o f 
$39,052,001. The decrease in the> tax 
roll was due primarily to a decrease in 
the valuation of the bank. Therefore, 
the 1 cent tax increase is necessary in 
order for the city to collect $173,190 in 
tax revenues, which still does not

make up for the loss in revenues, 
considering the city took in $175,734 in 
tax revenues last year.

Special Meeting

The city council set next Monday, 
September 19 at 4 p.m. as a special 
meeting to discuss whether or not 
federally subsidized housing will be 
allowed in Abernathy. The Council will 
also discuss what they are going to do 
about having zoning in Abernathy. 
Steve Fanning, a planning and zoning 
specialist from Denton, will be at the 
meeting to discuss zoning.

General Revenue Sharing Funds

The City will be given $47,161 in 
general revenue sharing funds for the 
1983-84 year. Of the $47,161 to be 
received. $22,000 will be used for 
street maintenance and seal coating. 
$22,000 to purchase a high pressure 
sewer clean-out machine, and the 
balance o f $3,162 will be carried 
forward into next year’ s budget.

Other Business
The meeting was called to order by 

Mayor Pete Thompson. All members 
except Gary Grant and Jerry Givens 
were present.

The minutes of the August 8 council 
meeting were approved after no 
discussion and visitors were recog­
nized. The only visitors were Larry 
Griffin and the Rev. Tommie Beck.

Larry Griffin handed out an informal 
letter of complaint to each council 
member, then left the meeting.

Tommie Beck made a request that 
he be allowed to park a mobile home 
on lot 7 and the north 1 /2 of lot 8 on 
block 152 in Abernathy. The location is 
where Phil Grindstaff used to live.

Beck stated that the mobile home 
would be parked parallel to the street 
if at all possible. He also brought a 
petition with the names o f most 
everyone on the block, stating that 
they approve of him moving a trailer 
to this location. He will be purchasing 
the lot from A. D. Helms.

The council approved o f Beck 
moving the mobile home to this 
location.

PROPOSITION NO. 1 
ON THE BALLOT
House Joint Kesolution

91 proposr.s a constitution­
al amendment which re­
quires a county with a pop­
ulation of .‘10,000 or more 
to lie divided into not less 
than four nor more than 
eight justice of the peace 
precincts. .\ county with a 
population of IX,000 or 
more but less than than
30.000 shall he divided into 
not less than two nor mon' 
than five justice of the 
peace precinct.-i. A county 
with a population of less 
than 18.000 shall lie des­
ignated as a single justice 
of the peace precinct or, 
upon a finding of neces­
sity hy the commissioners 
court, shall he divided into 
more than one justice of 
the peace precinct hut not 
more than four. The 
amendment provides fur­
ther, that in any precinct 
in which there is a city 
with a population of 18,000 
or more, two justices of 
the peace shall he elected. 
The amendment allows a 
justice of the peace, con­
stable or commissioner to 
continue in office until the 
expiration of his teim, al­
though a change in pre­
cinct boundaries results in 
the officer no longer being 
a resident of the precinct 
for which he was elected 
or appointed and allows a 
justice of the peace or con­
stable to'continue in office 
until the expiration of his 
term even though a change 
in precinct boundaries re­
sults in the abolishment of 
the precinct or more than 
one justice of the peace or 
constable serving the pre­
cinct. Vacancies in the of­
fice of justice of the peace 
or constable that result 
from a precinct boundary 
change shall be filled by 
the commissioners court 
until the next general elec­
tion. The amendment would 
take effect on January 1, 
1984, and counties with 
populations of less than 
,30,000 and with more than 
four justice of the peace 
and const:ible precincts 
would have until January 
1, 1987 to comply with the 
amendment.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend­
ment authorizing fewer 
justice of the peace and 
constable precincts in 
counties with a popula­
tion of less than 30.000 
and providing for con­
tinuous service by jus­
tices of the peace, con­
stables, and county 
commissioners when pre­
cinct boundaries are 
changed.”

PROPOSITION NO. 2 
ON THE BALLOT
House Joint Resolution

10.1 proposes a constitu- 
lonal amendment which

would limit a homestead in 
a city, town or village to a 
lot or lots amounting to 
not more than one acre of 
land, together with any 
improvements on the land. 
The constitutional require­
ment that, at the lime of

designation, an urban 
homestead not exceed ten 
thousand dollars in value 
without reference to the 
value of any improvements 
on the land would be elim­
inated.

The proposed .'iniend- 
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend­
ment replacing the limi­
tation on the value of an 
urban homestead with a 
limitation based on size.”

PROPOSITION NO. 3 
ON THE B\LLOT
Senate Joint Resolution

I proposes a constitution:d 
amendment that authorizes 
the Ix'gislalure to enact 
legislation that permits 
representative assix'iations 
of !igriculturnl producers 
to cidlect refunilable as­
sessments on their product 
sales to be used solely 
to finance programs of 
marketing, promotion, re- 
seareh and education relat­
ing to those products. It 
provliics, further, that 
adoption of the proposed 
constitutional amendment 
will bring into effect Sen­
ate Rill fiOT. Acts of the 
(iXth I.egislatun’, Regular 
Session. 1983, with rejcc- 
ti in of the amendment re­
sulting in Senate Rill fi07 
having no effect.

The propiised constitu­
tional amendment will 
appear on the ballot ns 
follows: “ The constitu­
tional amendment pro­
viding for the advance­
ment of food and fiber 
production and market­
ing in this state through 
research, education, and 
promotion financed by 
the producers of agri­
cultural products.”

PROPOSITION NO. 4 
ON THE BALLOT
House Joint Resolution

30 proposes a constitution­
al amendment which au­
thorizes the Legislature to 
enact laws to provide for 
the succession of members 
of the Legislature in the 
event of enemy attack and 
allows the suspension of 
procedural rules imposed 
by the Constitution in the 
event of, or immeditite 
threat of, enemy attack. 
The amendment empowers 
the Governor, after con­
sultation with the Speak­
er of the House and the 
Lieutenant Governor, to 
suspend the constitutional 
requirement that the I.eg- 
islature hold its sessions 
in Austin and allows the 
suspension of proceduial 
rules by the Govenior issu­
ing a proclamation in 
which the House of Rep­
resentatives and Senate 
concur hy resolution ap­
proved by a majority of 
the memlx'ra present. Sus­
pension of the constitu­
tional rules may not 
exceed a period of two 
years under a single proc­
lamation; however, the 
Governor may retievv the 
suspension by issuing a 
new proclamation con­
curred in by the House of 
Representatives and the 
Senate through a resolu­
tion a|iproved by u major­

ity of the members pres­
ent.

The amendment will ap­
pear on the ballot as 
follows: "The constitu­
tional amendment autho­
rizing statutory provi­
sions for succession of 
public office during dis­
asters caused by enemy 
attack, and authorizing 
the suspension of cer­
tain constitutional rules 
relating to legislative 
procedure during those 
disasters or during im­
mediate threat of enemy 
attack.”

PROPOSITION NO. 5 
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution 

12 proposes a constitution­
al anx'ndment that autho­
rizes the 1.8'gislature to 
enact legislation providing 
for the use of the perma­
nent .school fund and in­
come from the ix-rmanent 
school fund to guaranti’c 
bond.s issued by school dis­
tricts. The amendment 
provides, further, that the 
l.egi.slature may appropri­
ate part of the available 
school fuiul for adminis­
tration of the permanent 
school fund or of a bond 
guarantee progr.im estab­
lished pursuant to the 
amendment.

•The constitutional 
amendment will appear 
on the ballot as ftdlows: 
“ The constitutional 
amendment authorizing 
use of the permanent 
school funii to guaran­
tee bonds issued by 
.school districts.”

PROPOSITION NO. 6 
ON THE B ALLOT
House Joint Resolution

I proposes a constitutional 
amendment which would 
permit the l.egislature to 
provide for the garnish­
ment of wages to enforce 
court-ordered child sup­
port payments. The gar­
nishment remedy would 
not be available for other 
purposes.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend­
ment allowing the Legis­
lature to provide for 
additional remedies to 
enforce court-ordered 
child support pay­
ments.”

PROPOSITION NO. 7 
ON THE B ALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution

I I  proposes a constitution­
al amendment that autho­
rizes the Veterans’ Land 
Board to provide for, issue, 
and sell general obligation 
bonds of the State of 
Texas in an amount not to 
exceed $800 million to pro­
vide financing to veterans 
of the state. The amend­
ment requires that three 
hundred million dollars of 
the state bonds be dedi­
cated to the Veterans' 
Land Fund. The Fund is to 
he used to purchase land 
to be sold to veterans 
under such terms, rules 
and regulations as may bo 
authorized by law. The 
amendment creates the 
Veterans' Housing Assis­
tance Fund and requires 
that $.400 million of the 
state l)onds authorized by 
the amendment l)e dedi­
cated to the Fund. The 
Veterans' Housing Assis­
tance Fund will Ix’ utilized 
by the Veterans' I.4)nd 
Hoard for the purpose of 
making home mortgage 
loans to veterans for hous­
ing within the state and 
for the administrative

costs of administering the 
fund and issuing the bonds. 
The amendment provides, 
further, that if there is 
not money in either the 
Veterans' Land Fund or 
the Veterans’ Housing As­
sistance Fund available fur 
payment of principal and 
interest on the general ob­
ligation bonds issued pur­
suant to the amendment, 
then money coming into 
the Treasury in each fiscal 
year is appropriated in an 
amount sufficient for pay­
ment of principal and in­
terest due in that fiscal 
year.

The proposed constitu­
tional amendment will 
appear on the ballot as 
follows: "The constitu­
tional amendment for fi­
nancial assistance to 
veterans and to autho­
rize the issuance of $800 
million in bonds of the 
state to finance the Vet­
erans' Land Program 
and the Veterans’ Hous­
ing Assistance Pro­
gram.”

PROPOSITION NO. 8 
ON THE BALLOT
Senate Joint Resolution

1 prop'ises a constitutional 
timendment that authorizes 
political sulidivisions to ex­
empt veter.'ins’ organiza­
tions from ail valorem tax­
ation on their propeity. 
The amendment lequires 
that the veterans’ organi­
zations be chartered by the 
United .States Congress, 
h«' composed of members 
or former memlwrs of the 
United States Armed
Forces, and be organized 
for patriotic and public 
sei-vice purposes. The
amendment provides, fur­
ther, that pol'tical subdi­
visions may exempt fra­
ternal organizations from 
ad valorem taxation on 
their property. The amend­
ment requires that the 
fraternal organizations be 
organized to peiform and 
be primarily engaged in 
charitable or benevolent 
functions. The la'gislature 
would be authorized to en­
act laws that prescribe eli­
gibility requirements for 
fratemal organizations to 
benefit from the exemp­
tion and to pass legisla­
tion limiting the types or 
amount of property owned 
by a fraternal organiza­
tion which may be exempt­
ed from ad valorem taxa­
tion.

The proposed const'tu- 
tional amendment will 
appear on the ballot as 
follows: "The constitu­
tional anu'ndment to au­
thorize taxing units to 
exempt from taxation 
properly of certain vet­
erans’ and fraternal or­
ganizations.”

PROPOSITION NO. 9 
ON THE B ALLOT
House Joint Resolution

70 propo.ses a constitution­
al amendment to authorize 
the Legislature to provide, 
by local or general law, a 
method by which judges 
of statutoiy courts with 
probate jurisdiction may 
be assigned to any other 
statutory court with pro­
bate jurisdiction and to 
any constitutional county 
couit in any county in the 
state.

The proposeil amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: “ The 
constitutional amend­
ment providing for as­
signment of judges of 
statutoiw probate courts 
to <ither statutory coun­
ty i.iurts with probate

jurisdiction and to coun­
ty courts.”

PROPOSITION NO.
10 ON THE B ALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution
17 proposes a constitution­
al amendment that autho­
rizes the Legislature to 
enact laws which would 
allow u city or town to ex- 
|H'nd public funds to relo­
cate or replace sanitation 
sewage laterals on private 
property if done in con­
junction with the replace­
ment or relocation of sani­
tation sewer mains serving 
the property. The amend­
ment requires that the law 
authorize the city or town 
to affix a lien on the pri­
vate property, with the 
consent of the owner, to 
Cover the costs of the re­
placement or relocation of 
the sewer latei als on the 
property. The lien may not 
be enforced until five 
years have expired since 
the date the lien was af­
fixed. The amendment 
provides, further, that the 
law require that the costs 
of the replacement or re­
location of the sewer lat­
erals on the private prop­
erty be assessed against 
th«' property with repay­
ment to b<* amortized over 
a period not to exceed five 
years and at an interest 
rale provided by law.

The proposed amend­
ment will appear on the 
ballot as follows: "The 
constitutional amend­
ment to pernjit a city or 
town to expend public 
funds and levy assess­
ments for the relocation 
or replacement of sani­
tation sewer laterals on 
private property.”

PROPOSITION NO.
11 ON THE B ALLOT

Senate Joint Resolution 
13 propo.ses a constitution­
al amendment that would 
change the Boaid of Par­
dons and Paroles from a 
constitutional agency to 
a statutory agency and 
would eliminate the Gov- 
einor’s power to revoke 
Piiroles. The Legislature 
would be authorized to 
establish the Board of 
Pardons and Paroles and 
to require it to maintain 
records of its actions and 
the reasons for its actions. 
The amendment would em­
power the Legislature to 
enact parole laws. Consti­
tutional language specify­
ing the ((ualifications and 
terms of office for mem­
bers of the Roald of Par­
dons and Paioles is elimi­
nated. The constitutional 
language governing the 
composition of the Board 
of Pardons and Paroles 
and the manner of filling 
vacancies on the Board is 
eliminated.

Plains Pest Management Report National Farm Safety Week
Open bolls can be found 

in a few fields. These fields 
are ones that have ‘ ‘cut 
out”  and have been some­
what moisture stressed. 
Hollw'orm activity continues 
to be on the decline. F.ggs 
were difficult to find in most 
fields this week, although 
counts ranged up to 30.000

per acre. Bollworm larval 
counts have ranged from 
0-25.000 per acre, with most 
in the 2,000-5,000 range. 
Predators remain relatively 
high for this time of year 
(up to 42,000/acre).

It is hard for bollworms to 
establish in fields with low 
numbers o f squares and

small bolls. As more bolls 
reach maturity and square 
densities drop, damage 
from bollworms will be 
decreased. If your field is in 
this situation, bollworm ac­
tion levels should be about 
twice as high as those 
stated two weeks ago in the 
newsletter. This means that

should now be around 
12.000 per acre. This will, 
of course, depend on the 
number of susceptible bolls, 
moisture available to the 
maturing boll drop and 
amount of time left to reach 
maturity.

Sorghum

Headworms continue to 
be found in sorghum, but 
economic infestations are 
few.

Sorghum midge have 
emerged in large numbers 
from earlier infested fields. 
If any grower has blooming 
sorghum, it should be 
scouted daily for midge 
migrating in from neighbor­
ing fields.

Panicle (head) feeding 
bugs have been found in 
some fields. The majority 
arc an unidentified imma­
ture green plant bug type. 
Also, a few green stink 
bugs and conchuela stink 
bugs have been found. 
Panicle feeding bugs attack 
seed, and damage depends 
on numbers of bugs per 
head. Panicle infestations, 
from the milk to maturity 
stage of grain development, 
decreases yield when popu­
lations average 4 southern 
green stink bugs or 6 leaf 
foot bugs per head. A few

false chinch bug immatures 
have also been found. The 
threshold for these is an 
average of 140 per head. 
After hard dough is 
reached, yield losses have 
not (K'curred with popula­
tions as high as 16 southern 
green stink bugs, conchuela 
stink bugs or leaf footed 
bugs per head.

Spider mites still pose a 
threat in some sorghum 
fields and should be 
watched closely up to hard 
dough.

Corn
Com harvest has started! 

Most of this has been in 
high moisture fields going 
to feed lots. Lodging from 
southwestern com borer is 
beginning to increase and 
has reached the 5 percent 
level in some fields. Stalk 
lodging is also showing up 
in fields stressed for mois­
ture or damaged by spider 
mites.

Soybean
Pudworm infestations may 

increase as cotton becomes 
unattractive to the bollworm 
(corn earworm). Fields 
should be scouted for this 
pest up to pod maturity.

Spider mites have been 
observed in some soybeans. 
They can be found infesting 
the underside of the leaf 
and causing a mottled

Protecting rural children 
and teaching them safety 
measures is the emphasis of 
National Farm Safety Week 
September 18-24, according 
to George R. Gustafson, 
Executive Vice President of 
the Texas Safety Associa­
tion.

The 40th annual observ­
ance o f rural safety has 
been proclaimed by Presi­
dent Ronald Reagan and is 
being sponsored by the 
National Safety Council and 
the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture.,

Farm safety is a particu­
lar concern in Texas, where 
100 persons lost their lives 
in farm accidents last year, 
according to Gustafson. The 
statistics are tabulated by 
the Texas Farm Bureau, 
based on data furnished by 
the Texas State Health 
Department. These records 
show that o f the 100 deaths, 
most were related to trac­
tors, firearms, drowning, 
electric current, and 
machinery, he said.

Safety leaders estimate 
that the incidence of these 
rural-type accidents is ac­
tually much greater than 
those numbers reported, he

said.
Although farm fatalities 

are a major concern, farm­
ers and ranchers should also 
be aware that up to 20.000 
disabling injuries and up to 
250.000 serious injuries re­
quiring medical attention 
occur to Texas farmers and 
ranchers each year, accord­

ing to Dr. Gar> S. Nelson. 
Extension Specialist Safety 
Engineering, Texas AAM  
University and Texas Salcty 
Association Vice President 
fur Agriculture.
