Fishing Report

It finally happened this past 
Friday. We all knew it could, and 
we’ve been expecting it to hap­
pen for a long time. A 16.02 
black bass was brought to the 
scales at I vie, and on the same 
day another ho-hum 13 pounder 
was also brought in and added to 
the Sharelunker Program. In 
fact, the guys from Parks and 
Wildlife were bringing back two 
previous entries to be returned to 
the lake and picked up the 
newest members of the 13- 
pound-plus black bass.

It should also be noted that 
Toyota backs the Sharelunker 
Program, which is designed to 
breed the biggest bass to make 
more big bass for us to try and 
catch. I’m sure the folks who 
own a Toyota would rather 
someone try to figure out what’s 
causing runaway cars before try­
ing to make bigger bass. Another 
good reason to buy American 
and go fishing.

Speaking of America and 
American ways, this border 
thing has been getting a lot of 
attention lately with Arizona 
passing a law that allows a peace 
office to question a person about 
his or her right to be in this 
country. Once citizenship status 
is investigated, then action may 
be taken if the person is not

legally in the United States. This 
is actually something we did 
years ago in the 1970’s on a reg­
ular basis, and if a person was 
determined to be here illegally, 
then we took him to Goodfellow 
Air Force base and turned him 
over to immigration officials. 
We were paid $3.00 in U.S. 
funds for each illegal person we 
detained, which is certainly less 
than the cost today to enforce the 
law.

Much of the uproar about this 
deals with the word “profiling.” 
This term is grossly misused 
when the media refers to law 
enforcement. A police officer 
must profile to do his or her job 
(politically correct terms and 
genders). If a highway patrol­
man is assigned to detect speed­
ers, then he uses profiling to 
look for persons driving a vehi­
cle on a public road. He looks 
only at moving vehicles because 
there he might find a person vio­
lating the speed laws. It would­
n’t do much good to sit in a park­
ing lot running radar; although 
there are cars there, catching a 
speeder would be unlikely. So 
the DPS officer goes to an area 
where he can perform his duties.

Likewise, knowing that about 
80 percent of illegals in this

Paso my citizenship is ques­
tioned, and I am not offended. 
That’s mainly because I’m a 
legal citizen of this country. I’ve 
fished a great deal in Mexico, 
and nearly on a daily basis my 
status was questioned while I 
was there. Had I not been there 
legally, according to Mexico’s 
laws. I’m sure I would have been 
jailed, fined, and hopefully 
allowed to return to America.

Over the years I learned that 
those who have the most to hide 
normally scream the loudest. I 
have no problem with those who 
want to work in America to bet­
ter their lives and those of their 
families, but they must do that 
legally. The government should 
be clearing the red tape to allow 
those who will work legal status. 
There’s no good reason for those 
who are trying to better them­
selves to die in the desert or 
canals. I would prefer to keep 
the criminals and drug smug­
glers out, and we all must suffer 
some questioning for that to 
occur. Stay American and stay 
legal.

Ban National Day of 
Prayer, no freedom of 
religion says bishop

WINTERS, Texas.- The ban 
imposed on the National Day of 
Prayer, goes against the true mean­
ing of the First Amendment remarks 
Michel Pfeifer, Catholic Bishop of 
the Diocese of San Angelo. This tra­
dition was established by the very 
first Congress of the United States 
and President George Washington in 
accordance with the First 
Amendment.

“The first duty of our courts is to 
seek the original intentions of the 
drafters and the true spirit of these 
monumental documents —the 
Constitution and its Amendments,” 
wrote Pfeifer in a letter sent to this 
publication.

The First Amendment 
was designed to protect freedom of 
religious expression, and in no way 
stamp it out.”

The tradition of National Day of 
Prayer goes back to the very first 
Congress and very first President.

Just two days after the members of 
Congress passed the First 
Amendment, they asked President 
George Washington to declare a 
National Day of Thanksgiving and 
Prayer.

In response to this request from 
Congress, President Washington, 
issued just such a proclamation on 
October 3, 1789, less than a week 
after passage of the First 
Amendment . Down through history, 
many Presidents have declared Days 
of Prayer for the nation.

Bishop Pfeifer encouraged all 
people to take part in the National 
Day of Prayer, on May 6, in thou­
sands of cities across the nation. 
Individuals are invited to gather for 
a moral rebirth in the country.

“The National Day of Prayer is an 
annual event established by an Act 
of Congress which encourages 
Americans to pray for our nation, its 
people and its leaders. Contrary to 
violating the First Amendment, this 
Day of Prayer is totally in accor­
dance with the intention of those 
who established the First 
Amendment, recognizing the Divine 
foundation which is the substance 
for our American way of life.

Texas Parks and Wildlife searching for lands to lease

WINTERS, Texas.- In 
1994, the Texas Parks and 
Wildlife Department
(TPWD) began a pilot pro­
gram to benefit both hunters 
and agricultural producers in 
Texas. This program, known 
as the Short Term Public 
Hunting Lease Program, 
sought to lease private lands 
during the dove season for 
use by purchasers of the 
TPWD $48 Annual Public 
Hunting (APH) Permit. 
Originally, leases were only 
secured along the Interstate 
35 corridor in Central Texas. 
Since that first year, the pro­
gram has found ready accep­
tance from both hunters and 
participating landowners. 
The program has expanded

to other areas of the state and 
to other game species. 
TPWD has also increased 
the flexibility of lease terms, 
with innovations such as 
multiple year leases. We are 
always looking for good 
lease opportunities and this 
brochure is designed to 
explain the program and to 
answer some of the ques­
tions most commonly asked 
by farmers and ranchers with 
an interest in participating in 
the program.

What is a Short-Term 
Hunting Land Lease? A 
short-term hunting land 
lease is a contract between 
TPWD and . a private 
landowner. The landowner 
agrees to let APH Permit 
holders hunt dove and/or 
other small game on their 
property for a specified peri­

od of time. TPWD agrees to 
pay a set fee for this access 
and also agrees to post signs 
on the boundary, designated 
roads and parking areas, 
restricted areas or other areas 
identified in the lease agree­
ment. The agreement does 
not mean that a TPWD biol­
ogist or game warden will be 
on site during the hunt, but 
staff persons will periodical­
ly monitor the site and be 
available if problems arise. 
Activities such as camping, 
building fires, fishing, and 
consumption of alcoholic 
beverages are not allowed.

Who can hunt on Short- 
Term Hunting Lease lands? 
Not everyone with a hunting 
license is allowed legal 
access to these short-term 
lease lands. Only those 
hunters who purchase the

APH Permit (approximately 
30,000 are sold annually 
statewide) from TPWD are 
allowed to hunt.

What are liability risks? 
Recently, the Texas 
Legislature enacted statutes 
that offer additional liability 
protection to landowners 
who lease recreational 
(including hunting) rights. If 
the total income derived 
from all recreational activity 
does not exceed 20 times the 
annual ad valorem taxes 
assessed on the property for 
the prior year, the landowner 
does not assume additional 
liability risks. Each purchas­
er of the APH Permit is also 
provided with a disclaimer 
of liability whose acceptance 
holds both the TPWD and 
the landowner harmless from 
injuries that may be incurred 
on the property as a result of 
public hunting activity.

How much does TPWD 
pay for these leases? 
Payment varies widely 
depending upon things such 
as size, habitat quality, game 
species and hunt dates pro­

vided, and location. The area 
must be of high enough qual­
ity and near enough to popu­
lation centers to have a rea­
sonable expectation of pay­
ing it’s cost. TPWD’s goal is 
not to make money, but 
rather to provide additional 
public hunting opportunity. 
That being said, the pay­
ments for most leases aver­
age almost $5.00 an acre 
statewide. Payment is made 
to the landowner within 45 
days of the conclusion of 
public hunts.

Originally, Short-Term 
Hunting Leases were signed 
strictly for the first split of 
tjie dove season: typically „ 
September 1 to mid-October 
in central and north Texas, 
and late September to early 
November in south Texas. 
TPWD is also interested in 
obtaining short-term leases 
for additional species of 
small game during other 
time periods. TPWD will 
consider signing multi-year 
leases for a good area. The 
deadline for signing lease 
agreements is normally June

1.

What species will be hunt­
ed? Originally only for dove, 
TPWD is now interested in 
leasing short-term opportu­
nities for rabbit, quail, squir­
rel, pheasant and waterfowl 
(ducks and geese).

TPWD does not sign up 
all property offered for lease. 
When evaluating potential 
lease sites, TPWD biologists 
and game wardens look first 
at the habitat (food, water, 
cover available) and second 
at the distance to a popula­
tion center. Ideal lease sites 
have a food source (such as a 
crop field or recently fal- 
jQŴ jd, field) surrounded bŷ , 
rangeland. Management of 
crop and fallow fields is also 
important.

For more information on 
specific habitat needs or 
managing crop fields for 
wildlife contact a local 
TPWD biologist or game 
warden. Ralph Suarez is the

We will start 
with Junk Cars.

What is a junk vehicle? 
(Reference City of Winters 
Code of Ordinances Chapter 
7.601 -  7.606)

The ordinance code 
describes a junk vehicle as a 
motor vehicle that meets one 
or more of the following 
conditions:

1. It is inoperative with an 
expired (or non-existent) 
license plate and / or safety 
certificate.

2. It is wrecked, disman-

tion to one of the 
above conditions, 
the vehicle is 
located in a place 
where it is visible 
from a public 
place or a public 
right-of-way.

Are some vehi­
cles exempt?

There are some 
exceptions to the 
code definition of 
a junk vehicle and 
they are as follows:

1. An Antique Auto -  
described as a car or truck 
that was manufactured in 
1925 or before or a passen­
ger car or truck that is at 
least thirty-five years old

2. A Special Interest 
Vehicle -  described as a 
motor vehicle of any age 
that has not been altered or 
modified from original man­
ufacturer’s specification, 
and because of its historic 
interest is being preserved 
by a hobbyist

3. A Collector of antique 
vehicles -  described as a 
person who collects, pur­
chases, trades, and acquires 
antique vehicles or parts for 
use in restoring, preserving, 
and maintaining an antique 
or special interest vehicle 
for historic interest

4. Automotive repair 
shops in business to repair 
motor vehicles

Vehicles are exempt from 
the code if a person legiti­
mately engaged in restoring 
antique vehicles or repairing 
vehicles as a business pos­
sesses them in view of the 
public.

Why are junk vehicles 
illegal?

The Texas Legislature and 
the City of Winters have 
deemed a vehicle that meets 
the definition of a “junk 
vehicle” as a Public 
Nuisance. Citizens are pro­
hibited from maintaining a 
vehicle that meets the defin­
ition of a junk vehicle with­
in the city limits of Winters.

What could happen if you 
have a junk vehicle?

If the police department 
receives or generates a com­
plaint regarding a potential 
junk vehicle, the Texas 
Legislature has laid out the 
following procedure:

1. Officers inspect the 
complaint and validate 
whether or not the vehicle 
meets the definition of a 
junk vehicle

2. If the complaint is 
valid, photographs of the 
vehicle are taken and a letter 
sent to the last registered 
owner and any lien holder,

notifying them of 
the code violation 
and giving them 
ten days to bring 
the vehicle into 
compliance.

3. After the ten- 
day period, the 
vehicle will be re­
inspected. If the 
vehicle has been 
brought into com­
pliance, the case 
will be closed. If 

the vehicle remains out of 
compliance, the i Police 
Department is authorized by 
law to remove the vehicle to 
the city impound lot and 
issue a citation to the regis­
tered owner for a code viola­
tion.

4. The police will then file 
official paperwork with 
Austin. After approval from 
Austin, the vehicle will be 
sold to a crusher or parts 
house to recover the taxpay­
ers’ cost.

What can you do if you 
cannot fix your vehicle right 
away but you do not want to 
get a citation for an ordi­
nance violation?

Owners who cannot 
afford to fix up their vehicle, 
but do not want to be issued 
a citation, can do one of the 
following:

1. Remove the vehicle to a 
location outside the city lim­
its.

2. Sell the vehicle to a 
used car or junk dealer and 
get some extra cash.

3. Voluntarily surrender 
the vehicle to the City of 
Winters to save any citation 
or recovery fees.

4. Securely and neatly, 
cover the vehicle with a tarp 
so it is no longer visible to 
the public.

5. Place the vehicle 
behind a privacy fence 
where it is not visible from a 
public place.

What is the Police 
Department’s duty?

Police / Code Enforce­
ment Officers are required 
by law to investigate com­
plaints, issue citations, and 
rbrribve junk vehicles within 
the city limits.

We can all help make 
Winters attractive to those 
who visit our city. If you 
have a vehicle that falls 
within this definition, please 
make every effort to bring 
the vehicle into compliance. 
If you have any questions, 
please contact my office.
