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Deputy Commander for Maintenance to retire

Colonel Ramon K. Broerman, Deputy
Commander for Maintenance has an-
nounced his intention to retire July 1, 1988.
Colonel Broerman has served as the DCM of
Reese since January 21, 1986. He has been
responsible for the activities of approxi-
mately 1,100 officers, enlisted personnel,
and civilians who perform the maintenance
on 74 T-37 and 105 T-38 aircraft assigned to
Reese AFB.

A farewell party will be held at the Offi-
cers’ Open Mess, Monday evening, April 25,
beginning at 6:30 p.m. Personnel interested
in attending may contact A1C Armstrong,
3461, for reservations.

Colonel Broerman will be retired at a
formal retreat ceremony on Wednesday,
April 27. Retired Major General Dudley S.
Favor will be the presiding officer. An all-
maintenance Honor Guard from both the
Field and Organizational Maintenance

Squadrons will stand formation.

Colonel Broerman entered the United
States Navy in November 1955, serving as
an Electronics Technician until December
1958, when he reverted to reserve status. He
enlisted in the United States Air Force in
March 1960, and was assigned as a Commu-
nications/Navigation Equipment Repairman
at Luke AFB, Ariz. In January 1963, he en-
tered the last class of the Air Force Officer
Candidate School, Lackland AFB, Texas,
and graduated in June 1963 as a Distin-
guished Graduate.

Following Avionics Officer (Fighter)
School at Lowry AFB, Colo., and Keesler
AFB, Miss., he served as an instructor at
Keesler until November 1964 when he was
reassigned to the 612th Radar Squadron
(ADC) near Ajo, Ariz., as the Ground Radar
Maintenance Officer and Communications

Electronics Officer. In October 1966, he was
an instructor and course supervisor for the
Avionics Officer (Fighter) course; and
Chief, Precision Measuring Equipment
Training Branch, Lowry AFB, Colo.

In May 1979, Colonel Broerman was
assigned to the Electronics and Training
Division, Headquarters, Air Training Com-
mand, Randolph AFB, Texas, until his de-
parture for Air Command and Staff College.
In July 1975, he was assigned as Chief of
Maintenance and Commander, 3345th Con-
solidated Maintenance Squadron, Chanute
AFB, Illinois.

In January 1977, Colonel Broerman was
assigned to the Technical Assistance Field
Team, Doshan Tappeh City, Tehran, Iran, as
an advisor to the Imperial Iranian Air Force.
Upon return to the United States in August
1978, he became the Commander, 47th

Organizational Mamtenance Squadron,
Laughlin AFB, Texas. Departing Laughlin
in 1981, he became the Maintenance Control
Officer and Assistant Deputy Commander
for Maintenance, 82nd Flying Training
Wing, Williams AFB, Ariz.

In July 1984, Colonel Broerman became
the Director, Air Training command En-
hanced Logistics Support (ATC), located at
Wright-Patterson AFB, Ohio, and in July
1985, was concurrently assigned as Director,
Training Force Structure Directorate, Logis-
tics Operations Center (AFLC), at Wright-
Patterson AFB.

Colonel Broerman is married to the for-
mer Margaret Newman of Evansville, Ind.
They have two sons; Ramon (U.S. Navy) and
Kevin (U.S. Army), and a daughter, Megan.
He will be leaving to take a position with a
commercial aviation firm.

Continuation program available for pilots

(AFNS) — Most captains who are pilots
and nearly all line majors, regardless of their
career area, who are not selected for promo--

tion may continue on active duty under a

series of Air Force Continuation Programs.

The goal of the captain continuation pro-
gram for pilots is to retain a corps of experi-
enced officers in critical fields. Majors are
continued to 20 years to protect their retire-
ment benefits. ~

Pilots in the grade of captain who are
twice passed over for promotion to major
may be reviewed by a continuation board
held in conjunction with the central major
board.

Because selection rates under this ‘pro-

gram are based on Air Force needs and selec-
tion is on a best-qualified basis, the number
picked for continuation may vary.

Selectees for continuation are offered the
opportunity to extend on active duty for three
years. If they are not selected for promotion,
they are considered for further continuation
before the first extension expires.

Those selected for and accepting further
continuation can remain on active duty until
eligible to retire as an officer.

Majors who are twice non-selected for
promotion will be considered for continu-
ation under one of two programs, depen-

. deing on their rated status and length of

One program for majors is a continuation
board usually held in conjuntion with the
central licutenant colonel selection board.

Eligibles for continuation are normally
looked at on a fully qualified basis and all
those with the required qualifications are
selected.

The board is not restricted by a quota, and
may select up to 100 percent of those quali-
fied. Continuation for selectees will be suffi-
cient for them to attain eligibility for retire-
ment.

Currently, because of a short-
age of pilots, only pilots are considered for
continuation in the major (pilot) selective
continuation progaram.

Similar to the captain continuation pro-

~gram, this program is based strictly on Air

Force needs.

Officers considered by the board are eli-
gible for retirement and continuation will
extend them to the 24 year total active federal
commissioned service point.

All officers selected for continuation
compete for promotion during the period of
continuation.

On July 26, 1987, I was pulled over for
going 45 mph in a 35 mph zone by the local
police. I'had been ataclub fora few hours and
I had about 4 or 5 beers.

When the police stopped me, they asked
me where I was going. I told them that I was
going over to a girl’s house. The girls had
pulled over about 100 yards up from where I
was, and waited for me. A friend of mine was
in the car with them.

The police asked me how many beers I
had to drink. I told them that I only had a beer
or two. I felt fine. I didn't have a buzz or any-
thing. ; ;

The police told me to step out of my truck.
They had me walk a straight line, say my
ABC's, stand on one leg and count to 30,
touch my nose with my finger, etc. They told
me that they were going to take me down-
town and give me a breath test. I couldn't
figure out why. I had passed all the tésts that
they had given me. They told me to get back
in my truck and drive it across the street and
park it in a gas station parking lot.

After I parked my truck and locked it up,
the officers asked me if I had a gun or a knife
or anything. I told them I didn't. They took
_ me to the county jail, where they wrote down

some information about me.

Then they took me into a room that had
some taped lines on the floor. They thenread
me my rights and asked me if I understood
them and I told them I did.

. They thentold me that they were going 1o
video tape me doing the tests. They gave me
a breath test and I blew a .12; .10 is intoxi-
cated. They then gave me the same tests they
had given me when they pulled me over.
Again I felt that I passed all the tests. After -
they finished, they fingerprinted me and took
my picture. Then they took me to a room
where there was an officer sitting behind an
open window with bars on it.

He told me to take everything out of my
pockets and put everything on the counter.
He marked everything down on a piece of
paper saying whatIhad with me. He then told
me to take off my socks and my shoes and put_
them in a bag that he gave me."

They then let me call a bail bondsman to
come and get me out of jail. The bail bonds-

~man asked me how much money I had. I told

"him that Ionly had $4 with me, butI could get
more. He told me that because I was in the Air
Force, he would get me out and make up a
payment plan for me.

After I talked to the bail bondsman I
called a friend and told him I was in jail and
I needed him to go down and pick up my-
truck so that nothing would happen to it. My
friend said he would, so I gave him directions
on how to get there.

After talking to him, a guard took me to a
jail cell and let me in. At the time, there was
only one other man in the jail cell besides

myself. He was passed out in the corner of the
floor. I was kind of nervous by now. I was
cold and wasn't sure if I was going to get out.
I had to be at work at 4.

I didn't want to fall asleep because I
wanted to be sure that I heard the guard call
my name when my bail bondsman got there
to get me out. After a while they broughtin a
couple of more guys. They walked right in,
lay down and went to sleep. I couldn't see
how these guys could sleep. I wanted to get
out so bad I couldn't even think about sleep-
ing. !

One of the guards then came over to the
jail cell and called out my name. Finally, I
was getting out. He took me aside and asked
me whatstreetmy truck was parked on. Itold
him that it was in a gas station parking lot on
Clovis Highway. I then asked him why. He
told me that they had reason to believe that
my truck had been stolen.

I couldn't believe it. I had only had my
truck for about a month. This couldn't be
happening to me. It had to be a bad dream.
He told me that they had people looking for
it and he took me back to the jail cell. All I
could think about was my truck in a bunch of
pieces being sold.

After a while I dozed off for what seemed
like five minutes, but when I woke up the cell
was full. There were guys passed out all over
the floer. The place stunk so bad it could
make you sick. There was a small hole in the
middle of the cell, standing over it wasa man
probably in his 40's swaying back and forth
and urinating all over the floor. When he
finished, another man stood up and did the
exact same thing.

IthoughtI was going to be sick. Here were
all these drunk men lying on the floor with
urine all over them. I was just waiting for one
of them to wake up and figure out what had
happened and go crazy, but none of them did.

I couldn't believe they had me in a cell
with all these drunks. I didn't belong here.

After a while, nmost of the guys started

~waking up. They then started yelling for the
guards to bring them a drink of water. They
just kept screaming until finally the guard
brought them a small dixie cup about half full
“of watef. After drinking it down they started
up again, yelling for more water. They fi-
nally stopped yelling when they started serv-
ing breakfast. Two inmates were serving the
breakfast out of a metal cart. When they got
to the cell I was in, they asked who wanted
breakfast.

I wasn't really hungry, but I said what the
hell, this will be the only time I'd have break-
fast in jail. They gave me a tray. On it was
scrambled eggs that looked more like a
chunky soup, bacon (that‘s what they said it
was anyway) a thin slice of cantaloupe, a
small box of cereal, and a carton of milk. By
now everyone was awake.

After seeing the tray of what they called
food, I'knew I wasn't hungry. T drank the
carton of milk and then went to slide my tray
under the cell door when a man asked me if
I was going toeat my eggs. I told him I wasn't
really hungry and he asked me if he could
have them. I said sure, if you think you can
eat them. He ate what was on the tray like he

had never had food before. When everyone
was through eating the two inmates came
around and picked up all the trays.

One of the guards came to the door of the
cell and called my name. He told me that my
bail bondsman was there. He took me to
another room that had a big mirror window,
so youcouldn‘t see who was on the other side
unless you were up close to it.

I heard someone knocking on the win-
dow. I could see a man pointing to the phone
on the wall. I picked up the phone and the
man told me he was the bail bondsman, and
that he was there to get me out. He told me
that my bail was $300 and that it was going
to cost me $157.

He asked me how much money I had and
Itold him I only had $4, butI could get more
when I got out. He told me that since I was in
the Air Force, he was going to go ahead and
get me out and I could make payments. He
told me he would have me out as soon as he
could.

The guard came to the door and took me

to a different cell. I went in and there was a
guy sleeping on a steel cot. At least this cell
had a toilet, but the cell was freezing cold. I
didn't mind the cold though. I just wanted to
getout.Iasked the guard what time it was. He
told me it was 6:30 a.m. I started thinking
about a lot of different things while I was
sitting there. I had to be at work at4p.m. and
I couldn't be late.
. Then I started thinking about what my
First Shirt was going to say. This was the last
thing I needed to happen to me. A lot of
different things were running through my
mind. They could give me an Article 15, take
a stripe, take money, or even kick me out of
the Air Force.

I didn't want to get out of the Air Force.
I'‘m a good worker and I was just starting to
get use to the ways of the Air Force. I looked
through the bars. They had big steel doors
with asmall little window on them and a little
door about halfway down to slide trays
through. 1 couldn't imagine what kind of
crime you would have to commit to be put in
there.

There was a guy in one of them. He was
yelling to the women who were in the jail cell
at the end of the building. He kept asking
them if he could sing to them. He told them
if he sang to them, then they would have to
Kiss him. They told him they would, just to
get him to shut up. Then he started singing.
He said he wrote the song, and it sounded like
it, too. He was driving me carzy. He wouldn't
shut-up. He just kept singing. After every
song he sang, he would stop and tell them that
they owed him another kiss, and start singing
again. The women in the cell were screaming
at him to shut up and so were all the men, but
he just kept on.

Finally, they started serving lunch. When
they got to the cell Iwasin, I asked the guard
if I could make a phone call to get someone
down there to get me out. Ithad been a couple
of hours since I‘d talked to my bail bondsman
and I was still in jail. He told me that they
would be letting everyone use the phone in a
litde while. The two inmates asked me if I
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wanted lunch. I told them, no thanks, I had
seen what breakfast looked like and I wasn't
about to try the lunch.

The guard went over and asked the guy
who was singing if he wanted lunch. The guy
told him he did and he asked the guard if he
would put his juice in a cup that he had. The
guard then opened his cell and told the guy to
go ahead and get his juice and lunch. The guy
kind of hesitated when the guard told him to
come out of his cell. I was just waiting for the
guard to hit him with his nightstick the sec-
ond he stepped out of his cell. But I was
dissappointed; the guard let him out and the
guy walked over to the two inmates.

He was about 5'9", had a shaven head and
a big grin on his face. He looked like some-
one you would see in a mental institute. He
was so happy, it was funny. After he got his
lunch, the guard told him to get back in his
cell. Suddenly his grin turned into a frown. It
was like someone took a piece of candy away
from a little kid. He took his lunch and went
quietly back into his cell.

After about an hour, the guard finally
came to my cell and told me my bail bonds-
man had come to get me out. I'd never been
so happy. They gave me my socks and shoes
and all my stuff back and told me to sitdown
on a bench, Finally, I was getting out, but I
still had my First Shirt to face whenI got back
tobase. That, I wasn'tlooking forward to. My
bail bondsman got there and took me to his
office and had me fill out all the paperwork
and told me I could make payments.

When I finished talking to my bail bonds-
man, my roommate picked me up and took
me back to the dorms. I feltlike I had mold all
over me. I took a long shower and started
getting ready for work. When I went to work
everything was quiet. I was just waiting for
my First Shirt to call and tell me he wanted to
see me, but he never did.

The next day I went to see a lawyer that a
friend had told me about. He told me his fee
was $1000. I didn't think it was going to cost
me that much, but after talking to him he told
me that it was going to cost a lot more if he
couldn't get it dropped.

That day when I got back to my room, my
supervisor called and told me that my First
Shirt wanted to see me. I put a quick shine on
by boots and ironed my uniform. I really
didn't want to see him. I wasn't sure what was

_going to happen. =

WhenIgottohis office he told me tocome
in. He told me that he was going to give me
an LOR and thatI wouldn'tbe able todrive on
base fora year and that I had to go to Social
Actions for Alcohol Rehab. After leaving his
office, I felt damn lucky. He could have hit
me a lot harder than what he did.

Recently I went to court. My-DWI was
reduced to Reckless Conduct. I was given a
$1,000 fine, plus court costs of $108.49. My
lawyer was $1,000 and bail was $157.

All together a few beers cost me
$2,265.49. It's a lot of cash to pay for one
night at the bars and breakfast in jail. I hope
you learn something from this. It's not only
dumb to drink and drive, it's expensive.

The truck was not stolen, as the police had
thought. It was moved by friends.

As I write this, my last column for the
Roundup prior to my retirement, I fully
realize thatit would be expected that I would
utilize these last lines to make my adieus and
pass along my thanks to all my co-workers
and mentors over the years.

I’'m not going to do either.

First, because the column isn’t long
enough for me to mention all 1,000-plus of
the outstanding Reese maintainers who have
given me their trust and their all for the past
two and a half years.

Second, over the years so many people
took the time to teach me things, that I'd be
ashamed to chance leaving any of them out.

So, I’'m going to use this column to tell
you just a little bit about the one person who
has done the most for me personally and
contributed most to my success over the
years.

Just a month over 28 years ago, a young,
scared Airman Second Class and his equally

She’s also seen the front gate of
the SAVAK prison compound closer than
most American women.

She’s done things many people haven’t
dreamed of. Through itall, she’ continuously
expressed pride in the title, Air Force Wife.

She’s passed that pride along to a lot of
people, and in so doing, has made contribu-
tions to the Air Force of incomparable value.

In recent months, we’ve heard a lot of
critical comments about spouses being
forced to do things they didn’t want to doand
being denied the right to do the things they
want. For my small blonde, those kinds of
things haven’t weighed heavily on her, or if
they have, she hasn’t ever let them detract
from her level of commitment to her spouse
and to her Air Force.

When I say her Air Force, that’s what I
mean. Certainly, it’s been as much hers as it
has been mine. Now, she faces perhaps her
greatest challenge as she watches me hang
up the uniform for the last time. I have a job
and excitement to keep me going—once
again, she’s supporting me and my passage -
from her Air Force, and facing an uncertain
future, somewhat like 28 years ago.

Probably, that’s why they say *“Air Force
Wife—=the toughest job in the Air Force.”
We talk of patriots and professionals. My
small blonde truly is the image of those
words. Her contributions to her country and
to her Air Force are legion.

That’s why my final salute is, and must
be, to my Air Force Wife, Mrs. Peg Broer-
man.

The DEERS Support Office will
research denied claims and verify
eligibility for claims denied as a
result of incorrect information.

Sponsors or patients who have

been denied payment for eligibility
reasons should contact DEERS

The following information
should be submitted:

The dental Explanation of Bene-
fits showing the period of service
for which care was denied.

The service members leave and
eamnings statement (LES) showing
premium deductions since enroll-
ment.

of the dependent for whom the care
has been denied.

All correspondence received
will be researched against the
monthly finance center tape sub-
mission to DEERS, the DEERS

DSO will correspond directly
with the service member if addi-
tional information is required. If
DSO s ableto verify eligibility, the
case will be forwarded to Delta for
readjudication of the claims and a
copy mailed to the sponsor.

Panama deployment involves Air Force

(AFNS) — About 150 Air Force security
policemen are among the 1,300 troops who
deployed to Panama April 5 through 8 to
further safeguard U. S. lives, property and
interests in that area.

None of the troops are from Reese, but a
unit from Cannon AFB, N.M. was involved.

The Pentagon said the Secretary of De-
fense directed the deployment “to further our
security posture” in Panama.

About 10,000 U.S. troops stationed in
Panama are assigned to the U.S. Southern
Command. Part of their responsibilities are
to defend the canal.

An estimated 40,000 Americans, both
military and civilian, live in Panama. About
14,000 of them do not live near U.S. military
installations.

The Department of Defense called the
deployment “reasonable and prudent.” It
said the move was “areflection of increasing
concern for the security of U.S. personnel
and facilities in view of the growing unrest
and tension (in Panama).

Three security police ground defense
units, two patrol dog squads and a small
headquarters unit make up the Air Force

contingent. The deployment is a temporary
assignment with the return date yet to be
determined.

The DoD announcement said the troops
will remain “as long as needed.”

The 27th Security Police Squadron, Can-
non AFB, N.M.; 834th SPS, Hurlburt Field,
Fla.; and 381st SPS, Whiteman AFB, Mo.,
each deployed a 44-man ground defense
flight.

The 4th SPS, Seymour-Johnson AFB,
N.C., and the 1606th SPG, Kirtland AFB,
N.M,, each sent a patrol dog squad of six

dogs and six handlers. The 31st SPS, Home-
stead AFB, Fla., deployed a three-man head-
quarters element.

C-141 and C-5 aircraft from the Military
Airlift Command transported the units.
Army military police, a helicopter unit and
combat marines formed the bulk of the de-
ployment.

The Department of Defense announce-
ment added, “if we ascertain in the future
that more forces are appropriate, we will
send them.” No decision to do so has been
made at this time.

(AFNS) — An advanced me-
dium-range air-to-air missile fired
from aNavy F/A-18 Hornet scored
adirect hit on a QF-86 target drone
at the Pacific Missile Test Center in
California, Feb. 9.

The launch marked
AMRAAM's 44th success in 52
valid test firings. It was the 14th test
conducted at the center and the first
time the missile contained elec-
tronic counter-countermeasures
software. The missile's radar lets
the pilot track and fire at multiple
targets on a single pass.

AIRFORCE MILITARY PER-
SONNEL CENTER, Randolph
AFB, Texas (AFNS) -- Air Force
sponsors who wish to use the desig-
nated location move program for
their foreign-born spouses and
families while serving an unac-
companied overseas tour must
provide more extensive justifica-
tion than in the past.

The program is an exception to
assignment policy that permits for-
eign-born spouses and their chil-
dren to return to their native coun-
tries while the sponsors serve a de-
pendent-restricted tour.

Applications are approved
when it is clearly documented that
the spouse will be unable to func-
tion independently in the continen-
tal United States during the
sponsor's absence.

Designated moves now are ap-
proved only when the sponsors can
fully document the inability of their
spouses to cope on their own in the
continental United States.

commanders must comment on the
applications on why the spouses
are not able to function independ-
ently.

From 1975 to 1985, applica-
tions were liberally approved.
However, on Nov. 1, 1985, the
Department of Defense made ap-
proval criteria more restrictive in
response to unified command and
overseas major command concemn
about the saturation of support
facilities, especially DoD schools.

Last year only 63 percent of all
applications were approved.

Sponsors are required to prepare
their spouses to cope during any
absence. Those with foreign-bomn
spouses must consider the restric-
tive criteria for designated moves
before they volunteer for assign-
ment to a dependent-restricted
area.

On June 14, North Dakota and Maine will
hold state primary elections.

Individuals from North Dakota serving
in the armed forces and merchant marine,
their spouses and dependents residing out-
side North Dakota need not register to vote
absentee. ;

Ballots may be requested for the primary
and general elections by mailing a federal
postcard application to the county auditor no
earlier than 60 days before the election.
Ballots are mailed to voters 40 days before
the election. A

Individuals from Maine in the armed
forces and their family members can register
and request absentee ballots for all elections
in a calendar year by sending a federal post-
card application to the local registration offi-
cial or municipal clerk, if already registered,
any time before the election. Ballots are
mailed to voters 30 days before the election.

Tax audit - when fear becomes reality

Almost every taxpayer lives in fear of
their tax return being audited. The chance of
that happening is actually quite small, but
everyone should know what to expect—just
in case.

After your return arrives at your District
Service Center and is sorted by type (1040A,
1040, business, and the like), it is checked
manually and by computer for mathematical
errors. If your return contains such an error,
it will be corrected and you will be sent a
notice of the correction.

You will also be sent a bill for any addi-
tional tax due or you will receive a refund
check, depending on the change that was
made.

Your return is then checked against a list
of unallowable items. Some of these disal-
lowed deductions are: personal legal ex-
penses; educational expenses for someone
other than taxpayer or spouse; auto ex-
penses for donated services in excess of 12
cents a mile, contributions to non-qualifying
organizations; utility taxes; fees for automo-
bile registration and licenses, among others,
that are not based on the value of the vehicle.
(The method of valuation varies from state to
state —in Texas, such fees are not based on
value and are therefore not deductible). Fi-
nally, expenses connected with the sale or
purchase of your principal residence. If your
return contains one or more of these items,
the IRS will notify you. ~

Next, your return is assigned to a Dis-
criminating Function Number (DIF). This
number indicates the likelihood that an audit
of your return will result in a tax liability in-

crease. The higher the number, the greater
the chance of your return being examined.

The IRS is very secretive about how it
determines DIF scores and they update the
formula regularly. Nevertheless, the inclu-
sion of certain items and the absence of
others will likely increase your DIF score.
For example, the absence of a deduction for
property tax when a deduction for home
mortgage interest is claimed will increase
your DIF number. Also, the IRS computes
average deductions for each tax bracket,
based on previous years, and amounts in
excess of these averages result in a higher
DIF number.

After returns are processed and assigned
a DIF number, each local IRS office requests
returns from their area with high DIF scores.
IRS agents then review these returns and
selectthe ones tobe audited. Two out of three
such returns are usually examined. Certain
items are likely to increase the chances of the
return being selected for examination. For
example, the IRS is suspicious of round even
figures ($500 as opposed to $487—not the
rounding off of cents.).

Also, examinersare told to be aware of the
same exact figure appearing more than once
on the return. For example, a medical deduc-
tion for $1,012 and a charitable contribution
deduction of $1,012. The suspicion here is
that you miscopied your numbers.

Documentation and letters of explanation
attached to yourreturn are very helpful at this
point in the process. If the examiner can find
supporting information on a questionable
item in supplemental attachments, he is

muchless likely tocontact you about the item
or arrange for an audit of your return. So, if
you file a complicated return or have in-
cluded unusual or special deductions—ex-
plain!

On a positive note, certain items are con-
sidered “non-productive” by the IRS, and
therefore will not trigger an audit if they are
the only questionable item on your return.
This category of items includes home mort-
gage interest, high medical expenses for
large families or older taxpayers, and auto
expenses calculated using the standard mile-
age rate (if the mileage is not excessive).

The IRS does not usually examine returns
that contain only one abnormal item of any
kind.

Another method the IRS uses to identify
incorrect returns is a computer matching
program. W-2 and other income information
and interest statements (1099s) sent to the
IRS are entered into the computer which will
kick out any returns that have not included
such information. If you receive notification
of wages, income, or interest earned, the IRS
received it also, so be sure to include it on
your return.,

If you receive such information after you
have filed your return, you must submit an
amended return (1040X) and include the
new information. If you do not, or did not
include such items on your original return,
the IRS will become aware of the error and

you may be subject to penalties and interest.
The penalties could possibly be as high as 25
percent of the unpaid tax due and the current
interest rate is 11 percent.

One of the ways the IRS determines what
items they should pay special attention to is
through the audits conducted under the Tax-
payer Compliance Measurement Program
(TCMP). The returns subjected to this type of
audit are selected at random by computer.

These audits are much more detailed than
DIF audits and nothing can be done to pre-
vent them. The percentage of returns se-
lected under the TCMP is small, but the
examination is exhaustive. An agent will
verify every item on your return, line by line,
so be prepared.

Audits may be conducted by correspon-
dence, in the IRS office, or in the field.
Correspondence audits are used for simple
items that are easily verified by mail. The
majority of audits are conducted in local IRS
offices. The IRS will inform you of where
and when you are to meet with an agent.
Occasionally, the examining agent will
come to your home or place of business to
conduct the audit. This occurs only if records
cannot easily be transported or if you live in
aremote area.

If you are notified that you are going to be
audited, you have the right to rearrange the
time to best fit your schedule.

You may also request that the audit be
moved to a different IRS office if you have
moved.

If you are selected for an audit, you
should contact the Legal Office immediately
for additional assistance. Appointments can
be made by calling 3505.

O I jog regularly with a friend
= who is approximately my
size and weight. We both wear
light, loose and comfortable cloth-
ing. During our run my friend per-
spires profusely, but I hardly per-
spire at all. This makes me feel that
I'm not getting as much from my
run as he. How should Iincrease my
workout and still run with my
friend?
A This is an excellent question
= and comes ata good time. A
lot of people have the misconcep-
tion that sweating more means a
better workout. This is not true!

The amount of sweat one exudes -
is absolutely not an indication of
exercise quantity or quality. Sweat-
ing is a natural bodily function in-
tended to cool down an overheated
body.

Everyone’s body is different. A
body with an excess amount of
subcutaneous fat for example, will
need to sweat more than would a
leaner, more muscular body, even
though they may weigh the same.
This is because fat is an excellent
insulator and tends to keep the body
heat inside.

Working out more sometimes
causes-more sweating, but inten-
tionally causing your body to sweat
more by using heavy clothing, plas-
tic and rubber suits will not make a
better workout. This actually de-
creases your body’s workout effi-
ciency by robbing the body’s
muscles of water they need for that
workout.

In addition, raising your body
core temperature through using
these devices can be very danger-
ous. If you want to measure your
workout quality, check your heart
rate, not your perspiration.

During any aerobic exercise,
and jogging is aerobic, your heart
rate should maintainacertain range
for any fitness gains to be realized.
Monitor your heart’s maximum
heart rate. Compute this by sub-
tracting your age from 220. Main-
tain 75 percent of that amount for at
least 20 minutes and you can hardly
£0 wrong. %
