The
West Texas Rehabilitation Center
for crippled children at Abilene is
doing a wonderful work. Two local
children are receiving treatment
there and they have had others in
the past.

Mailing of 87,000 Easter seals
for an 11 county area will begin
in Abilene March 25 and will con-
tinue through April 1.

Work on getting the seals ready
has been completed by volunteers
at the West Texas Rehabilitation
Center and the Nu Gamma ‘Chapter
of Beta Siga [Phi.

Since children from nearby coun-
ties are treated at the (Abilene cen-
ter, seals will be sent to Nolan,
Fisher, Jones, ‘Shackelford, ‘Callahan,
Runnels, Xing, Xnox, Stonewall,
Haskell, and Taylor counties.

Last year the Rehibilitation cen-
ter dept $4,515.04 from Easter seal
sales. Seventy-seven per cent of
gross receipts is retained by the
local agency and 23 per cent goes
to the Texas Society for Crippled
Children to provide treatment for
children in unorganized areas.

A total of 122 children are being
treated at least once a week here
in the 11 county area. Forty-five
per cent of the patients are victims
of cerebral palsy. Thirty-five per
cent are polio patients and 20 per
cent are orthopedic and speech in-
jury cases. )

Three therapist—physical, occupa-
tional, and speech—and one aide
are employed by the WTRC in ad-
dition to a part time secretary.

A maid and one classroom teacher
are employed by the Abilene Public
Schools and work at the WTRC.

The ' remainder of the work in
transporting patients to and from

WTRC is carried on by a
group of women voluneers.

AUS’DIIN—Peop'Ie who suffer with
hypertension, or high blood pres-
sure, nowadays have more reason
for optimism than they would have
had a generation ago.

In itself hypertension is not a
disease. It's a sign a something is
wrong, like the stuffy feeling that
comes with g cold. The danger ac-
cruesbecause of the possibility of
serious heart or kidney damage
when *blood pressure iconsistently
high. y

It isn’t true that the higher the
blood pressure the more reason to
fear heart damage. Research has
shown that temporary increases in
preassure do not really make much
difference. But even mild eleva-
tions in the blood preassure con-
sidered noral for the person in-
vlved—if the increase persists—may
cause the walls of blood vessels to
toughen, exactly as callouses are
formed on hands by regular use of
an axe or hoe.

In the most common type of high
blood pressure, called “essential
hypertension,” the tiny branches of
‘arteries which carry blood to all
body tissues (called arterioles) be-
gin to tighten up. Blood passage-
ways become smaller and smaller,
and the heart has to work harder
to push the blood through. After a
time the blood vessels lose their
elasticity and the heart muscels
thicken with the extra work load.
Result: high blood pressure, and
ultimately heart damage.

What causes the arterioles to
tighten and constrict? No one
knows.

High blood .pressure sometimes
goes up for a period of days or
weeks—or even longer—and then
drops .back to normal. Sometimes it
may jump from pure nervousness
while your physician is examining
you. Perhaps there is g connection
between hypertension and the strain
of modern life. People who work
under constant stress, whho worry
too much, are often - susceptible.
Heredity is a proable factor, and
the condition occurs most often in
persons between 30 and 50.

Low blood pressure seldom causes
trouble. Afflicting relative few peo-
ple to a serious extent, the condition
is usually a symptom of a specific
disease which can frequently be
treated successfully.

The thing which will count most
in adding years to the life of hyper-
tension suffers is the willingness to
change their living habits, following
the rules of moderation in every-
thing. By getting under a doctor’s
care and following a few simple
rules for moderate living, they can
probably work and enjoy life as
long or longer than their next door
neighbors without high blood pres-
sure.

There is nothing to gain from
worry about your chances of de-
veloping hypertension. Just make it
a point to have a physical examina-
tion at least once a year. And worry
and argue as little as possible.
