Farmers have two issues to de-
cide in the June 20' wheat referen-
dum, according to Floyd Smith,
Chairman, Fisher County Agricul-
tural Stabilization and Conservar
tion Committee.

The first issue is whether mar-
keting quotas will be in effect, car-
rying with them penalties on “ex-

grain) on which the allotment is ex-
ceeded. The second issue is the
level of the available price suppert.

A two-thirds favorable vote'is re-
quired to approve wheat marketing
quotas. '‘Once ‘quotas are approved,
_benalties.for production in excess of
lthe farm’s quota are in effect for
all farms in commercial wheat
states which harvested over 15 acres
of wheat for grain. The farm quo-
ta is generally all the wheat pro-
duced on e ge allotment.

Mr. Smith if more
than one-third of the voters disap-
prove quotas, there will be no mar-
keting quotas and no penalties for
excess production. However, acre-
age allotments will remain in effect
in the commercial area, and the
price support will be available at
509% of parity to those farmers
who comply with their allotments.

New Highway Dept.
Free Map Available

Abilene, June 11.—The official
travel map of Texas, completely re-
drawn to include 450 towns . npt
shown in previous years, has just
been released by the Texas High-
way Department, D. C. Greer, State
Highway Engineer, announces.
These maps are being dispatched as
rapidly as possible to fill a backlog
of thousands of requests, and new
requests are pouring in daily, Greer
said.

Inch for inch, the map, which is
possibly one of the most widely
known travelogues of the state,
gives more travel guidance about
the largest state in the Union than
any comparable printed matter of
such handy size.

Arunning account of Texas history
and the state’s natural resources,
climate, size, recreational. facilities
and industries are included in the
backside information. :

Johnsongrass is a forage crop or
a weed depending on where it oc-
curs. Tt can be undesirable any-
where under certain field condi-
tions, but farmers in adapted areas
may well sing its praise if they are
willing to tolerate certain peculiar-
ities.

Johnsongrass can be & good qual-
ity hay or grazing crop, according
to recent data from the Denton
Agricultural (Experiment Station.
When used as hay it should be har-

vested, in the boot stage, says Ex-
tension Agronomist E. M. Trew.
Properly harvested, Johnsongrass

is as nutritious ~as Sudan and has
comparable quality. -
One or two hay crops per season
can normally be harvested  from
Johnsongrass, he says, with yields
ranging from one to three tons.
Although condemned by some,
Trew says Johnsongrass is definitely
valuable as a pasture if properly
managed. It can be profitably
grown with such winter legumes as
sweet clover or burr clover. There
is some danger, as in all sorghums
and sorghum grasses, of prussic
acid poisoning if the crep is grazed
while resuming normal growth af-
ter drouth or frost retardation.
Usually the plant contains only
small quantities of the acid, how-
ever, a few livestock are poisoned
by it. e
Improved Johnsongrass, Sorghum-
Johnsongrass and perennial sweet
Sudangrass in 40-inch rows at Den-
ton averaged 5,640 pounds eof hay
per acre—over ‘900 pounds .above

similar crops in 12-inch rows. Over-
crowding the plants reduces pro-
duction materially, Trew warns.

This extensive
project has been approved from an
engineering viewpoint by the Corps
of Engineers, but questioned on its
economic feasibility, on the basis of
lost taxes. The Brazos River Au=
thority has disputed this methodof
figuring economic feasibility.

“A most pertinent question aris-
es at this point,” Owen and Zingler
reported. “If an imputed wvalue
for one economic cost is to be in-
cluded at this stage of the analysis,
why are not all imputed costs and
benefits included?” daf all benefits
were included, they said, the Brazos
River development would be more
sound economically than even the
Brazos River Awuthority’s consult-
ing engineers have found it to be.

Engineers of the Brazos River
Authority say that the Six-Dam
Program’ would be acceptable on
both counts.
