Guaranty Bancshares, Inc. 

(NASDAQ:GNTY) the parent com­
pany of Guaranty Bank, today re­
ported a third quarter profit of 
$753,000 or $.26 per share of com­
mon stock a change from $683,000 
or $.27 per share in the same quarter 
one year ago. This represents a 10.2% 
increase due, in part, to a continued 
strong load demand.

As of September 30, 1998, loans 
increased 17.8% to $177.3 million, 
from $150.5 million a year ago. As­
sets increased 8.2% to $253.2 mil­
lion, from $234.0 million at the end 
of the third quarter of 1997. 
Nonperforming assets to total loans 
and other real estate totaled .62% at 
September 30, 1998, as compared to 
1.96% at September 30,1997. The 
Company added $359,000 to allow­
ance for loan losses primarily as a 
result of the significant increase in 
loans.

Year to date net income available 
to common shareholders was $1.9 
million or $.69 per share for the nine 
months ended September 30, 1998, 
compared to $ 1.7 million or $.67 per 
common share for the same period 
through September 30, 1997 , an 
increase of 11.2%. Art Scharlach, 
president, stated, "Guaranty Bank is 
fortunate to have strong loan demand, 
but competition and economic fac­
tors are dictating tighter margins. 
The strong loan demand enables the 
bank to book higher yielding assets 
over today's securities market and 
also lends itself to Guaranty Bank's 
philosophy of reinvestment in the 
communities it serves. Underwriting 
standards are firm and will remain 
so. The loan demand is primarily

from cured customers supported by 
proper equity margins, collateral and 
programs. TTie demographics of our 
expansion program provide the op­
portunity to serve a much larger and 
more comprehensive market."

The interest expense component 
increased to $6.7 million for the nine 
months ended September 30,1998, a 
12.7% increase from $6.0 million for 
the nine months ended September 30, 
1997. This increase was due mainly 
to an increase in interest bearing li­
abilities, specifically certificates of 
deposits. Interest bearing liabilities 
increased to $ 182.8 million as of Sep­
tember 30, 1998. Average rates paid 
on interest bearing liabilities increased 
eight basis points for the first nine 
months of 1 ̂ 8  compared to the same 
time period in 1997. The net interest 
margin was 4.07% for 1998 com­
pared to 4.19% for the same period in
1997.

Non-interest income increased to 
$2.2 million as of September 1998, 
an 82.2% increase from $1.2 million 
as of September, 1997. In March,
1998, the company recorded a gain 
on sale of loans of $674,000 when it 
sold $2.0 million of loans originally 
purchased at a discount in June, 1991 
from RTC. Other recurring non-in­

Non-interest expense increased 
$867,000 or 15.8% for the nine 
months ended September 30, 1998, 
over the same period of 1997. Salary 
and benefits expense increased

$518,000(18.8%) mostly due to in 
creased staff in the new bank in 
Texarkana, the Paris bank and the 
main office support staff to handle 
increased volume. Other operating 
expenses increased $303,000 or 
16.1%. Some of the increases were in 
the provision OREO property valua 
tions, losses sustained and insurance 
costs.

Year to date 1998, on an annual 
ized basis, the Company realized a 
return on assets of 1.04% and a return 
on equity of 12.35% versus 1.059! 
and 14.11 % for the first nine months 
of 1997.

The efficiency ratio was 69.22% 
for the first nine months of 1998 
compared to 72.67% for the same 
period in 1997.

Dear Editor and Fellow Citizens:
We are about to complete our sixth 

month in office since being elected. 
It has been very busy and sometimes 
frustrating, but very productive six 
months.

The City Council, the employers, 
and my self have worked extremely 
hard to fulfill the duties of our office, 
and to accomplish the promises made 
to you when we were elected.

1 would like to take this opportu­
nity to inform all citizens of Bogata 
of what has been done to benefit our 
community.

The city now has an animal con­
trol ordinance and an animal control 
officer, Wyatt Bush, assisted by Rob­
ert Lewis and Joel Jeans. They have 
removed over 70 stray dogs from our 
city. This will deter the chances of an 
adult or child being bitten, which has 
happened in the past, and will help in 
the prevention of rabies in our com­
munity. Hopefully, people will be 
able to work in our town without the 
fear of being attacked by one of these 
dogs.

The Mayor and City Council have 
passed a junk vehicle ordinance, 
which the city has never had before. 
These cars and trucks with no current 
registration or inspection are a fire & 
health hazard to this city, they breed 
rats & mosquitoes, are dangerous to 
children who could get hurt playing 
in or around them. They are an eye 
sore to the city, and do not promote a 
clean and healthy environment. In 
the last few weeks we have started 
enforcing this ordinance. We have 
removed several old cars with the 
assistance of City employee Wendell 
Davis and Skaggs Wrecker Service, 
who has been most co-operative. 
There have been several citizens who 
have removed theircarson theirown. 
If you have a car or truck that does 
not comply with city ordinance, 
Charles Skaggs will remove it FREE 
of charge as long as it is not to be 
moved to another location of your 
choice. In short, Skaggs will not 
charge a wrecker fee, but will own 
the vehicle to sell as junk iron or

whatever he chooses.
If the city notifies you of a junked 

vehicle and you do not remove it in 
ten days, the city will have it re­
moved.

If you want it returned or reclaimed 
you will be obligated to pay wrecker 
fees and storage fees. If you have any 
questions concerning this or any or­
dinance, please call me at City Hall at 
632-5315.

The overgrown and unsightly lots 
ordinance is being enforced as well as 
the ordinance for the removal or re­
pair of old or partially burned build­
ings and houses. City crews have 
been busy cleaning up some of these 
lots and structures, and some citizens 
have done the same. We continue to 
have far too many of these lots and 
buildings, but we are making efforts 
to contract these people to get this 
resolved. If the owners do not correct 
the problem the city will and then 
liens will be placed on the property 
for the cost of clean up.

1 ask these citizens to PLEASE 
help to clean up our city.

I, as your mayor, nor the city coun­
cil wish to impose any hardship upon 
anyone, we just want your and our 
city clean and to show respect for the 
town and it's citizens.

In the recent past for law enforce­
ment we had one certified part time, 
20 hours per week police officer and 
myself as a night watchman. As night 
watchman for this city I personally 
witness the absolute necessity for this 
city to have a certified, experienced 
police officer patrolling 24 hours a 
day. I ask you, can anyone tell me the 
time of day or night we don't need 
pol ice presence? I do realize that unti 1 
a citizen is directly involved in a 
crime situation, whether it be a home 
burglary, thembeingassaulted,achild 
being abused or to see first hand, 
drugs being distributed, they may not 
understand why Bogata needs police 
and a police officer who will be on 
duty any time, night or day to come to 
the aid of a person who needs help. 
There has been a lot of controversy

over the last few months concerning 
the issues of a grant from the Federal 
Government to pay for the salary of 
police officers. A grant does not mean 
a loan!! The money is given to the 
city for three years to help the city get 
started. That is the purpose of the 
grant. The government knows small 
cities like ours need assistance in 
starting new programs. This three 
year program will enable the govern­
ing body of this city to determine and 
develop the means to continue the 
salaries of these police officers after 
the three year grant has ended. The 
city council and myself have dis­
cussed this and are working towards 
resolving the situation. The city coun­
cil of Bogata and your mayor will not 
jeopardize the safety and health of 
it's citizens, nor will we put any fi­
nancial hardships on our people.

I want to ask all of the citizens of 
Bogata, to look around this town. Do 
you like what you arc .seeing being 
started, by the council and mayor? 
And I say STARTED because we 
have a long way to go yet. But we 
have and are making progress in a 
short amount of time. But your mayor 
and the city council need your sup­
port. Not just a pat on the back, which 
is great, but verbal support to friends 
and neighbors, articles of support in 
our home town paper. Far too often 
the council and myself only hear from 
those people who do not want change 
and are unhappy because we arc mak­
ing changes to make the city a cleaner 
and better place to live. So again, if 
you are pleased with what the council 
and I are accomplishing, express your 
gratitude to them. This is all the re­
ward they will receive for the long 
hours of decision making.
