The interest and support for sol-
diers in Operation Desert Shield has
created the largest overseas mailing
operation in the history of the coun-
try.

Between now and Christmas, the
Postal Service expects an additional
30 million pounds of mail for Desert
Shicld Operation alone. Everything
from banana cakes to tons of cookics,
plus thousands of audio casseucs,
sunglasses, comic books, hard candy
and American flags.

Mail volume is currently averag-
ing about 300,000 pounds per day
which 1s equivalent to about 1.2 mil-
lion picces per day.
