4-year old children being 
surveyed for Pre-K class

The Prairiland I.S.D. is making 
a survey of four year old children, 
must be four by Septenmber 1, 
2002, who reside in the Prairiland 
school district to determine the 
need for a Pre-Kindergarten class 
in the 2002-2003 school year.

If this class makes, it may be a 
full day or half day program de­
pending on the number of students 
qualifying. The children could 
ride the bus to school in the morn­
ing, but the parents would have to 
pick them up at 11:30. The break­
fast program would be available 
to the children but they would not 
be eligible to eat lunch at school.

Children may qualify for the 
Pre-K class by meeting any one 
o f the following requirements: 
Income: children from households 
eligible for the Free/Reduced

lunch program; and Language: A 
language other than English must 
be spoken in the home most of 
the time.

In order for the district to have 
the Pre-K class, there must be a 
minimum of 15 students qualify. 
If there is a total of 15 or more 
students, the class will be held.

If 15 to 22 students meet the 
eligibility requirement for Pre- 
Kindergarten, they will be able to 
have an all day Pre-K. If2 2 to 4 4  
students meet the eligibility re­
quirement for Pre-K, two halLday 
lYe-K classes will be held.

Veterans at Detroit Autobody School, 1940’s
‘ By Henry Lee SomerviUe 
• Every now and then, some poli­

tician asks that the Red River Ord- 
tCance at Texarkana be closed 
down to save money. Because of 
tbis, I think what happened in 
1^48 at Detroit should be made a 
written record. That was when I 
tiiok 3 or 4 veterans to the Ord- 
ijance and came back with jobs for 
ijiore than 100 veterans due to the 
g[)od show by these Detroit area 
v^ts.

I do not remember every one of 
tliose vets' names now, almost 48 
years later and need the survivors 

write the Detroit Weekly tell- 
^ P r lg  what happened then.

J In the 1940’s, after a long, long 
vijir, veterans came home to De- 
tfpit area to no jobs, but home, 
heme, home. We were all home­
sick. I came back as principal, 
Dktroit High School. Then I took 
tUe job  as D irector, D etroit 
A)iU>body School. It was a veter­
ans school owned by Col. 
C lewning o f Paris, along with 
otner busine.sses in Detroit. The 
only reason some veterans went 
tdl these type schools was they 
Wfcre paid to attend and there were 
nQ jobs here. Veterans were home­
sick and wanted to stay home for 
awhile.

( ^ " S o m e  veterans, last nam e 
'^V ickers and from the Bagwell 

aiiea, came to me and said the Ord- 
nince needed autobody repair- 
iHen. but had a five years experi­
ence requirement for jobs there.

With Col. Chewning’s permis­
sion, I called the Ordnance and 
made an appintment for confer­
ence. On a Friday morning early I 
left Detroit with three or four vet­
erans who were students at the 
school. At the Ordnance, the vet­
erans were taken to the shops, 
away from me, and put to tests at 
work. Presently, staff workers 
came to us with glowing reports, 
saying the veterans were excellent 
workers and just what they needed 
at the Ordnacne. Calls were made 
to Civil Service Hq. asking for a 
waiver of the five years experience 
requirement for the jobs.

I was taken on a tour of the Ord­
nance, introduced to the Foreman 
of Trishops as Major Somerville 
from Detroit. He was delighted, 
saying “Ah, D etroit, D etroit! 
Chesus Christ, I vish I was back 
in Detroit!” Somebody told him 
it was Detroit, Texas, not Michi­
gan and after that he would not 
speak to me.

Calls to Civil Service headquar­
ters continued, and I was put on 
the phone a couple of times. But 
it was a long afternoon and about 
five o'clock when the National 
Headquarters gave tem porary 
consent to waive the five year ex­
perience requirem ent for an 
autobody repair job at Red River 
Ordnance. They asked me for 100 
veterans or more.

We came back to Detroit at 
about dark, and veterans were still

on the street ou tside Col. 
Chewning's office, waiting for us, 
eager for news. On Saturday, we 
processed about 30 to leave Mon­
day for work.

1 went to Col. Chewning, ‘T ve 
ruined your school.”

“What did you do?”
“I got jobs!”
He smiled, even though this 

would mean no more income from 
the school. “That's the puipose of 
the school. That’s our mission!” 
When he said that, you could tell 
he was an airplane pilot, a veteran 
of World War I and World War II.

On Monday morning, when I 
cam e to D etroit Audobody 
School, I could not find a palce to 
park. Had to park a block away. 
Veterans were everywhere. Some 
from Clarksville, some from Paris, 
some from Oklahoma. They had 
called  friends, word got 
around...jobs, jobs.

And people said veterans were 
not interested in work? They re­
ally wanted to stay home because 
they were homesick.

But we sent more than 1(X) vet­
erans to the Ordnance. I need 
those survivors of 1948 to write 
the D etroitW eekly with their 
memories of this. 1 left Detroit 
soon after that and Fred Fisher 
came in as Director of the School, 
still sending veterans to the 
Ordnanc. I went to Paris and from 
there got recalled involuntarily to 
Korea in the Air Force.

Check-up 
is June 5

A car seat check-up will be 
■held June 5 from 3 p.m. to 6 p.m. 
in the Paris Wal-Mart parking lot. 
The event is being sponsored by 
the Paris EMS .

The Car Seat Check-up Pro­
gram was developed by the De­
partment of Transportation and 
the Department of Health due to 
the growing number of injuries 
and deaths of infants and toddlers. 
National studies have discovered 
that infants and toddlers were re­
strained improperly in car seats.

Those same national studies re­
flected that at least 8 out of 10 car 
seats are incorrectly used. The 
studies revealed that correctly in­
stalled car seats are 71 % effective 
in reducing deaths for infants, 
54% effective in reducing toddler 
deaths, and reduced the need for 
hospitalization by 69%.

Paris EMS became involved 
with the Child Safety Seat Pro­

9-1-1 address notification
The Ark-Tex Council of Gov­

ernments announces that the first 
notifications of 9-1-1 addresses 
are underway in Lamar county. 
The addresses being assigned will 
enable emergency vehicles to lo­
cate a 9-1 -1 caller if that person is 
unable to speak or give directions.

At present, the address will not 
be used for mailing purposes, but 
only as a means to locate a resi­
dent in an emergency. The US 
Post Office will also adopt these 
numbers in the near future as mail­
ing addresses. The post office will 
notify residents when they are 
ready to use the addresses for mail 
purposes.

In the letter being mailed to 
residents a form is included to 
note their telephone number and

send back in a posuge paid enve­
lope. This information will allow 
the Ark-Tex Council of Govern­
ments to update the 9-1-1 database 
with the correct information. Resi­
dents are also advised that Lamar 
County requires them to post their 
addresses either on the house or 
on another suitable object that can 
be seen from the road. This will 
allow emergency vehicles to iden­
tify the correct house.

If residents do not receive a let­
ter at the time their area is noti­
fied, or have any questions, they 
are asked to contact the Ark-Tex 
Council of Governments, toll free 
at 888-373-9028. They will then 
be assigned an address and the 
information can be updated as 
well.

day. On Memorial Day

♦♦Unless illu m i­
nated at night, flags dis­
played outdoors should 
only be flow n from 
sunrise to sunset.

♦♦The flag should 
not be flown on days 
when the weather is in­
clement, expect when 
an all weather flag is 
used.

♦♦The flag should 
not be draped over the 
hood, top, sides or back 
of a vehicle or of a rail­
road train or a boat.
When the flag is dis­
played on a motorcar, 
the staff should be fixed 
firmly to the chassis or 
clamped to the right 
fender.

♦♦When displayed either hori­
zontally or vertically against a 
wall, the union should be upper­
most and to the flat’s own right, 
that is, to the observer’s left. When 
displayed in a window, the flag 
should be displayed in the same 
way.

♦♦When used on a speaker’s 
platform, the flag, if displayed 
flat, should be displayed above 
and behind the speaker.

♦♦The flag, when flown at half- 
staff, should be first hoisted to the 
peak for an instant and then low­
ered to the half-staff position. The 
flag should be again raised to the 
peak before it is lowered for the

■ "  raised to the top of the 
staff.

♦♦The flag should 
never be displayed up 

side down, except as a sig­
nal of dire distress instances 
of extreme danger to life or 
property.

♦♦The flag should never 
touch anything beneath it, 
such as the ground, the floor, 
water or merchandise.

♦♦The flag should never 
be used as wearing apparel, 
bedding or drapery. It should 
never be festoon^ , drawn 
back, not up, in folds, but al­
ways allowed to fall free.

♦♦The flag should never be 
used as a covering for a ceiling.

♦♦The flag should never be 
used as a receptacle for receiving, 
holding, carrying or delivering 
anything.

♦♦The flag should never be 
used for advertising purpioses in 
any manner whatsoever.

♦“*The flag, when it is in such 
condition that it no longer is a fit­
ting emblem for display, should be 
destroyed in a dignified way, pref­
erable by burning.

FEMA/USFA received an ap­
propriation for $360 million for 
the grant program this year. The 
applications for assistance totaled 
nearly $2.2 billion with more than 
19,5()0 requests for funds in four 
general categories: Fire Opera­
tions and F irefigh ter safety: 
$882,539,097 and represented 
58% of the applications. Fire 
fighting Vehicles and represented 
37% of the applications. Emer­
gency M edical S ervices, 
$35,174,783 representing 2% of 
the applications. Fire Prevention 
Programs, representing 3% of the 
applications.

pare for such an emergency.
Prepare a home tornado plan: 

Pick a place where family mem­
bers could gather if a tornado is 
headed your way. It could be your 
basement or. If there is no base­
ment, a center hallway, bathroom 
or closet on the lowest floor. Keep 
this place uncluttered.

Assemble a disaster supplies kit 
containing first aid kit and essen­
tial medications; canned food and 
can opener; at least three gallons 
of water per person; battery pow­
ered radio, flashlight and extra 
batteries; protective clothing, bed­
ding or sleeping bags; special 
items for infant, elderly or dis­
abled family members.

Conduct periodic tornado drills 
so everyone remembers what to 
do when a tornado is approach­
ing.

Stay tuned for storm warnings. 
Listen to your local radio and TV 
stations for updated storm infor­
mation. Know what a tornado 
WATCH and WARNING mean.

When a tornado WATCH is is­
sued, listen to local radio and TV 
stations for further updates. Be 
alert to changing weather condi­
tions. Blowing debris or the sound 
of an approaching tornado may 
alert you. Many people say it 
sounds like a freight train.

When a tornado WARNING is 
issued, if you are inside, go to the 
safe place you picked to protect 
yourself from glass and other fly­
ing objects. If you are outside, 
hurry to the basement of a nearby 
sturdy building or lie flat in a ditch 
or low lying area. If you are in a 
car or mobile home, get out im­
mediately and head for safety.

Uf it seems your horse has a frog 
(Si its throat, the culprit may be 
Streptococcus equi, or "strangles." 
Xhis contagious bacterial infec­
tion affects young horses with 
^ se s  ranging from only mild 
gelling  to severe respiratory dis-
tfCSS.
« "Strangles is a contagious and 
iery common disease in horses 
aged one to three years," said E)r. 
Peggy Marsh, a veterinarian in the 

I ̂ o l lc g e  of Veterinary Medicine at 
^ K s a s  A&M University.

' "Sn-eptococcus equi is in the 
same family o f bacteria as the or­
ganism that causes strep throat in 
humans. In horses, it creates ab­
scesses in the throat, swelling of 
the lymph nodes and nasal dis­
charge."

Strangles is spread through di­
rect contact with sick horses, or 
through contact with infected 
equipment, such as water buckets, 
brushes or blankets. Traveling 
stock are particularly at risk, as 
they arc most likely to mingle with 
horses from other herds.
. Marsh says prevention is the 
cst way to keep strangles out of 

^herd. Be sure to quarantine new 
horses away from the established 
herd for three to four weeks. In 
sbdition, she says you may opt for 
vaccines, which can be adminis­
tered by injection or delivered 
through the nasal passages.
V However, Marsh cautions that 
no vaccine is one 100 percent ef­
fective. Young foals are usually 
less susceptible to strangles since 
they are protected by the mare's 
immunity gleaned through nurs­
ing.
'If strangles does make its way 

into your herd, it is important to 
consult your veterinarian when 
symptoms surface. Marsh says a 
horse's appetite is not a good in­
dicator of the presence or ab.sence 
of strangles, as a horse may eat 
well in spite of minor pain and 
swelling, noted Marsh.

■ Most cases arc not considered 
emergencies, but some cases can 
quickly escalate into respiratory 
distress. Your veterinarian will be 
able to prescribe a treatment ap­
propriate for your horse's condi­
tion, which may include antibiot­
ics and local, surgical drainage of 
any abscesses.

In very rare cases, strangles may 
cause one or more complications. 
These horses may develop pneu- 
rrtonia, myopathy (muscle swell­
ing), purpura hemmhoragica (gen­
eralized swelling caused by the 
body's own immune response), 
and/or abscesses in various other 
places, such as the abdomen. Most 
cases of strangles are curable, with 
only rare exceptions in which the 
bacteria "hides" in the guttural 
pouches, resu lting  in chronic 
shedding of the bacteria.

"The most important part of 
avoiding and treating strangles in 
your herd is to isolate sick horses 
and contaminated equipment horn 
the rest of the herd," said Marsh. 
"When traveling, carefully moni­
tor your horses' exposure to unfa­
miliar trailers and equipment. 
And, if symptoms do appear, it's 
best to seek the advice of your 
veterinarian."
