Haskell Boy Tells of Visit to

Historic Places in France

The following letier has been receiv-
wl by Ewmory Menefee from his broth-
er Cole who has been in France for
=ome time, The purties he refers to
awBpot” and “Crum” i his letter are
Raleigh  Lemmou and Gorden (ddell,
hoth Haskell boys. The letter s as
follows :

August 15, 1018,
Mr, Emory Meefee,
Huskell, Texus,
Denr Bud:

You probably think that I have for-
gotten you, but I haven't. Huave been
a little sick for the past two weeks,
but thauks to whatever powérs that
have Intervened In my behalf I am
feeling good ounce more and am get-
ting my strength back, The doctor
sald that they could not do any thing
for me and that 1 would just have to
wear it out, and 1 did, but believe we
when I tell you I was worn to a fras-
sle when theconflict was over. 8o,
that is the reason that I haven’t written
aunyone for the past two weeks, 1 have
had several letters from most every
one and 1 never expect to catch up
with my correspondence agaln,

The next letter I get from you will
tell me all about the election and I am
walting almost breathless for it. Of
course 1 know, or I think [ do, just
about what the news will be, but your
letter will confirm my thoughts,

“Spot," “Crum" awd 1 took a little
trip up into the country a fewdays ago,
Just before 1 was taken sick, and Imust
tell you something of our trip. We
secured pusses for tweunty-four hours
to the little town of Pont-Chateau,
which is about seventeen kilometres
from here., Now this saidPoat-Chat-
eau was the particular point we wished
to visit but the place of interest was
Calvaire, (which being luterproted Is
“Culvary",) which lssome four kilo-
metres from Pont-Chateau. Ahout ten
o'cloeck In the morning we secured
three bicycles and started on the trip,
Now, nelthér of us had been on u biey-
cle for years, but the knack seems
remain with a fellow and we rode
down the road just as glibly as though
The clouds hung

“Spot” could only sit on his wheel amd
let it roce down the hills at top spesd
We had hardly been on the road fif-
teen winutes when it began to rain
at first a fine raln driven by the wind,
as the wind had risen, and then it got
heavy enough to wet one through, We
called a halt andput on our raincoats
and got started agaln when, as 4 mat-
ter of course, the rain stopped.  As it
wiis rather warm we halted again and
eame out of our rainconts and started
once again on our Journey when it Im-
medintely started raining again. Tids
time we did not stop to put on our rain-
coats, thinking that it would blow ov-
r soon, andof course, it didn't, We
arrived at a little village by the name
of Besne awd pulled up in front of a
wholesale winery where we could get
ghelter from the wind and rain,

Now, there I8 a law in this country
which forblids the selling of llquors to
soldiers before six o'clock In the after-
noons, except on Sundays when it can
be procured at any hour, but they did
not hesitate to let us have a glass each
of the famous “Vin blanc,” which we
drank, being afrald to drink l'eau on
account of germs. They had more bar-
rels of wines and other liquors in this
plabve than 1 ever saw In one place In
my life and just think it was a village
not larger than Welnert, and its no
exception to the rule as they all huve
them. .

After drinking our vin blane we
agaln mounted our wheels and contln-
ued our journey, “Spot” leadifig off
down the roag about a hundred yurds
Just llke ‘& frisky little dog will, you
know. We passed through some very
beautiful country and got a glimse for
the first time of real rural life in
France, The grain has been cut and
most of it thrashed, but the lowly spud
Is the principal crop of this lnmedlate
section and thy look as though the
yield would be good. The roads have
a fence of dirt about two ‘or three feet
high on each side and on this rlige
of dirt there Is a hedge which is thick-
Iy Mterwoven with berries of different
sorts. Altogother It makes u very pret-
ty scene when not In a harry, but just
lasying along. which we were doing.

TO GET IN THICK OF FIGHT
[y V-
Geeorge W, Timns, Y. M. C. A worker,
tells on his return from Frames, of the
flctiting spirit of our American boys,

He sUNs YOy boys are <o willing 1o
they luve earned by hard work in the
trenvhes that they very often remain st
the front amd go into netion with relief
unirs,  sometimes  Freoneh o or British

| besen i oa }wn'v camp recnperating for
unother tonr of duty at the front. At
Solssons muny wounded  wen e
ek to our field Iur-]lihll awfler their
own units had retivsd to the rear,

“Ir ds difficalt to understand Lhow
this coulll happen uuless one ld seen
how our fighting men may hecome -
uruted from their units in hard battles.
They go over the top together but after
that anyihing may bappen. Thus it
way turn out that when units are with-
drawn to make way for relief forees,
small groups will  become  detnehed
from their own  companies. While
walting around for some of their fol-
lows the lare of battle will hecome
so strong that they rush back nto ae-
tion with units that they have never
seen before,

“In one fustance where it was neces-
sary to divide a company that wuas
scheduled for leave aud detall balf of
the men for reserve duty, the cuptaln
stated the case briefly and usked for
voluuteers, Every man in the com-
puny volunteersd for the service that
woulidl keep him enr the front.”

At Cantiguy, wen were coming out
of action practically shot to pleces,
But as they lay on thelr cots in the
field hospital they Jushisl and laughed
in spite of the pain that they suffered,

"Atone moment a wounded man

through his bdy, snd the next min-
ute he would be laughing and saying:
Gad, did you see those Huus run !,

“Men  severely  wounded would go
niadded (o the dressing stations, One
win with both arms dangling helpless
by lils side refused the ald of two
streteher bearers, telling them not to
mind him, but to keep on aud bring
In a man whose legs wouldn't bring
him in.”

MrMitus was with a trench mortar
battery at Cantigny in May when the
battery theew 776 big bombs into the
village In one day, These trench mor-
tars, which never had been used be-
fore by the United States forces, were
most destructive and sent the ‘Germans
on the run in such a burry that heavy
kuns which they had sbandoned were
found loaded and ready to be turped

upon them when the Amoricans cap-
tured the village,
