The newspaper business is pre-
garded as legitimaute and highly essen-
tial, of course, but only to the extent
that it Is conducted on business prinei-
ples, like any other business. There-
fore, to lcrculate newspapers for the
benefit of non-paying patrons is re-
garded merely as a system for expand-
ing or holding readers for advertising
purposes, and that plan will not be
countenunced. This departure s a war
measure, designed to secure an ade-
guate supply of print paper for all leg-
itimate users, and myst be respected
by all publishers who do not wish to
get in bad.—Stare Press, In Dallas

1. Jelly, After cooling the cooked
fruit julce to room temperature test It
to determine the amount of pectin
present, This test gives some ldea of
the proper proportion of sugar to juice
Add one tablespoon 95 per cent grain
alcohol 1o an equal volume of rooled
fruit juice and shake gently. (If de-
patured alcohol is used, remember It
Is poisomn.) The-efiect of the alcohol
is to bring together the pectin in a
jellylike mass, If a large quantity of
pectin Is present, it will appear in one
mass or clot when poured from the
glass. This indicates that equifl quan-
tities of sugar and juice may be used.
It the pectin does mot slip from the
glass In one mass, less sugar will be

uired. The material used in this
dest should be desiroved. A fair pro-
portion is threefourths cup of sugar
