Thompon reports that a natural spill-
way Is available at this site similar
to the one on the big irrigation dam of
the Wichita Irrigation district and that
a dam o." feel high at this site will pro-
vide approximately 'JOO.OOO acre feet
of storage, which Is sufficient with
contributory area for 100,000 acres un-
der cultivation.

This survey wa made for the con-
venience of the .state board of water
engineer,who will view out the loca
tion during this month with prospectof
making a state and federal survey of
the proposed location.
