BROUGHT FAME AND WeAL it

Whitney's Invention of the Cotton Gin
Came About Under Bomewhat
Peculiar Circumatances.

In the fall of 1792, the year of his
graduntion from Yale eolloge, Bl
Whitney, luventor of the cotton gio,
who was born In Westhoro, Mass., 18
1765, wus engaged us a private tutof
In & famlly In Georgla. On his way
there he met Mrs. Greene, who was
returning to 8avannoh from a vislt
North, On reaching Georgin he found
that, despite his eugagement, another
tutor hud been given his place, and he
was stranded, practically penniless.
Mrs. Greene Invited the young man to
her howe until he could find some-
thing to de,

Shortly after Whitney's arrival a
party of gentlemen from Augusta, In
the upper country, who hnd been offi-
cers in the Revolution under General
Greene, were visiting there., The con-
versution turned on  the depressed
stute of agriculture In the South,
Long-stuple cotton had been intro-
duced successfully In sea Islands, but
could not be grown (nland, Short-
stuple cotton would grow Inland, but
was  unprofitable, as there wns no
practical means of separating the cot-
ton from the seed. The separation by
hand of one pound of staple was a
day's work for one woman,

During  the conversatlon Mrs.
Greene told the visitors that Mr.
Whitney could invent their machine
for them. This Incldent turned Whit-
ney's attention to the subject. He went
to Savannah, obtuined a amall parcel
of raw cotton and set to work. With
the resources the plantation afforded
and such tools as he could contrive,
within a few weeks he had developed
the Invention and produced his first
model of the cotton gin.

COMMISSIONER GIVES RULING
ON PUBLIC WEIGHER LAW
—_———
The folowing ruling on the Pullic
Weigher's Law has been given out by
the Commissioner of Markets and Ware.
houses ;
“The right of private contract is be-
ing used to the detriment of both the
farmer and and the local buyer, the
producer of course pays for all such
brokerages as a result of the system
of oprice setting.” according  to
Chas, E, Baughman, Commissioner of
Markets amd Warehouses, in an In-
terview given out last week.
“There is a custom among the shipp-
er, buyer, or exporters, or you might
say wholesalers of cotton, to have set-
tlements based on compress welghts,
and in some instances this sytem has
worked to the point where an actual
dockage, or scaling, Is agreed upon
as between the local huyer-seller and
the exporter before the purchase Is
consumated.”
“Under the law, no person Is permitt-
ol to welgh cotton or any commodity
and Issue n weight certificate therefor,
on which a settlement is based, unless
that person be a public weigher, subject
of course to the right of private con-
tract, and when any person other than
the agent of either buyer or seller Is
the weigher of the commaodity, and
fssues the receipt therefor. the trans-
action is in violation of the law, ex-
cept he be a public weigher, or except
that public warehoysemen who are
bonded may lgsue a public warehouse
receipt for cotton on date the storage
charges therefor began or become oper-
ative,”

In other words. where eotton has
been sold by a loeal dealer and it s
shipped for compression. the compress
weigher, unless he be a public weigher,
cannot under any comdition Issue any
kind of a weight certificate on which
any settlement of accounts is affected,
and on the other hamd, if the weigher
he n public welgher, nud he shall at the
instance of the buyver and seller. or
gither of them, issue a weight certifi-
cate amd state thereon other than the
true welght of the cotton, he becomes
linble to prosecution. aml subject to
removal from office, 1If any dockerage,
therefore, I8 made it must be made
a matter of interest ouly to the buyer
and seller and they would be prohibited
from making any changes in the fig-
ures or items apearing upon the cer-
tificate,”

“Kven where there he a positive un-
derstanding between buyer and seller
that there be a dockage. and when
poth may be present when cotton Is
weighed, the public weigher Iz forbld-
den to place any weight other than
the full true weight on the certificate.”

“This department,” continued Mr,
Baughman, “has received numerous
complaints along this line, and we ex-
pect to use our powers to see that the
Publlic Weigher laws be respected and
obeyed. and where possible, and where
we have a right by virtue of the®e laws,
to put a stop to the promiscuons dock-
age of cotton. where It is done to the
detriment of the farmer and local
buyer."

“Persons in the employ of compresses,
receiving a swinsy. who are not public
welghers, and who actually weigh cot-
ton and issue therefor a weight cer-
tifteate against cotton not tendered for
warehousing, where sald weight sheet
is to serve ns a basis of settlement
for the value of price of the cotton,

lare warned to cease such weighing,
except that they be public weighers.”
“The mere fact that there is no di-
rect charge made for weighing the cot-
ton does not suffice because the weigh-
er If not a duly elected or appointed
and qualified public welgher, is making
a charge for such weighing. and this
charge is paid in the way of a daily,
weekly, monthly or annual wage. And
too, the mere fact that the exporter
buyer of the cotton may own in person
the compress, where the compress is
operated as a compress, his agent, un-
less he be a public weigher, would have
the right to weigh and charge for
welghing where the owner was conduct-
ing a cotton buylug business per-se.”
